HAUNTS OF THE. MODSE
“IND THE SALMON

One of the most recent publications
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, en-
titled “Fishing and Shooting,” is de-
scriptive of the opportunities afforded
the sportsman in the various sections
of the Dominion rcached by the Can-
adian Pacitic.

The booklet is in three sections—
“fishing,” “Shooting”“Canoce Trips and
“Camping.” In all three sections the
province of New Brunswick is men-
tioned . frequently.

The best
distriet¥n which to get the moese, the
grizzly, the musk ox, the caribou, are
all covered in dstail. Concerning New
Brunswick, the booklet says: “At least
one third of the Province of New
Brunswick is good hunting ground,and
most easily reached by the Canadian
Pacific Railway.” This province #s al-
so mentioned us the home of ihe deer
and the caribou. Ontario, Quebee, the
West and the Rockies are also dealt
with as rar as big game shooting fis
concerned. _
