There is a nice lot of grains, and in 
this department, Kings, Queens and 
Victoria counties are showing quite 
extensively.

It Is a fact that 
is not widely known that there are 
several grape growers in this pro­
vince and that their pioduot com­
mands a high price on the market.
Mr. Grosvenor’s grape house is , one 
hundred and twelve feet long and con- 

. tains about three thousand five hun­
dred square feet of glass. It Is heated 
by hot air from two furnaces. In this 
hot house he has slxty-two vines in 
bearing. There are six different vari­
eties. He finds Hamburg» the best 
sellers.

In fruit -the showing of Nova Scptia 
is not as full as usual.

BY WAY OF EXPERIMENT.
Prof. Robertson of the Maritime Ex­

perimental Farm at Nappan, arrived 
yesterday, and W. S. Blair, who has 
had charge of the exhibit, left 
for home at noon. In speaking of the 
display made here, he said that it re­
presents experiments in variety tests 
entirely. The farm consists of three 
hundred and twenty acres, pf which 
about one hundred acres is broken 
woodland. On this farm, situated at 
Nappan, these different tests are made 
for the benefit of the agriculturists. 
The experiments in grain have been 
carried on for a number of years aijd 
from these conclusions of considerable 
value have been drawn. They show 
the necessity of securing varieties 
knpwn to do well in preference to hold­
ing on to seed grown for years and in 
the natural course of events run out. 
A variety such as black mesdag is one 
of the earliest oats with a stiff straw 
and is especially good for late ground.

The Early Blossom is a white oat 
and a splendid yielder. but if prpper 
attention is given to the American Ban­
ner variety it is npt likely that any­
thing better can be found. Experi­
ments have proved that It Is better 
for-people to stick to one standard 
variety rather than take up with ev­
ery new thing that comes on the mar­
ket. .

Forty varieties of strawbeflries are 
shown in jars. On the farm these va­
rieties are grown In separate plpts, 
and tÉe experiments with, them have 
been, especially favorable to the WJ1-» 
llama, Warfield, Crescent, Haverland, 
Dunlap and Grenville berries. At the 
farm they have found 'that It is impos­
sible to control the mildew which af­
fects the English gooseberries, but not 
the American. The Downing and Red 
Jacket have been found to be the best 
are good yielders and bring: a large 
price.

•Concerning potatoes Mr. Blair had 
this to say. It is hard to tell just 
what kinds are going to do beet, as the 
soil' and ctimatio influences determine 
the yield and act differently on differ­
ent varieties In different places. For
