Mr. Jones—I am opposed to the am­
endment added to this bill. The Bank 
of New Brunswick Is provided for on 
the assessment lp.w of St. John exactly 
the same as other corporations doing 
business there. The Common Council 
did not ask for any change In the law 
relating to the assessment of such cor­
porations. Legislation Is forcing a 
change upon St. John which the citi­
zens do not want. The Bank of New 
Brunswick Is perfectly able, doing a 
large business, to pay a full burden of 
the city taxes, and I cannot see why it 
should have a preference over other 
corporations. The present law of as­
sessing the branch banks is not satis­
factory in St. John and a remedy wal 
sought in this legislation. I am op­
posed to a license fee that bears un­
fairly on small banks wishing to start 
business. Banks should pay in pro­
portion to the amount of business done. 
I do not see why the amendment should 
be passed.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney—The question of 
the banks was very properly settled 
by the city of St. John, which had a 
right to tax banks as it sees fit. This 
is precisely the same bill as was be­
fore the house last year and was taken 
up carefully in the committee, where 
it was fully discussed and given a 
lengthy consideration. Now that the 
city council of St. John and the mem­
bers from that constituency are in 
favor of the bill I think it would be 
discourteous to the members and also 
to the committee not to accept its re­
port.

Congeticies show an excess of nearly 
$4,000. This account covers the cost of 
the equipment of the departmental of­
fices and the legislature. I believe 
there has been a disposition on every 
side to keep the contingencies down to 
the lowest amount possible.

The expenditure on education was es­
timated at $210,079 and the expenditures 
$202,847. A large part of this decrease 
arose through the common schools, 
where the expenditure fell short about 
$4,000. For the schools for the deaf and 
dumb in Halifax the sum of $2,000 was 
estimated, but nothing was paid, and 
for manual training the estimate was 
$2,500, but only $568 was paid.

Mr. Hazen—What is the policy of the 
government with respect to the deaf 
and dumb schools?

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—After the closing 
of the institution at Fredericton the 
board of education took up the subject, 
and as there is a good school at Hali­
fax we thought the children might go 
there for the present. We had either 
to let this be done or establish a new 
school. The superintendent of educa­
tion and the premier went to Halifax 
and made an arrangement to send our 
pupils there. We felt there was much 
to be said in favor of establishing a 
provincial school, but we recognized 
that it would cost money. A gentleman 
who was taking an interest in this sub­
ject conceived the idea of establishing 
a school In St. John. It has since been 
established and application has been 
made for its recognition. The govern­
ment has come to no conclusion beyond 
this, that while no encouragement could 
be given to establishing a school in St.
John, yet if the school were established 
on a permanent basis, with a satisfac­
tory staff of teachers, they would make 
the same allowance to pupils going 
there as to pupils going to Halifax.

Under the expenditure for public 
health it will be seen that the amount 
of $12,979 was expended on account of 
smallpox, which was $7,979 more than 
the estimate. The smallpox has involv­
ed us in very large expenditure. Since 
and including the year 1900 we have 
been obliged to expend $76,160 on this 
account alone, and there are outstand­
ing claims estimated at $7,000 or more.

The estimate for interest not charge­
able to special funds was $140,000,while 
the expenditure was $3,105 less.

Some years ago the provincial sec- Revisors 
retary floated a loan of about a mil­

ls for the branch roads to become a 
part of the trunk lines. Most of these 
roads could be taken over by the Biter- 
colonial railway and operated more ad­
vantageously than at present. That Is 
the only way In which the public will 
ever be able to secure proper accommo­
dation. In 190$ this master was 
ferred to in the speech from the throne 
as follows:

The unsatisfactory condition of the 
branch railways in the province in con­
nection with the Intercolonial is such 
as to call for serious consideration. 
These railways had been constructed 
largely by means of provincial and 
domlnljn subsidies, and are not giving 
that accommodation to the public 
■which was anticipated when their con­
struction was provided for. If some 
arrangement could be made by whiab 
these roads could be worked as a part 
of the Intercolonial system, it would 
be greatly to the public advantage, and 
there is reason to believe that they 
would become valuable feeders of the 
trunk line.

The same remark might be made 
with regard to the New Brunswick 
Southern railway. It might become a 
part of the Intercolonial and be run at 
a profit. The Intercolonial must now 
he handling an enormous traffic to th# 
Canadian Pacific at St. John, which 
might just as well be handed over to 
a connecting railway at the border. 
The Intercolonial railway has always 
been operated unfairly to the branch 
lines, for it charges a higher rate on 
freight originating on them than it 
does on through freight. For instance, 
the rate of freight on coal from Spring- 
hill Junction to St. John is half a cent 
a ton per mile, while the rate on coal 
from Norton to St. John is 2.1 cent per 

„ton per mile, or nearly three times as 
much. The effect of this discrimination 
is to starve out the branch roads. If 
these roads could be taken over I be­
lieve the result would he of great ad­
vantage to the people and that they 
could be made valuable feeders to the 
Intercolonial railway. I am only sur­
prised that public opinion has not al­
ready made itself felt more strongly 
on this subject.

Mr. Hazen—I entirely agree as to the 
great desirability of the Intercolonial 
railway taking over the branch lines. 
No man can doubt that if these roads 
were taken over it would largely bene­
fit the localities, and also the province 
generally, without being disadvan­
tageous either to the Intercolonial 
railway or to Canada as a whole. These 
roads could he managed more econo­
mically and efficiently as part of the 
Intercolonial than at present. But if 
we are to accomplish anything we must 
do something more than make refer­
ences to their condition. The attorney 
general did not read the concluding 
sentence on this subject in the speech 
from the throne in 1992, in which it was 
stated that the members of the house 
would be invited to consider whether 
the dominion authorities might not 
properly be urged to make arrange­
ments for the operation of the branch 
roads upon a fair and equitable basis. 
No action was taken at that session, 
and it might be proper for the govern­
ment before the close of the present 
session to introduce a resolution urg­
ing this policy upon the federal au­
thorities. In 1898 a similar resolution 
had been passed with regard to the 
Canada Eastern. No action had been 
taken upon it, but I believe it is most 
desirable that lt^hould become a pan 
of the Intercolonial railway.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I am glad that 
the leader of the opposition takes the 
view he does of ^his question. I had 
a strong hope that the Canada East­
ern would have been taken over be­
fore this and that by the success of 
this measure the . government would 
be encouraged to go further and take 
over the other branch lines.

Mr. Clarke—While I fully appreciate 
what the attorney general has said I 
think a resolution of this house on the 
subject of the branch lines would be 
of very great assistance in solving the 
question. I am informed that there 
is a petition to the Governor General 
asking that the New Brunswick 
Southern railway be taken over.

Mr. Pugsley—There Is one matter 
which has arisen in connection with 
the proceedings of this house to which 
I desire to refer and I do so with con­
siderable pain. I am informed it has 
been stated by some opponents of the 
government in St. John that I have 
been retained by the Bank of New 
Brunswick to promote the legislation 
connected with the assessment of the 
banks in St. John. If these rumors 
had been confined to that city I might 
have ignored them, hut to my surprise 
it has come to my knowledge that the 
same statement has been made by 
members of the legislature here. I 
can Imagine no greater offence against 
public morals than that a member of 
the legislature should receive pay to 
promote certain legislation, and that 
he should go into a committee and 
vote for a bill under such circum­
stances. If I had done that I would 
have been violating one of the most 
sacred rules of this house. The state­
ment that I have had a retainer from 
the Bank of New Brunswick or from 
any other person is absolutely false. 
I am as free to vote on this bill as any 
other member of the house. While I am 
on my feet I desire to say that I think 
I can say the same of every member 
of the legislature on both sides of the 
house. I believe that we are all de­
sirous of treating every question on 
its merits and in the best interests of 
the province.

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FREDERICTON, April 11—Hon. Mr. 
Pugsley, by the command of his excel­
lency, laid before the house the esti­
mates for the current year, and moved 
the usual resolution that the house go 
into committee of supply.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said: In moving 
that you now leave the chair, I would 
not be doing justice to my own feel­
ings if I did not express my regret that 
the premier had been prevented by ill­
ness from being in his place to present 
the budget to the house as he has done 
for many years. He possesses so inti­
mate a knowledge of the finances of 
the province and is able to exhibit 
them in so clear a manner that I feel 
my presentation of the matter must 
be very inadequate in comparison with 
him. In order that there might be no 
delay he has asked me to take his 
place, and in entering on the discharge 
of this duty I am happy to re-echo the 
sentiment that the province of New 
Brunswick is now enjoying an era of 
prosperity unexampled in its history. 
Agriculture, which is our greatest in­
dustry, has made wonderful progress. 
It is not many years since the govern­
ment began and advanced an agricul­
tural policy, at a time when New 
Brunswick, Instead of an exporter of 
cheese, was importing that article, and 
was hardly able to supply itself with 
butter. Now this province is an ex­
porter of both, and our development in 
that line has been but just com­
menced.

The county which I represent, al­
though not more fertile than other por­
tions of the province, produced last 
year about one-half of the total of 
cheese and other dairy products made 
in the factory. In this way a great deal 
of money has been distributed through­
out the country and increased prosper­
ity has followed it. I need hardly say 
that on the prosperity of our farmers 
largely depends the prosperity of the 
province. It has been well said that 
agriculture is the true source of a coun­
try’s wealth. I am happy to be able to 
say that not only have we succeeded 
In producing butter and cheese for ex­
port, but that this business is likely to 
largely Increase. At present our pro­
ducts go to the European markets 
through Montreal, hut I look with con- 

'fldence to the time when steamers leav­
ing St. John will be equipped with cold 
storage both in summer and winter.

I will call your attention for a short 
time to the receipts of revenue for 1903 
as compared with the estimate and 
the estimate of expenditure as pre­
pared with the actual expenditure. 
The territorial revenue realized alto­
gether, $210,089, the estimate being 
$200,000. This was the largest amount 
of territorial revenue realized in the 
history of the province. There was 
an increase in the receipts from tim­
ber land, and also from game licenses, 
showing that our province is becoming 
more popular every year as a resort 
for sportsmen. There was an in­
crease in the fees of the provincial 
secretary’s office over the estimate, 
and also in taxes on incorporated com­
panies. The succession duties did 
not realise so much by about $7,000 
as was estimated.

Sir:—In answer t'i> yojr telegram I 

beg to say that otfr road was blocked 
several times during the past winter. 
This was caused by the unprecedented 
storms and ice forming on the rails. 
Every exertion was made by me and 
the men in the employ of the company 
to keep the road open. Extra labor 
Was employed and the company spent 
over $700 over and above the ordinary 
running expenses in endeavoring to 
break the snow blackade. The road 
iwas originally built as a narrow gauge 
road and the cuts along the road are 
very narrow. Snow was piled up 
along the track in some places eight 
Ho ten feet high on both sides of the 
road and йо high in many places thta 
Our snowplows could not be operated, 
and the sno-w had to be shovelled out 
by hand. Often after the road was 
cleared, the next day the snow would 
be blown Into the cuts and also fill 
up other parts of the roads. Our snow 
plow was smashed and we then ap­
plied to the government, and also to 
the C. P. R. for the loan of a snow­
plow, but it was impossible for them 
ito give us one. Their answer was 
that in consequence of the severe 
etorms they could not spare any part 
of their rolling stock. Nor was it 
possible for us to get an extra snow­
plow. Two of our engines were smash­
ed up in our endeavor to keep the 
road open, and also some of our roll­
ing stock. I mention generally 
these facts to show that every effort 
was made to keep the road open. In 
previous years we have been able to 
operate the road with very little inter­
ruption. but as you know during the 
past year all the roads in the Domin­
ion have been blocked for a greater 
or less period. I would suggest that 
the government hold an investigation 
and I am satisfied that the result of 
this investigation will be to bear out 
all that I have stated in this letter.

It haa been mentioned that our road 
is in a dangerous condition. This I 
emphatically deny. Further, there 
has not been an accident on our road 
wince I have been superintendent (14 
years), that is, no one has been (injur­
ed or hurt. This is a record that can- 
eot be shown by any other road in 
the Dominion of Canada. It is true 
the road is not in the condition it 
should be for heavy business, but the 
directors have appointed Mr. Neilson 
to make a re-survey of the road to re­
port as to the cost of putting it in 
first class condition, so that it can be 
tnade part of a through system. Dur­
ing the past year we have purchased 
thirty new flat cars and six new box 
ears.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—When our people 
have come to the time when they 
must shuffle off this mortal coil it is 
eminently to be desired that they 
should leave as large an estate as pos­
sible. We estimated at $8.604, the 
amount we would receive from the 
Dominion government for wharves, 
but the amount actually received was 
$5,604 less than that amount. Some 
few years ago the Dominion govern­
ment recognized the principle that 
they might fairly contribute—one-half 
of the cost of building wharves on the 
river St. John and its tributaries in 
tide waters. We claimed $16,000 and 
thought we would get one-half, but at 
the end of the fiscal year only $3,000 
had been paid. After the close of the 
year most of the balance was paid. 
There is an estimate of $12,000 w'hich 
we claimed from the Dominion gov­
ernment for fishing basis. This sum 
has not been received. The claim 
arose from the Dominion government 
having taken possession of certain 
tributaries of the Restigouche, which 
were under lease to Americans at a 
good rental. In this way the province 
has been deprived for a number of 
years of the rent from its own prop­
erty, and we claim this amount and 
will continue to claim it until it is 
paid. The matter is not yet settled, 
because the machinery at Ottawa is 
very big and slow. But we have got 
this far that I succeeded in getting

The cost of public printing was §14,- 
321. I am assured that this was was 
done in a most ecomoical manner. In­
cluded in this sum is the reprint of the 
budget debate of 1902. This has been 
called a campaign document, but it 
gave the public a full report of all that 
was said on both sides during the 
budget debate. We think it a justifi­
able expenditure to employ an official 
reporter to furnish the newspapers 
with a report every day, because it is 
in the public interest to furnish accur­
ate and full information. If that is de­
sirable what more justifiable expendi­
ture can there be than to furnish a re­
print of this report to contain all that 
was said on both sides with regard to 
the expenditure of the province. With 
regard to the portraits, these were 
paid for by the members of the gov­
ernment themselves and no charge was 
made against the public treasury.

It was not until Judge 
Steadman and Christian A. Robertson 
took action and carried their case into 
court that the right to the river fish­
eries was decided. This was prior to 
1896, before which time they had pos­
session of the fisheries on rivers run­
ning through our crown lands, thus de­
priving the province of their rental. 
The provincial government made a 
claim against the dominion government 
for this since 1886, and this claim with 
interest now amounts to $134,750. We 
propose to press this claim, and I 
think every one will say it is a just 
claim.

Then there is our claim for about 
$2,000,000 on account of the Halifax 
award. We have been urging the do­
minion authorities to agree to the 
statement of a special case, and we 
thought we had succeeded a year ago.
