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OTTAWA LETTER.

OTTAWA, March 11.—The length of
the session is a question that is being
deeply considered by many of the
members whe left home early in Jan-
uary under the impression that as
there was not miuch business t6o come
up this year of a controversial nature
they would be abdle te return in a
couple of monthsa, They now see they
were deceived and that seed time will
be over ere they can leave the capital.
One of the best imformed of the com~
mons’ attaches remarked yesterday, in
connection with the laying of certain
supplies, that prorogation would take
place before the 24th of May. Inter-
viewed as to the basis of this state-
ment the officer told the Sun man that
the house would exhaust itself discus-
sing the autonomy bill and once that
measure was disposed of there would
be an overwhelming desire to pull. up
stakes and get out. With hot weather
approaching the members would hast-
en rapidly, and experience had taught
him that when this mood was on par-
liament did not waste time over trifies.
A few extra morning sittings could
wipe many things off the slate with
little or no debate. Another man I ap-
proached put the final date even earl-
fer, saying he would not be surprised
te see the. house rise by the last of
April.
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" Dr. Daniel made some interesting in-
quiries in committee of supply last
night, first regarding ths item of $1,-
" 828,500 for the National Transcontinen-
tal rallway to cover cost of surveys,
eonstruction and otker expenses, and
later touching quarantine matters in
New Brunswick and along the Maine
boundary line. Hon. Mr. Emmerson
admitted, under fire, that there was a
niietake in using tne word ‘“‘construc-
tion,” as not a dollar of the grant was
to be devoted to that purpose, and
amended the item accordingly, although
Dr. Sproule of Fast Grey, raised the
point that it was not competent for
the house te make any change in the
object of estimates whicl: had receiv-
;ed the approval of the. governor gen-
| general before obtalning his excel-
‘lency’s consent to the alteration. Tech-
nically and constitutionally Dr. Sproule
may be right, but as a matter of fact
neither Lord Grey nor any other noble-
‘man representing King Bdward at Rid-
eau Hall, reads every item of esti-
mates to which he has to attach his
signature before they can be presented
to parllament. It came out during the
debate that the government wag Jot
in possessfon of any report from the
transcontinental railway commission
with respect 10 the .trial survey
Hnes they have been running through
.New Brunswick and that it would be
& much later date ere the location sur-
vey will be established At present,
said Mr. Emmerson, the engineers are
running lines down the St. John river
valley and across the divide between
that valley and the Tobique, they are
running lines from the Tobigque up to
what is known~as the Northwest Mira-
michi valley, and lines down that val-
ley to the Sou'west Miramichi at
Bofestown and thence to Moncten.
They are likewise running trial lines
down the St. John valley to Frederic-
ton and thence acress the country to
Chipman, Queens -Cd. ed upon
these trial surveys the final location
survey will be made. As Mr. Emmer-
son was not in a position to give in-
{formation that the house should pos-
sess, the item was stood over till a
later date.

: Next came the item “Quarantine,
salaries and contingencies of organized
. districts, $150,000,”” concerning which
ADr. Daniel put Mr. Fisher on the wit-
‘ness stand, a position in which the
Jminister of agriculture did not bright-
1y shine. Fisher voluntarily reduced
the item by $20,000, to which the oppo-
sition promptly assented. They do not
often find ministers willing to reduce
the burdens imposed on the country by
grit rule. .

Dr. Daniel was told that this item
covered salaries of officers and officials
at all the quarantine stations in Can-
ada, and that at St. John (said’ the
minister) ‘“we have one doctor, and he
gives the whole of his time to the work
.there; his time is our time.”

¢
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-Then, continued@ the member for St.
John city, “I asked this guestion be-
‘cause I was not aware whether the
agricultural department i becoming
scompletely militarized. I motice that
the port physician at St. John has been
made the principal military officer of
the district. It seems that the example
of the hon. minister is extending to
his officiale’’ ——

{ Hon. Mr. Fisher—‘A good example.”
- Dr. Daniel—“And that the agricul-
tural department is really getting very
much mixed up with the department of
militia and defense. Would the fact
of this officer occupying both positions
not interfere with the performance of
his duty?” This, continued Dr. Daniel,
is a permanent office, and I do not see
how a man living on Partridge Island
could attend to duties that required
his presence in the city.

Pressed to the wall, Hon. Mr. Fisher
said his department had no knowledge
that Dr. March had been appointed
principal medical officer to the militia
district—the very same reply made by
the minister of militia a few days ago
when his attention was called to the
fact by the member for St. John city.
Mr. fisher thought that a permanent
office which would require Dr. March’s
constant attendance for other purposes
than those of quarantine would be in-
compatible with his pesition as quarap-
tine officer, but until he knew what the
office is and the nature of its duties,
he could not say anything about it.
that the minister of agriculture pos-
sessed no exact knowledge of the du-
ties of quarantine officers, Dr. Dandel
in his quest for information terro-
gated Hen. Mr. Fisher, but with the
like ill success, regarding the relative
working of quarantine along rallway
lines and that in vogue along the ses
coast. Dr. Daniel did mot speak from
a partizan standpoint, 4@ not haress
the minister, did not dlsplay eny heat.
He warnted information and acecepted
what little he could get with satisfac-
tion. Haxd he desired to be nasty, he
might have acquginted the house with
some interesting detalls regarding the
perfunctory msfiner in which guaran-
tine was enferced at McAdam Juno-
tion during the late smzllpox soare,

with an application to Hon. Mr. Fish-
er as to how many medical men were
employed in connection with gquaran-
tine how many by the department of
agciculture, and if the two departments
were working in unison regarding the
inspection of immigrants. Mr. Fisher
had to acknowledge there was no ar-
rangement between the two services.
“Ships when they come in,” said Can-
ada’s chief farmer, ‘whether they have
immigrants or not, have to obtain a
free clearance from the gquarantine
doctors. They then come to the shore
and land their passengers, when the
immigration officials take charge of
the immigrants and inspect them. The
diseases for which the immigrant doc~
tors examine the immigrants are. not
what are called gquarantinable dis-
eases.”

The minister’s remarks in this con-
nection were more particularly in an-
swer to R. L. Borden, who pointed out
that according to an item in a Halifax
newspaper, some gentlemen who had
conducted & tracoma hospital in that
city had disposed of it to the govern-
ment.. Mr. Fisher sald that tracoma

.and favus weré not quarantinable dis-

eases and the quarantine doctors would
not stop people affected with them, but
the immigration authorities had power
under a special act to do so. ‘““There
was not concerted action because the
two sgervices were for twe different

.purposes.”

It will strike most people that there
should be one concerted system of pro-
tecting Canada against the introduc-
tion of disease and that immigrants of
a most undesirabie type shouid not be
permitted to slip through the border
lines because two branches of the gov-
ernment, that of agriculture and that
of the interior do not clasp hands.

After Mr. Fisher had promised to
give consideration to Mr. Wilson's sug-
gestion regarding combined action and
the abolition of double expense on the
country for two sets of nfedical officers,
Dr. Daniel asked the minister to ex-
plain the orders given to quarantine
officers regarding the examination of
ships arriving at any quarantine port
in Canada — what directions the offi-
cers were required to carry out and
what vessels they were not required
to examine.’ This again stumped Hon.
Mr. Fisher, who took refuge behind a
pamphlet of instructions, some twenty
pages thick, offering to read any par-
ticular section the member for St.
John desired. The debate that en-
suzd tells its own story:

Dr. Daniel—I know that sometimes

these regulations differ from those in
force at other times. Sometimes' ves-
sels north of Hatteras coming to my
own port of St. John are not required
to be examined by the quarantine offi-
cers. So that as far as the quarantine
by water goes, under those circum-
stances, we are not defended in any
way against noxious or contagious dis-
eases from those ports and occasion-
ally we suffer on that account.
- Mr. Fisher—~My hon. friend is quite
right in saying that the regulations
differ a little according to the circum-
stances. When there is not known to
be any epidemic in the states on the
Atlantic seaboard, north of New York
—New York and not Hatteras is taken
as the extreme Iimit south for that
purpose—those vessels are treated with
respéct to quarantine as theugh they
came from our ports, and are not ex-
amined. Any: vessels coming from
ports south of New York are exam-
ined. If any epidemic disease exists
in the seaboard states, vessels from
those ports are examined. Lately there
wa a smallpox epidemic in the United
States north of New York, and for a
while vessels from there coming to a
Canadian port were examined for
smallpox. But that order has been re-
scinded because the epidemic there has
disappeared. That was the only occa-
sion lately when vessels from ports
north of New York were examined,
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Dr. Daniel—What are the regulations
in force with regard to‘cases of infec-
tious diseases which did not make their
appearance when the vessel was exam-
inced by the quarantine officer, but
showed themselves a day or two after?
Upon what authority is thrown the
expense of looking after any such case
of infectious disease? As we all know,
the incubating period of some diseases
runs almost up to a fertnight, so that
a person from New York or any other
place might arrive at St. John or any
other port apparently free from the
disease and pass gquarantine inspec-
tion, but after h: been in the place
for some days the disease which had
been contracted in New York might

Having made it abundantly clear
break out. What is the policy of the
department in regard to such cases?

Mr. Fisher-—~When the vessel comes
to port and is examined by the quar-
antine officer, if there appears to be no
disease on board she is given a quar-
antine clearance. The moment ‘she
receives that clearance and goes into
a Canadian port she is held to be with-
in the bounds of the province in which
that port is stiuated, and the disease
is treated the same as if it broke out
in a house on shoré. It becomes a pro-
vincial matter, to be dealt with under
the laws of the province. The domin-
ion government is not liable. A num-
ber of cases of that kind have come
up and applications have been made
for compensation, but the department
of justice declared emphatically that
the government was not in any way
responsible.

Dr. Daniel-Does the minister pay
for quarantining by land — by rail-
way? Would the minister tell us what
the orders are that are given to the
gentleman who carrfes on this duty at
MeAdam and Dimsborough oceasion-
ally? ;

MP. Fisher—What work is done along
the fromtier we do there. When there is

—
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or known to exist, he was examined
to see if there was sign of disease and
then allowed to proceed. The officers
were cmployed by the month. Where
and when the disease died out the of-
ficers were released, and, if the disease
again became epidemic they were tak-
ed on again. That was the case more
than once at McAdam Junction. These
officers were paid $100 a month when
they were at work. s

Dr. Daniel—Who gave the directions
as to the duties of these officers? Was
it the director general of public health,
Dr. Montizambert?

Mr. Fisher—Yes.

Dr. Daniel—The minister states
there was a quarantine physician at
St. John, I notice in the auditor gen-
eral’s report that another medical
gentleman, Dr. Scammell, was there
for a month at the rate of $4¢ a day.
Was he taken during the holidays giv-
en to the regular quarantine physi-
cian?

Mr. Fisher—I know Dr. Scammell
has taken Dr. March’s place on one or
two occasions. It was possible he was
acting while Dr. March was away on
leave of absence.

Dr. Daniel-Twenty-seven days.

Mr. Fisher—It must have been un-
der a leave of absence, because we
never appointed a second officer there.

Dr. Daniel—{Is it usual to give quar-
antine officers one month out of twelve
leave of absence?

Mr. Fisher—That is not the prac-
tice. R. A. P.

OTTAWA, March 13.—Now that the
Rat Portage hockey team has picked
up its sticks and rushed off to Mont-
real, the average citizen of the capital
should be able to pay a little attention
to what i{s passing on Parliament Hill.
Ottawa is essentially a city of ama-
teur sports, although it puzzles an out-
sider somewhat when he discovers that
about every player in hockey, lacrosse
et al, is remunerated for his services,
to understand wherein the participants
in these amateur spots differ from pro-
fessionals. But apart from such 2
miner consideration as the purity of
the arena, Ottawa deserves credit for
the loyalty with which it backs up its
teams. It gets together the best men
it can from all parts of the country,
even if they have to be given positions
in the civil eervice to retain them here,
and when they play ecrowds the box
office treasury with crisp bills and
cheers the players to the echo. For
years Ottawa has held the lacrosse
and hockey championships of Canada,
although just now its lacrosse glory
is under a passing cloud, and has held
them on its merits. Saturday’s hoc-
key game with the visitors from Rat
Portage was the best ever played here
and the local papers devote as much
space to it as they would to a budget
speech. Seats were at an enormous
premium and speculators made much
money, although in their avarice they
overdid the business and did not come
out as far ahead as they had anticipat-
ed. The solemn quiet of a bright and
bracing Sabbath afternoon was rude-
ly broken by the cheers and yells of
the thousands who assembled at the
railway station to give ‘“the Rats” an
enthusiastic send-off. In the mari-
time provinces such an act would be
regarded as flagrant Sabbath desecra-
tion. Here, however, in the God-fear-
ing province of Ontario, such events
pass as mere common-place inci-
dents. There was a time not so long
ago when the Ottawa electric street
cars were not permitted to run on
Sundays.

And Dr. Daniel remind-
ed the minister of railways that this
wasm a case in point why the I. C. R.'s
freight traffic was not ifcreasing. M.
Emmerson's own report discloses that
there was really less through freight
on the I. C. R. last year than there
was 17 years aga a-condition of things
that ought not to exist I do not
know what Mr Stewart’s business
amounts to,” sald Dr. Daniel, “but he
brings everything he uses for that mill
over the Intercolonial railway. I
know the position of these two places.
Peters’ tannery and the cornmeal mill
are almost alongside the railway.
One man gets everything done for him;
the other cannot even get his stock in
trade that is only a few yards off
brought to his warehouse.”

Hon. Mr. Emmerson, while professing
utter ignorance of this act of favorit-
fsm, charged that the member of St.
John had given a garbled statement of
some complaints, but was soon sorry
he had retorted so hastily, as Dr.
Daniel instantly cut the ground from
under his feet by quotations from the
minister's own report and the corres-
pondence with Mr. Pottinger. What
most irritated Mr. Emmerson was the
reference to the loss of through freight
over the I. C. R. as compared with 17
years ago, and he endeavored to shunt
the facts by stating that the gross
earnings of the road had increased,
not fallen off.

Dr. Daniel reminded the minister he
had made no reference whatever to
‘‘gross earnings,’” but had simply stated,
that the amount of freight carried
over the I. C. R. last year was less
than that carried the year before. *“Let
me read to the minister his own report,
which is as follows: The freight traf-
fic amounted to $4,041,122, or 63 per
cent. of the gross earnings, a decrease
of $87,133. I made no reference at all
to the gross earnings; I am quite aware
there was a slight increase of gross
earnings last year over the year before,
but my reference was to the traffic,
and the idea I had in bringing the
matter up was that such occurrences
as this might be some reason why a
emaller amount of freight was carried.
If there is good care taken of the
patrons of the Intercolonial railway, 1
do not see why the business should not
increase. I can understand that if a
man goes to Mr. Stewart and tells him
that he 'is getting better treatment
from the Canadian Pacific railway, and
that such €an be shown to be the case,
it is reasonable to suppose that he
would transfer his business.’

Mr. Emmerson—I admit that if Mr.
Stewart was getting his freight hauled
over the Canadian Pacific Rallway
from Chicago to St. John for one cent
per hundred pounds less than the In-
tercolonial Railway rate, he would be
justified in sending his freight by the
Canadian Pacific Railway. - I have
stated, however, that it is the conten-
tion of the traffic manager of the In-
tercolonial Railway that the freight be-
tween Chicago and 8t. John must, un-
der the traffic agreement, pay the same
rate whether carried by the Intercol-
onial Railway or the Canadian Pacific
Railway. y

Dr. Danjel—I understand that.

Mr. Emmerson—I think it is fair that
this country should understand it, too,
and if it is true that the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway are cutting rates in vio-
lation of the agreement it should be
known.

Dr. Daniel—I have made no refer-
ence to the Canadian Pacific Railway
cutting rates, and I do not know that
the minister has any right to make
such an insinuation. There are other
things which count in the treatment
of patrons of a railway besides the
question of rates. My correspondent is
evidently complaining of the treatment
he gets by the railway, but as to whe-
ther any one gets better rates on the
Canadian Pacific Railway for the same
class of business than on the Intercol-
onial Railway I am not prepared to
say; the rates are supposed to be and
they probably are the same.

Mr. Emmerson—There are through
long haul rates.

Dr. Daniel—THhen the rates being the
same, there must be a difference in the
accommodation afforded by the two
roads or my correspondent would not
make such_a complaint. I shall be
very glad to pass this letter over to
Mr. Pottinger. This gentleman makes
the statement here that when a couple
of loaded cars were within a few yards
of the mill, although he cleared the
tracks with his own men, he could not
get the cars shunted. R Ax P,

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DR. PATRICK IS
FIGHTING FOR LIFE.

He Appeared Yesterday on
Appeal For New Trial

On the Ground That Millionaire Rice
Was Not Murdered But Died
of Heart Trouble.

ALBANY, N. Y., March 14.—While
senators, assemblymen and state offi-
cers were being turned away from the
door on account of lack of room inside,
Albert T. Patrick sat before the robed
judges of the court of appeals this
afternoon and heard ex-Senator David
B. Hill argue his appeal from the judg-
ment convicting him of the murder of
William M. Rice, the New York mil-
lionaire. The- unusual event of a con-
demned murderer attending the argu-
ment of his own case before the high-
est state court brought crowds of peo-
ple to the capital, but only a small
proportion of them were successful in
getting a sight of the prisoner. Pat-
rick’s original intention was to ad-
dress the court, but upon the advice
of his counsel he remained silent.

Patrick’s case was not reached until
late in the afternoon. He was defend-
ed by ex-Senator Hill and Samuel Bell
Thomas of New York. Asistant Dis-
trict Attorney Howard Gans wag as-
sisted in the prosecution by former
Supreme Court Justice Judson S. Lan-
don.

Mr. Hill argued that the judgment
of conviction should be reversed and a
new trial granted, first, upon the
ground that no murder had been gom-
‘mitted, and that Rice had died, as the
attending physician testifled, as the re-
sult of old age and a weak heart, as
a remote case, with indigestion and
diarrhoea with mental worry as the
immediate cause. He declared that
the congested condition of the lungs
might have easily been caused by the
embalming fluid, and not by chloro-
form, as the prosecution alleged. He
pointed out that the conviction of
Patrick rested solely upon the evidence
of Valet Jones, a confessed murderer,
whose testimony for that reason alone
should have been disregarded. In this
connection he attacked the district at-
torney’s office for letting Jones fo free

without punishment of any kind, and |

alleged that Jones’ present immunity
from punishment was due to a bargain
between him and the prosecuting attor-
neys.

Mr., Hill declared that the evidence
regarding the condition of Rice’'s lungs
before the body was embalmed rested
solely- upon the testimony of two cor-
oners’ physicians who were not the
diinterested public officials they were
represented to be by the district at-
torney. As proof of this he said that
it had been discovered since the trial
that these witnesses had been privately
retained by the prosecution andwpaid
several thousand dollars for their ser-
vices in making experiments in the
effect of chloroformt upon the human
lungs.

The prosecution will be heard tomor-
row, and it is expected that the case
will- oecupy the attention of the court
for at least two days.

KILLED ON CENTRAL RAILWAY.

As the train carrying the workmen
ran out of Chipman, Pitt was standing
between the engine and the tender. He
was warned by the foreman that his
position was dangerous, but persisted
in remaining there. The engine had

only gone a short distance from Chip- |

man, when it butted into a snow bank,
bringing up solid with such force that
the tender and engine were jammed
together, crushing Pitt between them
and seriousaly injuring him internally.
He was brought back to Chipman
abont Bunday noon, and medical ald
summoned, but hie injuries’ were s0
serious that nothing could be done
and he died about four o'clock.
