At Bell River, P. E. 1., November 16,
Chiristing C, Stewart, aged 4o years, be-
loved wife of Rev. A. A. McLeod, Mis-
sionary of Ramachandrapuran, India,
passed into eternal rest. Our sister -ex-
?erienmd a change of heart about twenty-
OUr years c& and was baptized by Rev,
D, G. MgDonald, Coustrained by love
wivine she Jonged to be useful in her
Master's service. She improved every
opportupity to gain knowledge and became
a painstaking and successful school teacher,
ever seeking in the communities where her
lot was cast to exalt the name of Jesus by
her words of loving testimony and self-
denying action. In 1890 she was united in
marriage with Rev. A. A. McLeod, who
was then utider appointment by the F, M.
Board of Ontario and Quebec as a mission-
ary to Indid. She gladly embraced this
o?pottunily of entering upon a wider field
of usefulness. During this year they went
to India, where for six years they put forth
eyery effort to make known the Lord
Jegies Christ to the multitudes of perishing
souls about theni. They entered upon a
new field. At first they could not secure
any land to build on. During this period
of nine months their hiome was a canal
boat.. Afterwards, for three and a half
years, they lived in a small mud but
thatched with palm leaves, It was durin
this period that Mrs. McLeod contracted
the disease that ended in death. She took
great interest in every part of the werk,
wes her husband’s faithful helper and with
him gladly welcomed self-denial for Jesus’
sake. . The work of teaching the boys was
especially dear to her. When thirty boys
desired instruction and the Board could
only see its way clear to make appropria-
tions for twenty, she could not have any
sent away.  OQut of their own resources the
ten were provided for. The six years of
work were crowned with the Master's
blessing, Where there were no Christians
when they commenced there are now
about four hufidred ; where there were no
churches there are three with pastors and
suitable houses of worship, built by the
native Christians. . The outlook for the
future up-building in the most holy faith
aud ingatherifig of the perishing is bright.
Mrs. McLeod 'was dearly loved by those
for whom she toiled and suffered, as is
evidenced byfthe sympathizing messdges
they sent hef during herilluess. There
will be many®ad. hearts in that far-away
land when they learn that they shall never
se¢ the face-of their missionary’s dear wife
agnin on earth. After their return to
Anierica a year was spent on the Pacific
coast, during which her husband watched
over and cared for her. This summer they
came to P. E. Island, their native provines]
In the homestead st Bell River, with her
mother and sister and brother, she gradu-
ally grew weaker and weaker, unul the
change came. During these wuys lesis
was her constant companionand de lightful
theme of converdation.
