proved himself much the better fight-
er at nearly all points of the game.
Driscoll boxed magnificently up to a
paint, but he could not give gway the
handicap of weight and five years in
age, and thus one of the cleverest
featherweight boxers the world has
known met his Waterloo.

Instead of proving, as was antici-
pated, the finest boxing contest of the
century, it was mostly a “rough
house” affair. They had not been
boxing long before both were resort-
ing to very questionable tacties, with-
cut any disguise at all. Welsh was
shouldering his man abput the jaw
and also using hid head artfully,
while he had been leaning on Driscoll
practically throughout the contest.
“Jim" apparently believing that Welsh
was behaving in what he considered
a grossly unfair way, did the same,
In the fourth round “Jim" returned
some of the compliments and used
his head in a most unmistakable
fashion.
