SURPLUS OBTAINED BY ISSUR OF
WORTHLESS LICENSES

SOUTHEAST KOOTENAY COAL AND
OIL LAND SCANDAL.

. (From the Vancouver World.

So long ago as June 17, 1904, The
World warned the provineial govern-
ment that is issuing licenses to prospec-
tors for coal and petroleum lands in
block 4593, southeast Kootenay, and fil-
ing applications for certain lands there,
they were skating on very thin ice and
that when the fragile foundation gave
'way the government and those who re-
posed confidence in them would be sub-
merged. Ouf position was strengthen-
ed by tke opinion of sir Hibbert Tup-

; *who pointed out the irregularity and
mpolicy, if not the dishonesty, of adopt-

ing a system that would permit all ap-
plicants to file on lands for which others
had previously applied and run the
chance of fighting for the properties in
the courts. Perhaps it would be an ex-
aggeration to say that fifty applications
have been filed on one claim; but it is
a notorious fact that some of the claims
are as thickly plastered with location
notices as European tourists’ baggage
with the labels of the different hotels at
which they. stepped when “doing the
continent.” The warning was unheeded.
The government wanted money. The
province’s propordon from the domin-
jon tax of $100 collected from each
Chinese pigtail- hal fal'sn entirely off,
and Mr. Tatlow was anxious to present
a surplus; so it was deceided to issue
lieenses and file applications over and
over again to the same land. Ome hun-
dred dollars was charged per license.
it may have been unintentional; but it
was a remarkable coincldence that the
pigtail tax and the southeast Kootenay
prospecting licemse, were the same in
amount. The itching palm of the min-
ister of finance was soon filled with sub-
stantial results. Some 500 licenses were
issued and the revenue was enriched by
about $50,000. From this sum a surplus
was declared. “In spite of the failure of
the Chinese head tax we are able to
show a fair surplus,” quoth the minis-
ter in presenting his budget. Fifty
thousand dollars, to not more than one-

legally and under e false pretence.
Every person who filed on the land was
told that he would have.a chance to hold
it. “Of course, we guarantee nothing,”
the government agent said; “we do not
promise that Tom, Dick and Harry will
get the claims. All we can say is that
we “will file your application and you
take the consequences. Are there other
applications filed on the same land?
Well, that is a leading question, and I
cannot answer if, The government
guarantees nothing; but we take your
money and you take your chance.” Does
it not strike the réader that the proper
and honorable course for the govern-
ment was to have refused to receive an
applieation for land that had been pre-
viously filed upon?- Instead of dis-
couraging the jumping of claims they
bhave encouraged it. Instead of prevent-
ing confusion and fll feeling théy have
thrown petroleum on the flames and
cdused a heartburning in the public
mind that will not be quenched for a
long time. If a man pre-empfs a tract
of land he has to show that the same
land has not been previously pre-empted
by another person before his application
will be considered by the recorder. That
is a proper requiremsnt for it prevents
‘@onfusion, injustice ‘and lawbreaking.
Why was the same policy not pursued
in the case of the southeast Kootenay
lands? Why were application after
application received and flled with the
inevitable result of never-ending law-
suits and a disputed ownership which
will retard progress and development
and cause the very unamg of Kootenay
oil lands to become a stench in the nos-
trils of every fair-minded man. The de-
cision of the full court in the suit of
Leckie vs. Watt, et al, on appeal ex-
poses the action of the government in all
its deformity and shows that the policy
of promiscuous filing has thrown open
the door to long and expensive litiga-
tion for the possession of the coal and
oil. lands of southeast Kootenay. The
government is richer by $50,000, some
one will say. But is'it richer by that
or any other sum? Whether it were
worth more to take directly from the
people $50,000 for the purpose of ‘secur-
ing a surplus and lock up the lands
from development, or fo have refused to
file more than ome application for the
same property and so permit develop-
ment work to proceed, is a question the
reader must figure out for himself. We

CIVIL CASES. ON TRIAL
SUIT TO CANGEL CERFTIFICATE OF
IMPROVEMENTS

COMPLI CATED wuam 3 ACTION
FROM ARROWHEAD.

(From’ Thursday’s Daily.)

‘At the assizes yesterday the civil ac-
tion of . the attorney general va. Daly
and othens was vontinued from the prev-
fous day.— The case for the plaintift
was concluded at noon amnd Mr. Taylor
for the defendant, applied for a mnon-
suit on the ground that the plaintiffs
had proved no. fraud and that only by
proving fraud was it possible to set
aside a certificate of improvements of a
mineral claim under the provisions of
the Act.. As to setting aside the certi-
ficates of work, counsel argued that the
certificate of improvements must be first
successfully attacked and set aside be-
fore any question affecting the valid-
ity of certificates of work could be gone
into.
imp.ovement they could not succzed as to
the work certificates.

Mr. MacNeill claimed that the repre-
sentation made in the papers: filed on
the application for a cértificate of im-
prevements on the Yukon mineral claim
and for the certificates of work both of
which he asked should be set aside and
cancelled, were false and amounted to
fraud, as contemplated in the -sections
of the mineral act governing the issue
of certificates of work and’  improve-
ments® It was clear from the afidavits
filed that some of the work done was
done on an adjoining claim and not on
the Yukon mineral fraction as required
and the major portion of the survey for
which an allowance of $100 worth of
work was asked had been done prior to
the date _sworn to. 3

Mr. Taylor argued that there had been
no concealment of facts whatever and
no fraud. Bverything material had been
fully disclosed and if any mistake had
arisen- it was that of the mining record-
er.” The record could only bz success-
fully attacked by showing fraud.

Mr. justice Morrison ' in delivering
judgment said that the - plaintiff had
failed 4o satisfy him that any fraud’
had been practiced or that the attorney
general had been deceived. There had
been a full diclosure of the facts, and
the mistake made was apparent but he
could not say it was fraudulent. The
action would be dismissed with costs.

On Mr. MacNeill’s applioation John
M. Smith was struck outas a party
plaintiff, being liable fer the defendants
costs of action up to the trial.

The next action was that of Patrick
Daly, WiHliam Ceffy, J. Hughes and Jno.
Ryan vs. John M. Smith; S. 8. Taylor,
K.C., for the plaintiffs, and A. H. Mac-
Neill, K. C., for the defendant. This
‘aidkion, - connsel’ for plaintiff claimed,
turned on the previous one and the
plaintiffs having succeeded as defend-
ants in the previous action were entitled
to judgment as -claimeéd in this. The
plaintiffs’ claimed (1) to adverse the ap-
plication for eertificate of improvements
of the defendant as to the Edna Frac-
tional claim, (2) for & declaration that
the ®dna and Kitten claims are invalid
and non existing clatms; . (3) that-the
defendant is a trespasser. upon the Yu-
kot Fractional mineral claim; (4) for
| a declaration that the paintiffs are the
owners of that part of the KEdna .and
Kitten claims covered by the Yukon
mineral claim. Judgment for the plain-
tiffs was finally given, with. costs. {

The two actions above disposed of are
more important than appears on the
fact of the proceedings.

It was stated yesterday that only one
previous action seeking to cancel a cer-
tificate of improvements had ever beem
taken to trial and - disposed of in this
province. That was the case of the at-
