As a young man John Burroughs
taught school for several years. One
year he was located 8o close to the
military academy at West Point that
he was able to use its Hbrary, and
it was there that he made his first
acquaintance with Audubon. What
a strange place for a Burroughs to
get the inspiration of his life! Then

to live, and for eight or nine years
John Burroughs alternated between
his desk in the treasury department
and the banks of the Potomac,
where the birds were to be found.
But Washington brought something
else into hig life that made lasting
impression, for there he met Walt
‘Whitman, who, too, was a clerk and
a lover and observer of nature. To-
gether they tramped the roads, and
mind rubbed against mind, to the
sharpening of both, From 1873 to
1884 Burroughs was a bank exam-
iner, and the work made it neces-
sary for him to be near New York.
He located on a small farm on the
Hudson River in 1874, and from that
time on always a part of his time
wag given to frultgrowing, while
out of his daily life there came
that series of studies of nature in
all her moods which have so en-
riched American literature. The
Hudson River farm became a place
of pilgrimage to which some of the
world’s most 1llustrious came gladly.

The New York Globe, announcing
a new book by John Burroughs some
years ago, said: “It has been the lot
of few writers of this country, or of
any country, to gain such good-
will end personal esteem as for
many years have been freely given
to John Burroughs,” and President
Roosevelt, In dedicating one of his
books to his friend voiced popular
feeling when he sald: “It is a good
thing for our people that you have
lived, and gurely no man can wish
to have more said of him.” Fine
things are now being sald of John
Burroughs, and fine things will be
said in days to come, but he was one
man who did not have to wait until
he was dead to be appreciated. His
late years must have been very rich
and full in the knowledge that he
had a place of high honor in the
hearts of his fellow-men.

THE STREET RAILWAY SITUA-
TION.

The London street railway situa-
tion, which has developed a new
crisis by the announcement of the
Ontario Railway Board that it will
turn the road back to the company’s
contrpl on April 30, has been in the
foreground since early in 1918. The
company declared at that time that
the rate of fares, seven and nine
tickets for a quarter, was not suffi-
cient to operate the road, and ap-
pealed to the city for an increase.

In 1919 the company urged more
insistently that an increase was
necessary, and carried on an exten-
sive advertising campaign to this
end. It succeeded in having a bylaw
submitted at the municipal election.
This would have given the city coun-
cil power to increase fares for such
time as it saw fit, subject to an
agreement to be entered into with
the company, providing that 39 cars
be operated; that fares be six in-
stead of seven regular tickets for 25
cents; elght instead of nine limited
tickets for 25 cents; and the six for
25 cent tickets to be good on Sun-
days; Springbank railway fares for
week-days and Sundays to be § cents
each way, without transfer. This
was defeated by a majority of 473.

Early that year the men, who
were receiving from 32 to 38 cents
an hour, struck .for an increase.
After service had been tled up sev-
eral days, they were granted an in-
crease of 9 cents. The city council
on its own authority passed a bylaw
authorizing higher fares. These
fmmediately went into effect, and
continued until certain citizens
secured an injunction restraining
the company from collecting the
higher fares until the right of the
council to pass such a bylaw was
proved.

Later the employees asked an-

other increase to 52 cents an hour,
and another strike occurred. This
was not ended until the Ontario
Railway and Municipal Board was
called in. After an examination of
the company’s books and several
long conferences with the street
railway employees, they agreed to
operate the road at the .old fare
schedule and guarantee the men 48
cents an hour, and to divide with
them  any surplus which might
accrue. An agrement to this effect,
to hold good until May 1, was
drawn up.
The road is still being operated
under this. Employees have an-
nounced that they will ask a higher
rate when it expires, while the
company stated on Tuesday that it
would hold out for a lower scale.
