3. Hlave any ncw appointments been :made to the said service since the first of July,
1867 ?-There have been De new appeintments made to the Emigration Service since the
first of JuIy, 1867, exccpt the temporary employment of a young mani, Mr. Eugène McKen-
xia, at the Quebec agency office, at the rate of $1.50 a day, as clerk in the place of' his fatlher.
deceased, on the 4th October; and the transfer made on the other day eof an orderly of'
the Quarantine Station, frorn (ross Isle, to the chief office ia Quebec, to serve as inter-
preter of German, Swedish, and Norwegian languages, instead of' two ternporary interpre-
ters, who were etuployed for one season, since the death of' an old permanent offleer, M1r.
Jorgeson.

4. Has there becn any officiai cerrespendence between the Provincial G-overnment and
the Departznent, with a view to concurrent action iu reference to the settiemenut of' wild
lands by immigrants ?-There has flot been any officiai correspondence between the Pro
vincial Government and the iDepartment, with a view to concurrent action in reference te
the settlenient of wild lands by immigration. I may perhaps, mention that a "llfonestead Law,"
similar to the mieusure ndoptcd by the Local Governments during the last sitting of their
Parlia ent was, iu the Report of the Minister . .Agriculture for 1865, made the subjet
of a pargraph, which reads as follows.-

"lAs part of an improved systema of immigration for this country, 1 had intended to
offer, for Your Excellency's approval, a llomestend Law, and to discuss genierally our pre.
sent polioy in the disposition of the publie lands ; but the immitiency otf Couf*èderatiton
has becn given and accepted as a sufficient reason for flot urging the adoption of iinproe-
ments, which could not go into full operation hefore auncw power would bo cliargeci with
the general subjeet."

5. What arrangements are made for receiving the immigrants of the currcnt seasun
The arrangements for receiving and aidingý4he immigyrants of the currcnt scasont are the
,same as those of former years. C)The immigrai'ts on their arrivai ut the place wvherc au
Agency is located, are met by the Agent wliose duties are te se that the laws whiclî pro-
tect the immigrant are fully complied with, and that any breaci eof the obligations con-
tracted towards them by the transport companies, pirevious te their arrivai, are deait with
in accordance with such laws. Our Agents are besides to give te the immigrants al
required information to proteet them against impositions, direct them in their further
step3 towards their intended destination, and procure for them, any medicat or other assis-
tance of whieh they niay be in need.

The immigrants coming up the St. Lawrenco, are lirst visited at the Quarantine sta-
tio a Grss Isewhere they are landed and recoived in the hospitals if siek ;when tile

general state of health of the passengers of an emigrant ship is such as te dewand it, all
Passengers are disembarked at the Quarantine station and received ; the diseased i athe Hos-
