SUGGESTIONS TO TEACHERS.

1. Begin your preparation with prayer.
The Bible is indeed man’s book, written by
man and for man, but it is also God’s book,
written by Him and for His glory. No devout
Christian d the co-exist of these two
factors in the work, however variously we may
explain their mutual relations. Holy men
spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.
The author is the best interpreter. We need
therefore to pray to Him in order to get His
aid and to bring ourselves into that sympathy
with theme which will best fit us tor under-
standing- it. *‘Open thou mine eyes thas 1
may bebold wondrous things out of the law.’

2. Read the text carefully and repeatedly,
adding, of course, so much of what precedes
and follows as serves to make the connection
clear. Do this before reading anything else,
and persevere till you have an intelligent view
of the meaning, or at least see where the diffi-
culties lie. Although in this way you will
bardly strike out any novelties, yet very
common place truths will be fresh and vivid to
you, as baving been elicited by the action of
your owa mind on the word.

8. Be not discouraged by your ignorance of
Greek and Hebrew. You have what is, all
things comsidered, the best version of God's
word ever made. Faithfally used, it will an-
swer all our purposes. An bhumble, teachable,
reverent, loving spirit will see far deeper into
the living oracles than the most accomplished
scholar without such a spirit. And many dark
places are just as dark in the original as they
are in the version—e. g. Gen. iv, 7; Psalm
ex. 7.

4. Be sure and ezamine the r¢ferences. The
Bible is its own iaterpreter to an extent which
is true of no other book. One divine author
presided over the whole trom Genesis to Reve-
lation, and there is a wonderful unity under-
lying the various and dissimilar parts of which
it is composed. Turning over leaves is some-
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1. Do not attempt too much. So many are
the possible relations of almost any portion of
the Scripture that the endeaver to give them
all in a single exercise must needs perplex,
and for the most part fail.

2. BSecure your ground as you go oB. This
is done by getting back from the scholars in
their owr words what you tell them in yours.

8. Seek pertinent illustrations. The great
teachers of all ages bave abounded in this cha-
racteristic.

4. Beware of sacrificing the end to the
means. This you surely do when you multiply
eomparisons or examples.— Pittsburg Advocate.

6. Beware of wasting {ime on unimperiant
matiers. No doubt all truth is valuable. For
example, it is an interesting question to a
scholar or professor whether the scene ot the
Transiguration was on Mount Tabor, or on
one of the shoulders of that goodly mountain,
Lebanon. But such a question should not
detain you five minutes, for the simple reason
that;the point is one ot mere curiosity, and its
decision one way or the other bas not the
smallest influence in determiaing the weaning
or the teaching of that wonderful scene.

7. Mind the two all important quesiions.
These apply to every one who proposes to ia-
struct others in Scripture. They are in refer-
ence to any given passage. 1. What does it
mean? 2. What does it teach? When you
bave the answer to these, your imtellectusl
furniture is complete. Take time then to
secure this end. Ten minutes a day of close
application will do wonders. You ought to
come to your class with a full mind, one full o
the subject, and full of its bearings; and then
Jove for Christ sad love for souls will set your
tongue running to purpose.

LIFE INSURANCE EVILS.

Agents bave reaped and continue to reap
abundant harvests. Commissions are paid to
them out of all proper proportion to the ser-
vice rendered. If every policy-bolder under-
stood that from one-fourth to onme-balf of his
first premium and nearly one-twelfth of all
subsequent ones are given to the man who
solicited and, perhaps deceived him, public in-
dignation might force a change in a matter so
important. The annual accounts which officers
render of their stewardship are not satisfac-
tory. What are ‘all other expenditures”
which swallow up by millions the money of
policy-holders P bow many officers are attach-
ed to a company? what the services of each,
how much, and how is be paid? what is the
profit from lapsed and surrendered policies, and
how is it disposed of ? are questions which,
among others, ought to be, and are not, answer
ed. The State authority, under present laws,
can effect much, but even it bhas complained
that officers ‘‘ evade the rendition of fair and
bonest statements of expenses. The utmost
explicitness in the matter should be insisted
upon by the assured as the only way of protect-
mg-tho sacred interests involved. Full infor-
mation as to principles and practice, fair snd

if the business is ever to be properly undere
stood by the community, and serve successtully
the real purposes for which it was eetablished.
It will mesit the unqualified approval and sup-
port of all men, when it sball be conducted in
methods consistent with the following character
so well given it by Professor Bartlett: ‘It
may be proper t¢ say, that I have never been
able to regard the iostitution of life assurance
as a mere business concern, of which the main
object is to make money. It bas always ap-
peared to me rather as a fraternal charity, cre-
ated by the voluntary unios of persons fog mu-
tual protection against the calamities of sudden
penury to helpless widows and orpbans—al-
ways dispensing the largest liberality towa:d
‘its members, consistent with equal justice to
all."—Prof. F. H. Van Arminge, in April
Galazy.

HOW TO KILL CHICKWEED.

Chickweed will grow and flower and produce
seed under the snow during the winter, or, al
any rate, will produce seeds in the spring, be-
fore we have any chance to work the soil or kill
the plants. The work must be done now. Be-
jore the winter sets in the land must be plowed
or spaded or forked or hoed, and every plant
buried or killed. If, during a thaw in winter,
there is a chance to plow or spade the land, let
it be done. The great point is to prevent tbe
plants from going to seed during the winter or
eatly spring. 1f this is neglected, all the work
we expend in summer will bave little effect ex-
cept to make the soil favorable for the germi-
nation of the millions of seed produced by the
chickweed the previous winter. No amount
of labor will get rid of this pest unless we pre-
vent the plants from going to seed in the win-
ter, and this can be done by turning over the
soil just immediately before the winter sets in.
The chickweed is easily destroyed it we go to
work in the right way.—Hearth and Home.

MULCHING.

Not enough emphasis can be placed on that
word mulch. In it lies the secret of success
with planters of not only fruit trees but lawn
trees. Let us count up some of the good things
accomplished by this little top dressing of lit-
ter, manure and saw dust.

1. It keeps the roots from becoming dry in
the bot season.

2. It equalizes the temperature of the tree;
that is, it serves like a pair of warm boots on
yourself. .

8. It prevents the action ol frost in tipping
or heaving newly-planted tress.

4. It enriches the soil.

5. It gives the soil a friable chaiacter, easi-
ly permeated by roots.

6. Iiprevents the growth of grass or weeds
or renders them easily pulled.

7. It is a good disposition of all waste mat-
ter, weeds, and so forth.

To Creax Froor Crorns.—Sweep and
clean the floor-cloths with a broom and a damp
flannel ig the usual manaer, then wet them all
over with milk, and rub them till bright with
a dry cloth. They will thus look as well as if
they were rubbed with a wax flannel, without
being so slippery, or so soon clogged with duit
or dirt.
