Honorable Gentlemen of the Logislative Council, and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly:

The glorious contest in which the British Empire is engaged, and the vast
sacrilice which Great Britain nobly offers to secure the independence 'of other
nations, might be expected to stifle every feeling of envy and jealousy, and at the
sane time to excite the interest, and connnand the administration of a free people.
But, regardless of such generous impressions, tle Amerlean Governnent evinees a
disposition calculated to divide and impede her efforts.

England is not only interdicted the harbours of the United States while <they

aftord a shelter to the cruisers of her inveterate enemy, but shîe is likewise required
to resign those maritime rights whieh she has so long exercised and enjoyed. Ineult-
ing threats are offered, and hostile preparations actually commnenced, and though
not ivithout hope that cool reflection and the dictates of justice may yet avert the
calamities of war, I cannot, under every view of the relativ'e .itiuation of the Prov-
ince, be too urgent in reconimending to your early 'attention the adoption of such
measures as will best secure the internal ipeace of the Country. and defeat every
hostile aggression.

Principally composed of the sons of a loyal and brave band of veterans, the
Militia, I an confident, stand in need of nothing but the necessary legislative pro-

'visions to direct their ardaor in the acquirement of military instrne'tion, to form a
mnost efficient force.

The growing prosperity of these Provinces, it is manifest, begins to awaken a
spirit of envy and' ambition. The, acknowledged importance of tbis Colony to the
Parent State wiIi secure the continuance of the powerful protection ..
fer fostering care has been the lirst cause, under Providence, of the uninterrupted

happiness you have so long enjoyed. Your indlustry has beezi liberally rewarded.
and you have in consequence risen to opulence.

These interesting truths are not uttered tu animate your patriotism, but to
dispel any apprehension that you may have imbibed of the possib.ili.ty of England
forsaking you; for you must be sensible that if once' bereft of her support, if once
deprived of the advantages which her commerce and the supply of her most essential
wants give you, this Colony, from its geographical position, must inevitably sink
into compamtive poverty and insignificance.

But Heaven wilH look favorably on the manly exertions which the loyal and
virtuous inhabitants of this happy land are prepared to make to avert such adire
calamity.

Our ýGracious Prine, who so gloriously upholds the dignity of the Empire.
already appreciates your merit, and it will be your first care to establish by the
force of your actions, the just claim of the country to the protection of His Royal
Highness.

I cannot deny myself the satisfaction of announcing to you from this place the
munificent intention of His Royal Higlness the Prince Regent. who has been
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
