•Halifax, July 27—At four 

minutes before five o’clock this 
morning Lawrence Sparks paid 
the penalty for the murder of 
Charles Dixon at Afrtcville on 
Ute morning of March 12th. 
Hangman Arthur Ellis left the 
city on the first train following 
the execution. He remarked 
Umt this was the three hundred 
and twenty-four time he had 
carried the death penalty Into 
effect.
jNot more than fourteen per­

sons witnessed the hanging. It 
was one of the most private 
hangings ever held In Halifax, 
and the arrangements were 
carried ont splendidly. Four 
seconds after the condemned 
mkn stepped on the trap it was 
sprung by Arthur Ellis. The 
trap was sprung Just before the 
minister concluded the Lord’s 
Prayer, which was repeated af­
ter him in subdued tones by
