Two
winutes later I ordered °eslow,’

ped the engines betw Europa Point
and the New Molehead. I then suddenly
sighted the man-of-war Ourlew, and
observed the anchorage crowded with other
ships. 1 immediately starboarded the
helm, there being & heavy sea and an
extromely strong tide. When the Utopis
had half cleared the bows of the Aneon,
I ported the helm in order to bring the
Utopia's stern ous, but on acocount of the
strong current the Wiopia was unable to
olear the Anson's ram. Owing %o the
shickness of the weather I could not
osloulate precisely the length of the
Anson's foredeck, and ignored the ram.
I did not know the flees was in the bay.
The proper lovkous, consisting of the mate
snd six men, was kept, bus nobody saw
the Ourlew or the oondition of the
anchorage until the helm was starboarded.
We were unable to anchor behind the rook,
because we were running short of ooal
in oonsequence of heavy weather on the
voysge.”
