HARVESTERS MADIRRELIGIOUS 

RECREATION Lack ot Work the Cause of an Angry 
Demonstration.1

Winnipeg. Man., Aug. 18.—An unfor- 
tunaie condition of affairs obtains 
here to-night in consequence of a large 
body of harvesters at the present mo- 
ment not having procured work. About 
a thousand of them are now sleeping 
in the small halls and buildings notir 
the C. P. R. station, awaiting develop- 
ments to-morrow. The first intima­
tion of trouble occurred yesterday, 
when a body of men who had returned 
from Brandon and other points along 
the main line without having obtain­
ed work at (heir own price, made a 
hostile demonstration at the C. P. R. 
station. They had arrived here ex­
pecting big pay, and though they were 
certainly ahead of time for starting 
immediately to take off the big crop, 
there are, all kinds of work for them 
on the unvisited branch lines, though 
perhaps at a lower wage than they 
expected, the current -prices being 
from $30 to $10 per month and board.

The city and Canadian Pacific Rail­
way referred them to the provincial 
government, but eventually the Do­
minion immigrant officials took the 
matter in hand and provided for, them 
as place to lodge and mdils for the 
time being, on the guarantee of the 
city and provincial government. The 
men still clamor for ears to be sent 
back. A row was kicked up again at 
the C. P, Railway station last night, 
when another train load of harvesters 
appeared, and, added to the confusion, 
and to-night a tremendous uproard 
wa smade when 800 men from Ottawa 
and other points, pulledd in. A man 
named Mitchell from the Maritime 
Provinces was haranguing about five 
or six hundred men on the platform 
when the newcomers arrived, who ap­
peared greatly disheartened when they 
mingled with their brethren. The mal­
contents demand forthwith trans- 
portation to the east, and if they do 
not get it they say they will take pos- 
session of the company's cars. The 
company refuse to lake a man back 
unless he. produces a certificate that 
he has done a months work, or is seri­
ously ill, because they argue that 
there, is plenty of work for all and
