To the Editor of The Acadian.
Dear Mr. Editor:—Some weeks ago, 

on the Post Office Green, with impressive 
military and civil ceremohial and m the 
presence of a vast assembly of our cit­
izens, there was unveiled a monument. 
A massive column of stone and cement, 
solid, subs 
there, our 
emblematic of the gallant, unyielding, en­
durance of those whose lives and deeds 
it commemorates and emblematic also 
of the everlasting admiration and love 
and gratitude which we bear them.

We beg our readers to believe that we 
speak of these matters touching the Mem­
orial, not out of any mood of carping 

*. criticism, out of no desire to belittle 
either the Monument or the sentiment 
which prompted its erection, for we feel 
that Wolfville would have disgraced her­
self had not some Memorial been erected.

But, Mr. Editor, we do feel that while 
the sentiment was natural, and the de­
sire laudable yet the methods adopted 
for the raising of the necessary funds 
might easily have been improved upon.

In two cases, at least, we feel that 
voluntary contribution would have 
been far preferable to arbitrary taxation.

First, we feel that those whqge loved 
. ones shall never return had given quite 

all that could be expected. Doubtless 
they would have gladly contributed but 
we feel that the action of the Council in 
not only requesting, but demanding, a 
contribution was most thoughtless and 
unkind.

Secônd, those who seived and have 
returned, were, we think, entitled to a 
little bit of consideration. No one knows, 
except the ex-service men, no one can 
possibly imagine, the Hell through which 
they passed, no one can feel the sense of 
lost opportunity, blighted hopes, post 
bellum difficulties, nor can anyone realize 
the feeling that, after all, they are the 
unwanted burden of an ungrateful and 
unjust country. Nor can anyone compre­
hend what sacrifices a soldier will make 
for his pal, and above all, what sacied 
ties of ffeeling binds him to those comrades 
who fell.

Had the returned soldiers in Wolfville 
been asked to contribute to this Memorial 
how gladly they would have given to the
utmost of their means. But no one

There is a tablet upon its side, a really 
nice tablet, which like the end of the rain­
bow, is obt of reach ofi all and likejhe 
other end of the same rainbow has never 
yielded up its secrets to the eye of mortal 
man.

To moet of us what is written thereon 
is and must remain, a mere matter of 
conjecture. To the visitor in Wolfvilk 
the whole monument is in precisely the 
same class, fot no one would ever guest 
that this monstrosity was placed there by 
a grateful people in honor of their fallen
