It must have been unusually dry
weather when they arnived at this conclu-
sion; it certainly was not after s shower.
But now that the city has laid pavements all
along the rest of the streets, the government
will, nodoubt, have the goodaess to cover
up this bare spot, tor the appearance of the
tuing, if nothing else.

that our legislarors should do more than
they are doing in the great movement. The
lignor traffic was the greatest evil th:
counntry had to contend against, and wes
workiag more injary than anything else
that conld be thought of. He believed that
the principles of tempsrance should be
tauglt in the schoo's of the province, and
atrongly censured the Board of Education
for prescrib’ng a text book and never seeiog
to its introduction into the schools. He re-
ferred to the great tempsrance sentiment
througout the country, and spoke of the ob-
stacles the temperance peop'e hai to con-
tend against. If all who profsssed tempar-

ance so loudly were sincere in. their
proteasions and would engage in the
struggle regardless of their owa or

their party’'s interest, the liquor traffic
would soon be driven from the land, and
the country enjoy a great blessiag thercby.
The influeice of the rum party was great,
and they never loat an opportanity to exert
itin order to block temperance legislation
and defeat the ends of the great movement,
and they were doing it successfally in many
cases. The men who have retired from the
busineas were as actively engaged in de-
fending the traffic as those eagaged in it at
the present time. This was because of a
certain kiod of pride they feltin the busi-
pneis, out of which they had made their
wealth. But how had they made their
money? It was out of the sweat and in too
many cases the blood of the poorer classes.
They were men without conscience. To
them a dime was more than t'e soul of &
man. The speaker bad read recently that
of the 12,000 rumsellera in the city of New
York, 9,000 of them had been imprisored
tor some kiod of crime or other. Anlstill
this class were controlling legislation to
suit themselves. Why do not the temper-
soce people of the couutry engage earnestly
at the work sad very soon they would
triumph over the money and influence of
these rumsellers who were working such &
great iojury. There were too maay of th
people, who, while they are temperate,
are too miadfal of their owa iaterests to ac-
tively array themselves agaiust the liguor
traffic with all its evils. This was the case
in this city as well a3 in others. The ma-
Jjority of the citizens of Fredericton were on
the side of temperance, and had three times
passed the Bcott Act; but look at the man-
ner in which liguor was being sold in the
city to-day notwithstanding this fact. It
was being sold openly in all parts
of the towa before the very eyes of the tem-
peraace people. The speaker said that he
could go along Queen Street and place his
fioger on at least twenty-five of the influ-
ential men of the city, tefoperance m:n in &
way, who, he believed, could have every
rum shop in the town closed up within four
weeks if they wished. The trouble was that
theee business men, who like to be number-
ed among the temperance class, were afraid
of losing a little custem and making a fow
enemies, if they acted in the way in which
they should. These men were the influential
men of the city, and, if they would trouble
themselves they could shut up the down
town hotels in no time and keep the police-
men and police magistrate busy day and
night enforcing the Scott Act. Bat they
left that to the temperance societies, who
were, as & rule, the less inflaential class and
powerless to prevent the present state of
affairs. he speaker referred to the
Women's Christian Temperance Union and
the grand work hey were doing. He
believed thatofall temperance organizations
they were doing the most good. Thwir work
was practical and not all talk. Theic visits
to the poor, the sick and the criminal class-
es, had been productive of wonderful good,
and many had been reclaimed from the gat-
ter in this way, whom all the temperance
lectures ever delivered would never effect.
In conclusion the lecturer exhorted the par-
ents to keep a watchful eye over their souns,

There were many young men in the city
who cpend their evenings about the bar
rooms,unknown to their fathers and mothers,
and if they were allowed to continue, their
destinies would soon be fixed.

the ticket. Then they come along again
and take up the tickets,

Come with me into any of our bar-
rooms, our restaurants, our cafes. Time
was when a man could go with his friend
into a cafe, order his lemonade or what-
cver he wanted, generally the latter,
throw his money on the counter and
walk out. . Now he has to perform the
service of a waiter. Having taken his
refreshment he waits while the attendang
turns to a machine at the back of the in-
closure, from which he draws a card, on
which is stamped the amount to be paid,
which amount is shown in glaring letters
upon the machine as the impression is
made. This the customer is compelled
to carry sometimes a distance of a hun-
dred feet. At all events he must carry
it wherever the cashier chances to te
seated. He hands the check and the
money to the cashier, wipes his mouth
and walks away. In other words, the
barkeeper is distinctly informed by this
procedure that his employer has no faith
in him, and both he and the eashier is
informed by this mechanism, which reg-
isters the amount, that their employer
trusts neither of them.

And, after all, do checks check?

Thieving conductors were supplied by
ingenious mechanics with little arrange-
ments by which, while pretending to
register, they in reality pocketed the fare
without registering. Barkeepers, by col
lusion with cashiers, can, if they wish,
defraud their employers. This very week
one of our railroad auditors tumbled over
a plan by which fares collected on steam
railways were retained by conductors,
they having duplicate slips furnished
them by the accountant in the office.
Human ingenuity is certain to be met by
human ingcnuity.  In the long run, tak-
ing age after age, accumulated facts
have crystallized themselves into a pro-
verb, *‘Honesty is the best policy," and
dishonest men know just as well as the
good and true that the path to success
lies in that direction, and that leaving
all quesiion of morals out of considera-
tion, the best * pohcy. " the truest way
in which to serve one's selfish purpose,
is to be honest.

There must be responsibility some-
where. Somebody must be trusted, and
all this iotricate system of checlmge
doesn't amount to shucks. If a man is
dishonest and has not brains enough to
know that, in spite of his dishonest ten-
dency, success can be obtained by honest
methods alone, no power this side of
heaven can keep him from cheating, and
cheating for a while without detection.—
Joe Howard in Boston Globe.
