A Talk About Ghosts, Witches 
and a Passing Reference 

to His Satanic Majesty.

The historic account is but too fresh in the 
mini oI the reader to call lor reference to 
the fanatical tragedy of the visionary Joan 
of Arc, wbe was burned as a witch by the 
British at Boueo, over fear hundred aad 
fifty years ago. This unfortunate girt was 
bbra at Domremy, south of France, in the 
year 1410, and reared amid all the rural 
simplicity of her peasant surroundings. 
Naturally endowed with a keen inteative 
perception, she possessed all the energy and 
enthusiasm peculiar to her race. Fully 
alive to the influences which disturbed the 
peaee and repose of her country, her reflec­
tive meditating ti* of mind fbnnd am 
opportunity, during the discharge of her 
pastoral duties to consider the wisest and 
most certain means for restoring freedom 
anjyappiness. Joan often overheard 
tht^F ;rave matters discussed, and the 
radicaf measures proposed for their relief, 
hy the old heads of the hamlet, and from 
some illusionary impulse she dally become 
more constrained to play some heroic part 
herself in the achievement of their freedom. 
Frequent kallecinatione rendered her the 
dupe of many ill-founded impressions. The 
musical ripple ot the 'silvery mease as it 
lrigidersdUalong by the pasture she tended, 
vHs to "her voice” urging her on to the de- 
liveraneaef her country from tbs oppression 
which fettered it. Tbs knell of the little 
chapel bell at the vesper hour was to Joan a 
melody of prophétie whisper informing her 
of the divine^misslon entrusted to her, in 
taking np the sword and expelling the dis­
turbers of the peace—if peace ithas ever 
known. Clearly a type oP®TOmeatia 
monomania, meriting rather the clemency 
of an insane resort than

Tried by a jury of twelve men composed 
chiefly of divines conspicuous for the pro­
fundity of their erudition and wisdom, this 
maid of Orleans is found guilty of witch­
craft and burnt—a fanatical crime which 
left an indelible stain upon the escutcheon 
ofBrftlsh honor and intelligence, and which 
js snly excusable from the fact that it was 
terribly in harmony with the sentiment of1 
the age. In England alone within a perioo 
of twtf'tfandred years, It Is estimated that 
the judicial murders amounted to upwards 
of30,00» to say nothing of the hundreds of 
thousands which doubtlessly occurred on

. the continent of Europe within the same 
time. It is difficult to understand how even 
hemaa credulity could so far subjugate the 
emotions of pity and remorse as to assent to, 
and apparently enjoy such an enormous 
range of merciless slaughter of their fellow

But we have wandered farther off in this 
direction than we intended and must return 
to the more central line of our subject. To­
day the greater portion of the Christian 

'world have pretty unanimously declared that 
in their opinion, all the foregoing imaginary 
species of the unseen wojjd is a "îyth, an 
exploded fallacy. They are the defunct 
productions of a bag-ridden age; the wretch­
ed moral emanations of an era when the 
world wm unable to assign to their legiti­
mate, respective positions, cause and effect; 
indeed when the true significance of these 
terms was comparatively unknown to the

We have deemed it prudent at this time to 
give a passing notice to his Satanic majesty 
and with becoming modesty shall eesay to 
accomplish onr purpose with strict regard to 
the

FrlneSpIee of Trails nod Justice.
Bat.in what manner to attain the latter con­
dition is for the moment somewhat embar­
rassing. Quite recently we had the pleasure 
of hearing a very erudite preacker [but 
inoderately Calvlhtotic] deliver an able dis­
course, in the course of which he ignored 
and repudiated the idea of an incarnate 
devil es-beiog scriptural!y unsoend and un­
tenable. Bnt Martin Lother, the German 
translator of the Bible, appears to have been 
a firm believer in the doctrine of a visible 
devil, material at all events if not incarnate 
and furthef that they were continually as­
sailing man in various ways. Respecting

. Luther’s personal encounter an eminent 
writer says, “In the room of the Wartberg

. where he sat translating the Bible, they still 
■how you a black spot on the wall; the 
strange memorial of one of their conflicts.

• Lather sat translating one of the psalms, he 
was worn down with long labor, with sick­
ness, abstinence from food; there rose before 
him some hideous indefinable image which 
he took tor the evil one, to forbid his work; 
Luther started up with fiend defiaace, flung 
hie iek-stand at the devil and it disappear- 
.ed.” Upon another occasion as be was be­
ginning his studies he heard a noise which he

* Immediately interpreted as proceeding from 
his old enemy, Satan, and continues “As I 
found he was about to begin again I gather­
ed together my books and got into bed. 
Another time in the night I heard him above 
my cell walking ia the cloister, but se I knew 
it was the devil, I paid no attention to him

’ and went to sleep. Early this morning when
i I woke the fiend came and began disputing 

with me. ‘Thou art a great sinner1 said he.
I replied ‘Goes’t thou nut tell me some­
thing new Satan?’ ”

According to the number of persona said 
to be possessed of devils as indicated by var-* 
ions disorders which were attributed to them 
one would naturally conclude that they were 
a very nsmerous family. For example a 
century or two ago it was the belief of many 
that it were possible for a number of devils 
to enter and possess the human body, giving 
rise to epilepsy, severe fevers, delirium 
tremens and many other distempers at pres­
ent more reasonably accounted for. It was 
the duty of the professional exorcist to ex­
pel these pernicious creatures from the bodies 
of those whpm they infested, and judging 
from the curious contents of an ecclesiasti­
cally approved “Exorcist's Manuel,” the 
operator required to be on the alert,
Lot She Devils Wheoewe* Saeeeaafally

from the system, might take refoge iu the 
patient’s hair. A centary ago an epileptic 
man was brought to Semple church, Bristol, 
(England) ont of whom seven de>ils were 
exorcised by seven clergymen—certifiai/ 
showing with what evident obstihacy even 
these vile deeiseii of the pit resist eviction

from comfortable quartern. In India and 
China at the present day these practices may 
be still observed.

Bat reader, did yon ever see a ghost ? If 
you reply in the negative I feel persnaded 
from the testimony of accumulated observa- 
lion that yon can inform me of some friend 
of yonre who baa. While we may console 
onr timid nature respecting the fallacy of 
witches, fairies and such, nevertheless we 
are not eo folly aaeured concerning the non­
existence of ghosts. Dr. Johnson, the lexi­
cographer, once observed, “It is wonderful 
that five thousand yean have now elapsed 
since the creation of the world, and still it 
is undecided whether or not there has ever 
been one instance of the spirit of any person 
appearing after death. All argument ia 
against it, but all belief is for it.” And, in 
this connection, to digress for a moment, we 
desire to make a few remarks which may 
tend somewhat to relieve Jehnson of the 
onus of an exceedingly ill-founded impres­
sion quite p re valent, concerning

The truth is that he possessed a very phil­
osophical mind, which, as a rule, sought 
nntrodden and original paths in the investi­
gation of all causes and conditions ; accept­
ing whatever he discovered bearing the un­
equivocal impress of candor and truth. 
Added to these admirable qualities a nature 
intensely religions and pious—so much so 
that occasionally during an entertainment 
or party of his friends he has been known to 
withdraw from the oompaay to a remote 
corner of the apartment for the purpose of 
a momentary indulgence ip some devotional 
exercise, we are not surprised to find him, 
when opportunity offered, participating in 
and encouraging the discussion of a subject 
eo fraught with cariosity and interest In 
this manner hag the incorrect opinion been 
brought about concerning his belief in 
ghosts ; but no man of hie time regarded the 
existent* of such as more absurd or irra­
tional.

So for as we are personally concerned, we 
confess it has never been onr fortune to be­
hold anything of the nature of a disem­
bodied spirit ; we knew not how we should 
recognise it as snch. Bat in consideration 
of certain authorities, for whose probity and 
acuteness of observation we entertain the 
highest respect, whose thrilling acoonnts 
respecting various personal adventures with 
ghosts, and who declare to having borne 
ocular testimony ef the same, we are con­
strained to admit the occasional appearance 
of a departed spirit in our midst, but onr 
incredulity is snch, that were we to heboid 
something corresponding to the popular con­
formation of a ghost, we should at once ac­
cuse oorself of being the victim of some 
illusionary visitation.

However, to those who in adult life retain 
unimpaired the impressions formed by the 
ghostly inspiration» of childhood, the con­
ception of a folly fledged ghost may be at­
tended with a shudder of terror. All the 
tormenting, tearing, mangling, scorching 
devils ef Dante ; the whole Miltonic army of 
fallen angels in hell, inarching under the 
banner of Satan,—
“In perfect phalanx to the Dorican mood 
'.Of flutes and soft recorders” 

toi suggestive of less uneasiness to the bu- 
tmind than the idea of a disembodied 

spirit following him—
“ Like one that on s lonesome road

Doth walk in fear and dread,
And having once turn’d round, walks on
And turns no m&re hie head ;
Because he knowa a frightful fiend
Doth close behind him tread.”
One feature which we believe to be char­

acteristic ofghoste is their reserved taciturn 
disposition—they are beings of few words— 
The vulgar plebian ghost is reputed very 
shy, seldom or sever known to hold con­
verse with mortals. But spectres of

have been known to stoop to the degradation 
of pouring ont their grief and complaints to 
the sons of Adem. While such instances 
are doubtless rare we find in Shakepeare’s

Hamlet” an account of one of these 
etherial recluses deigning to discourse with 
man. One cannot wonder at their meagre 
attenuated constitution when we consider 
the torrid nature of their surroundings, and 
the unsavory and protracted character of 
their fasts, if we be allowed to infer from 
Hamlet’s spectre who confesses,

Ghost. “My hour is almost come, 
When I to sulphurous and tormenting flames 
Must render up myself.

Doomed for a certain time to walk the night, 
And for the day, confin’d to fast in fires,
Till the foul crimes done in my days of

Are burnt and purged away.”
Moreover, the ghost is peculiarly a pro­

duction of the Christian era ; we cannot well 
conceive it otherwise. Paganism cannot 
bring forth a ghost, neither can any other 
ism rejecting the doctrine of the immortality 
of the soul. Heathens when disposing of 
their dead, by fire or inhumation, believe 
that they are consigning to a* oblivions 
destination every faculty—memory, reason, 
will—which the individual deceased ever 
posiessed, thus, not leaving anything to 
constitute a ghost. Their obvious concep­
tion of man is that he is somevantomatic 
clock work sort of a being ; that he is the 
recipient of no vital impulse or force that is 
not inherent within his own body ; and as 
there are twenty-four, and forty-eight hoar, 
and eight day clocks, they seemiegly coo- 
eider that hnmaa bodies are miscellaneously 
equipped h some peculiar motive power 
calculated to operate for a greater or lesser 
period as the case may be, and just as long 
as its physical and organic relationship is 
adequately maintained and adjusted, pre­
cisely so will this strange force and mani- 
festation we call life continue. This, is in a 
nutshell, the substance of modern material-

Nevertbelesfl, the whole doctrine of ghosts 
is evidently one of subtle inconsistencies. 
Some one will say that while they have 
keyer seen a spirit or spectre of any kind 
they are inclined to believe that they have 
been seen. One fact, and so far as we know it 
is without exception, which throws consider­
able doubt upon their probable existence, is 
that when an alleged spirit presents itself 
to a group of individuals it is never visible 
to all present, but is invariably observed by 
one or two only. Now, if under these cir­
cumstances, it is capable of occular demon­
stration by one or two, all things being 
equal, why not to all present within the 
range of vision? This is one of the cardinal 
incongruities of this affair of ghost-seeing. 
But in recognition of this pous asinorum of 
the hyper-physical, some one'will urge that 
these few favored beholders had their spiri­
tual eyes temporarily opened or uncovered 
in older to discern their spectre. Well 
granted; bat in 'the conventional sense of 
their term, does this argument prove that 
this hypothetical ghost is occuiarly dis­
cernible? To-day the great mass of human­
ity beliefs in a life hereafter, but the ac«

corded scene of that existence is where? 
Albeit, tradition and vulgar credulity would 

.fain have it believed these apparations are 
the emmissariea of the subtle essences which 
dwell in that “nediscovered country from 
where bourne no traveller returns.”

A Farmer Priweed la Be. Isha1
Mr. John Coates, a wealthy farmer of But­

ternut Ridge, King’s County, died suddenly 
and under peculiar circumstances in St. 
John on Saturday night last. He was stop­
ping at a house of entertainment in Port­
land kept by Thomas Friars, and en Friday 
afternoon left the hotel to make a call upon 
a relative. This was the last seen of him at 
his boarding house until late in the after­
noon. When he returned he called to Mrs. 
Friars and asked her to get him an emetic, 
saying that he thought he was going to die, 
as he had taken too much poison. Alarmed 
by his words and actions, a doctor was 
called in. The man was seised with violent 
spasms, which was relieved for a time by 
medical aid, bet he finally expired on the 
following night. The story attending the 
poisoning, says the Telegraph, is that the 
deceased was a firm believer in the efficacy 
of what is known as “skunk cabbage" in 
curing rheumatism and neuralgia. About a 
y*ar ago he had advised his friend whom be 
had visited to \jy it. She did so, but did 
not have mnch faith in the poison as a care. 
He claimed that she bad made it wrong, 
and, after procuring some of the cabbage, 
he made broth of it and took several spoons­
ful of it himself, which resulted in his death.

An inquest was held on the body of the 
deceased yesterday, and the jury returned a 
verdict that the deceased canie to his death 
by an overdose of vegetable poison.

It is said that while 
at Frigon’a hotel he became very trouble­
some and the proprietor had occasion 

use him roughly. It was while 
at Frigoa'e he slipped out of the beck door 
and wm eeen no more alive by his comrades. 
It wm learned afterwords while the search 
was going on that he went over to another 
house of entertainment and remained there 
in » dated state until after his friends had 
left tor home when he went oat to look for 
them. While groping about in search for 
hie friend*, one or two incidents occurred 
which led many to suppose that he had been 
fonll/ dealt with. It is believed that over­
come with drink and exhaustion in wander­
ing about he lay down in the snow and was 
frozen to desUh.
