Report Absolutely Incorrect.

McAdam, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. James iMcAdam, George street 
had been killed In action. No word, 
official or otherwise, to the effect that 
he had been killed has been received 
by the parents of the young mui, and 
the report, like many others of a sim­
ilar nature, was manufactured by irre­
sponsible people.

Dr. Barbour in Toronto.
Dr. F. w; Barbour, of this cMy, is 

now the chief dental officer in charge 
of a base hospital at the Central Con­
valescent Home at Toronto and ex­
pects to go overseas in a short time. 
His son, Capt. Royden M. Barbour, 
who went overseas with the 64th Bat­
talion, Is in England and is to leave 
for France within a few weeks. He 
has been in hospital in England, hav 
ing lately recovered from an illness.

Died In Toronto.
Word has been received here o,f the 

death of Miss Marie McTavish, who 
passed away at Toronto. TTie late 
Miss MoTavlsh was 20 years of age 
and daughter of Mr. William McTav­
ish. now of Toronto, and for many 
years a resident of Fredericton. Mr. 
McTavish was at one time employed 
as a clerk in McDonald’s dry goods 
store but now holds an important po­
sition in Toronto.

FORMER U. N. B. STUDENT 
ALSO AMONG WOUNDED

Capt, Roland Barnes, Winner 
of Military Cross, in Casu­

alty List Today,

Private Hugh Logan, of Stanley, is 
now in an English hospital wounded 
In the right leg and the head and with 
one arm amputated, according to a 
telegram received by his mother, Mrs. 
Wil liam Bennett, of Stanley .from the 
officer in charge of records at Ottawa.

Private Logan enlisted in the West 
and has been at the front for some 
•months past fighting w-ith a western 
Infantry battalion. His wounds are 
very serious, but la expected that he 
will -recover and will return 'to his 
home in Stanley within a few months. 
Private Logan Is the first York County 
soldier to lose an arm while fighting 
in the present war.

Capt. Roland Barnes Wounded.
Capt. Roland Barnes, a former U. 

N. B. student, who was awarded the 
military cross for gallantry on the 
field with the 6th Canadian Mounted 
Rifles, has been wounded, according to 
official word received by his mother, 
Mrs. T. William Éarnes, of Hampton. 
The wounded officer enlisted in Fred­
ericton with the 23rd Battery but ob­
tained his discharge from that unit to 
take a commission in the 6th Mount­
ed Riflevv with which unit he went to 
the front.

During the big battle of Julie 2 and 
3 he won the military cross for gallan­
try in nation and was, in addition, pro­
moted to 'the rank of captain. After 
the death of Captain Plneo he was 
given command of D company in his 
unit.

Captain Barnes only recently re­
turned to the front, as last month 
word was received by his mother that 
he was suffering from rheumatic 
fever. He was granted a few days' 
leave and took the opportunity of 
spending them with his father, Lieut. 
T. Wm. Barnes of the 104th Battalion.

Che home of Mrs. Phebe Campbell, 90 
Kennedy street, St John, on Friday 
last, when Rev. G. Swim united in 
marriage Pte. Joseph MdMiHaa of the 
8th Field Ambulance Corps and Miss

waak Bridge. The bride, who was un­
attended, was becomingly attired in 
midnight blue chiffon velvet with 
trimmings of white silk georgette 
crepe and blue satin girdle. This an­
nouncement will come as a surprise to 
the many friends of the bride, as pre­
parations were being made fo cele­
brate the union during the Christmas 
festivities, but the enlisting of Pte.

Some of Ontario’s most prominent 
men are behind the project, and as 
soon as preliminary arrangements 
have been completed an active re­
cruiting campaign will be commenced 
in the districts of the province largely 
Inhabited by Scottish people. Lt. Col. 
John Bayne MacLean, iMr. W. F. Mac- 
Lean, M. P., Mr. W. A MacLean, cfclef 
of the Ontario Railways Commission, 
and Mr. James Ryrie, of Ryrie Broth­
ers, are among the active members 
of the ootomittee in Toronto.

For Home Guard Duty.
Thirty members of the company of 

the Special Service Battalion attached 
to the 236th Kilties Battalion left here 
this morning for St. John, in charge 
of Lieut. N. C. McFarlane. They are 
being transferred to thé 62nd Regi­
ment Detention Company, on duty at 
St. John West, having all undergone 
medical examination this week by 
Major Dugald Stewart, special medical 
officer of the 6th Division. The mem­
bers of the party who left today in­
clude men who were transferred from 
a large number of units, having been 
unfit to go overseas when their batta­
lions proceeded, While others are re­
turned men who are at present unfit 
for active service and probably will 
not he again. Some members of the 
party will perhaps undergo operations 
which will make them fit for service,

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TELLS HOW HE WON

Brought Wounded In Under 
Fire and Carried Important 

Despatches in Battle.

CAPTURED SNIPER
SINGLE-HANDED

Writes Interesting Letter to a 
Friend Telling of Balkan 

Campaign,

NEW SNOWPLOUGHS 
PURCHASED, Will BE 

HERENEXT WEEK
Aid, McLellan and City En­

gineer McKnight Return 
from Upper Canada.

INTERVIEWED ENGINEERS 
ON MAKING OF ROADS

Will Recommend that Perman­
ent Streets Be Built Here 

Next Year,

Bringing the wounded in under 
heavy fire and carrying important mes­
sages under the same conditions, as 
well as capturing a sniper single 
handed, are a few of \he acts of gal­
lantry for which Private Frank Mc- 
Maniman, of this city, the first Can­
adian to win honors in the Balkan 
campaign, was awarded the military 
medal.

Writing to & friend in this city pri­
vate McManiman modestly says: “I 
was lucky enough to win the military 
medal the ilast time up, and from what 
they all tell me I won it fair. He gôes 
on to say that the honors were award­
ed him for carrying messages under 
fire and bringing in the wounded un­
der similar conditions. Referring to 
the capture of the sniper Private IMc-j 
Manlman says: T got a sniper of my 
own. He started to put up a fight but 
by good luck his bolt jammed and I 
had him. Of course I could have shot 
him two or three times if I had wanted 
to, but I wanted him alive, so we 
played hide and seek until I won out. 
He was a smart looking chap, about 
25 years of age and about my size. I 
don't think he will do any more enlp- 
ing at us, as he is back having, what 
I would like, a good rest. Our boys 
treat the Bulgare well, as we hear they 
treat our fellows as good as they can. 
I brought in some fellows that were 
wounded who had been out in front or 
the trenches for two days, and they 
told me. the Bulgare gave them, water 
and never used them bad at all, so we 
give them the same treatment.

‘I guess the Bulgare are sorry they 
ever started this war against us, but 
lt was their King and a few more who 
led them into it. They are great 
friends of the Russians from what I 
can see, and they won’t fire a shot at 
a Russian.”

Now In France.
Lieut. E. J. Cronin, who was sta­

tioned here last winter with the 140th 
Battalion, Is now in France, according 
to the latest London despatches.

Two new snowploughs, up-to-date in 
every particular, have been purchased 
by the Roads and Streets Department 
and will be here the latter part of 
next week. The ploughs were pur­
ebred in Ottawa last week by Aid. 
R. W. McLellan, chairman of the 
Roeds and Streets Department, and 
City Engineer George McKnight, who 
returned on Saturday after a trip to 
Montreal, Ottawa and other Upper 
Canadian cities. They will cost the 
city $40 and, according to City Engi­
neer McKnight, will prove more serv­
iceable than the present ones, which 
are now obsolete. The new ploughs 
were devised by the engineers at the 
Ottawa Road Department and are be­
ing extensively used in other cities 
in Canada. They have a cutter attach­
ment that makes a smooth surface 
on the sidewalk and prevents any 
icy knolls from forming.

While in Upper Canada Aid. Mc­
Lellan and City Engineer McKnight 
interviewed the engineers in the vari­
ous cities regarding roads and streets 
with an end in view of discovering 
the best method to adopt In road­
making in this city. They were great­
ly Impressed with a permanent street 
In Ottawa which has been built for
