Government Interviewed About 
Deepening the Welland.

Twenty-Two Foot Canal Needed 
to Retain Trade.

Waterway Via the Saskatchewan 
and Rainy Rivers.

(Special XVire to the limes.)
Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 24.—The propa­

ganda of the Great Lakes and St. Law­
rence Improvement Association, for the 
deepening of the Welland Canal to twm- 
.ty-two Teeit, was brought forcibly before 
tile Government this morning by a large 
deputation, including representatives of 
many lake jKirts, from Fort WiHiani to 
Kingston, i he deputation, which was re­
ceived by Sir 'Wilfrid Laurier and lion. 
G. dt. Gra.h.un, included the Mayors of 
Toronto and Hamilton and of several of 
the smaller ports on Lake Ontario, and 
a considerable number of members of 
thv association joined the constitu­
ents m t he d ’pu uition.

Mr. German, M. 1\ for Welland, intro­
duced the speakers.

Captain ii. W . Rychnrdson, of Kings­
ton. in opening the argument, declared 
that the most vital necessity of inland 
transportation interests was now the 
deepening of the link between Lakes Erie 
and Ontario. Trade would always fol­
low the cheapest route and unless L anada 
took steps to improve the Welland Canal 
route the new deepened New ïork State 
canal system would capture the grain 
trade from the west. W ith tt twenty- 
two. foot Waterway through from tliq 
head ot the lakes* to the St. Lawrence, 
grain rates from the west could lie re­
duced by three cents per bushel.

Mr. A. E. Kemp, cx-M.P., represent­
ing the Toronto Hoard of Trade, urged 
the deepening of Welland canal, in pre­
ference to waiting for the Georgian 
Bay Canal, which was a far more expen­
sive way, and not so certain a proposi- ■ 
tion. It would ensure a rate ot 3 1-2 I 
cents per bushel in grain from Fort j 
William to Montreal, as compared with 
six cents per bushed now.

Mr. Lawrence Henderson, of Montreal, ‘ 
declared that an expenditure of from 
twenty-two to twenty-five millions in 
deepening the Welland canal or in re- j 
constructing it in whole or in part, j 
would be a far better plan.

Mayor Milne, of Sarnia, Mayor Dan- ! 
iels, of Prescott, and Thos. Conlon, of | 
Thorold. supported the views of the pre- ! 
ceding speakers. The latter presented 
a memorial from the Thorold Board of 
Trade, which went so far as to claim 
that a waterway for one thousand ton 
vessels should be opened up via the Sas­
katchewan and Rainy Rivers, right 
through to the foot of the Rocky Moun­
tain», .from Lake Superior.

The cost of this project, and of the 
deepening of the Welland would be less 
than the estimated cost of the Georgian 
Bay canal.

F. S. Spence, of Toronto, quoted the of­
ficial report of the Deputy Minister of 
Railways and Canals to show that the 
deepening of the Welland Canal was now 
the most urgent of water transportation 
needs of the country.

Mayor Frr.ncis King, of Kingston, sec­
retary of t ne Lake Marine Association, 
declared that he had never hgard a ves 
eel owner in Canada declare in favor <>f 
the Georgian Bay Canal project, as com­
pared with an improved Welland Canal.

Mayor Campbell, of St. Catharines, and 
Mayor Oliver, of Toronto, also spoke 
briefly.

Messrs. H. Car­
penter, A. M. Lewis and J. M. Telford, 
decided that the arguments had been so 
strong that no decision could be arrived 
at. and it was declared a draw.

STORM AT EL0RA.
Trees, Telegraph .Poles and Wires 

Broken and Destroyed.

Elora. Ont., Nov. 24.—Nothing has 
been heretofore know nin this section to 
equal the destruction of trees and wires 
ocasioned by the ice storm of Monday 
night. One of the lieauties of Elora is 
its profusion of shade trees. To-day 
these are everywhere dropping and 
broken, many streets being almost im 
passable with the fallen branches. There 
is no wire communication in any direc­
tion. as all telephone and telegraph 
wire* are in a state of chaos. For about 
a mile between Elora and Salem the 
telephone wires are lying in the middle 
of the road, with only three poles stand­
ing, intact. Whole sections of cross-bars 
are hanging from the poles, and many 
pole* are broken in two. Electric light 
wires are also broken and the town is 
without light in consequence.

Pacific’s First Concrete Pier.
The first concrete pier on the Pac­

ific coast, and a big one it is, has 
been completed recently. Extending 
in a straight line 1,600 feet out into 
the Pacific Ocean, this latest example 
in wharf construction is at Santa 
Monica, where the longest wharf in 
the world,—the Southern Pacific Rail­
road's pier at Port Los Angeles—is 
already located.

So far—and the- piles of the land­
ward end of the new pier have been 
in position for several months—the 
sea has not made the slightest im­
pression on the concrete posts. Tere­
dos, those sea worms which make the 
life of the wharf builder a continuous 
nightmare, are powerless to penetrate 
the new piles ; barnacles cling to them 
in small numbers, but can do no dam­
age, while strongest waves of the sea 
break aimlessly against the smooth 
concrete and without deleterious re- 

j suit* to the wharf which they sup-

day. The diary was begun on Nov. 13, 
the day the fire started, and covers a 
period of two days, describing the strug- 
^ unt.i biackdamp ended the
wwid tale, written with a pencil on loose 
leave* of an account book. The di;vry 
follows ;

“Alive at 10.30 o’clock yet. By Sam 
D. Howard. Brother Alfred is with me 
yet. A good many dead mules and men.
I tried to save some, but came almost 
losing my sell, if i *.m dead, give mv 
diamond ring to Mamie Robinson. Hem v 
can have the ring 1 have in my gooû 
Clothes. 1 he only thing I regret is that 
mv brother (Alfred, sixteen years old», 
could not heip my mother out after 1 
am dead and gone*”

" I tried my best to get him out, but 
could not. I saw Jim Davidson and 
Steve limke lying along the road and 
could not stand it any longer. It i= 
11.U5 o'clock and the air is fine, but 
sometimes it is so bud it almost puts a 
fellow s light out. It is something 
fierce to see men and mules lying down 
ail over like that. To «rep from 
thinking 1 thought 1 would write these 
few lines. There is rock failing all 
over. We have our buckets full o- wa­
ter, sump water, and we ils ink it and 
bathe our heads with it, 3 o'clock and 
poor air and biackdamp.

"It is 4.15 o’clock. Change of place. 
Number of men tried to gc* out and 
could not get back. 7.50 o clock, tired, 
hungry and sleepy, but could stand 
quite a bit of this if I could get out ot 
this hole.

“Now 7.50 o’clock in the morning. This 
is Sunday. Tnere is no air We fanned 
ourselves with the lids of our buckets. 
Biackdamp coming both ways. 10.25 
o’clock. We gave up all hope.* We have 
done all we could. The fan had better 
start above Boon. I think I won't have 
strength to write pretty soon.

“If they can't give us air we will make 
fans ourselves. We take turn? at the 
fans. We have three of them going.

“Now 27 to 3 p. m. and the biackdamp 
is coming on us.

"'Now 11 to 4 p. m- Dying for the want 
of air. We have six fans moving. One 
fan after another, fifteen feet apart.

""It is 25 after 10 p. m. Sunday evening. 
We all had to come back. We can't 
move front or lmekwards. We can stand 
it with our fans until Monday morning.

“At 25 after 2 a. m. Monday morning. 
Am still alive. We are codl, hungry, 
weak, sick and everything else.

“At 9.25 a. m. Monday morning. Still 
breathing. Something better turn up or 
we will soon be gone.

"At 16 to 1 p. m. Monday. The live* 
are going out. I tMnk this is our last. 
We are getting weak."

The men evidently were all killed by 
biackdamp late on Monday afternoon.

RUNAWAY TRAIN.
Plueges Over Embankment 

Kills the Engineer.
and

Pottsville, Pa., Nov. 24.—A Pittsburg 
and Reading coal train got beyond con­
trol of the brakes while descending the 
heavy Frackville grade, on the Broad 
Mountain, from Fraekville to St. Clhir, 
early to-day, and dashed down the 
mountain at a speed of more than a mile 
a minute with the whistle tied down to 
give warning along the road for five 
miles ahead. After running about four 
mile* the engine jumped the rail* near 
Broad Mountain station. and plunged 
over the embankment, followed by the 
28 steel ears, all loaded with coal*. The 
engine turned over a fid buried Engineer 
George A. Ammon, of Pottsville, be­
neath it, crushing out his lifi. Other 
members of the crew were dug out of 
the wreck of twisted steel and piled up 
coal badly hurt, but alive.

JAILED THEM.
Zelaya Imprisoned U. S. Men Who 

Did Not Subscribe.

New Orleans, La., Nov. 24.—A cable 
from Panama to-day says that Edgar S. 
Harris, of Columbus, Ohio, a commercial 
traveller in Central America, declares 
that several Americans are in jail at 
Managua and other places in Nicaragua. 
Every American in business in Nicara­
gua who refused to contribute to the 
war fund levied by Zelaya was promptly 
arrested and thrown into prison. Harrfs 
says. A few Americans bought their 
way out of jail by paring the price de­
manded. Harris says it is unsafe for an 
American to appear in the section of Nic­
aragua controlled by Zelaya.

What They Are at Various Ages and 
How They Decrease.

After we are dead, it probably will 
not concern us whether we died at 20 or 
50 or 90, but just now most of ub are 
intensely interested in the matter, and, 
being average persons in sound health, 
we can figure out with certainty just 
what our chances are of reaching anv 
particular age.

If we arc just 20 years of age, our 
chance of living to or beyond 30 are 
nearly 12 to 1 ; of living to be 40, 5 3-8 
to 1 ; to be 50, 3 to 1 ; to be 60, 1 2-3 to 
1. Of living to be 70 we have less than 
one chance in 2 1-2; to be 80 less than 
one chance in 5 1-2; and to be 90, les* 
than one chance in 100.

If we have reached 30, our chance to 
reach 40 are nearly 11 to 1; to be 50, 
nearly 4 1-2 to 1 ; to be 60, 2 1-8 to 1 ; 
to be 70, 4 1-2 chances in 10 ; -to be 80, 
1 chance in 5 1-2; to be 90, 1 chance in 
100.

The average man of 40 has 8 3-8 
chances to 1 of reaching his fiftieth 
birthday, 2 7-8 chances to 1 of attaining 
60, only five chances out of 10 of reach­
ing 70, one chance in 5 3-8 of reaching 
80, and one chance in 100 of becoming 
90.

Having been lucky enough in all the 
drawings up to 50 years, the average 
man has 4 7-8 chances to 1 of becoming 
60 ; to become 70, the chances are 1 1-4 
to 1 in his favor ; to become 80, he has 
but one chance in five, and to become 
90, one chance in a hundred.

If already 60 the average citizen has 
two chance to one of becoming 70, one 
chance in four of liecoming 80. and one 
chance in 65 of reaching 90.

The man of 70 has three chances in 
eight of becoming 80 and one in 50 of 
becoming 90.—Harper’s Weekly.

Ancient Mines in Asia.
j Most portions of Asia Minor are be- 
' lieved to be rich in mineral deposits, 
j Some few mines have lievn worked and 
1 proved to be highly remunerative, but 
most of the mineral wealth of the coun­
try remains undeveloped. According to 
a recent American report, the consular 
district of Trebizond, which embraces 
the northeast quarter of Asia Minor 
has l wen only superficially explored 
although many outcroppings of min­
erals have been found, and there are 
many places where, at some remote per­
iod. the ancient inhabitants of this re­
gion. or the Greeks and Romans, ex­
tracted ore. Their instruments were 
rude and their methods primitive. They 
rarely went far lwlow the surface. They 
left around their primitive diggings 
quantities of ore which with modern 
methods of extractions would be con­
sidered worth working. Copper, iron, 
manganese, gold, silver, mercury, zinc, 
antimony, arsenic, coal and petroleum 
are known to exist in this district, but 
to what extent remains to be seen.
