Meteorological.—Mr. Frederick Allison 
forecasts that the beginning of the cowing 
winter will be cold ; both November and 
December being below their average tem­
peratures of 37J and 25 J respectively. For 
precipitation these months are not expected 
to vary much from their normals of about 5 
inches in the former and 3 inches in the 
latter : the snow fall being considerable in 
December.—Halifax Reporter.

Lay about 11 grammes of the sulphuret of 
carbon on the hearth* the sulphur being first 
turned into one or two\ broad hollow plates, 
so that the combustion hiav be produced on a 
relatively large surface.

Then will follow the long railway ride 
through bleak New Brunswick, with the nor'- 
easter cheerily blowing In from the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence, and they will arrive in Quebec 
just in time for the first fall of snow.”

German paper publishes statistics which 
show a vast augmentation of crime in Ger­
many within the last eight years. In Prussia 
alone the convictions have risen from 6,403 
in 1871 to 12,807 in 1878. Assassinations, 
maimings, violence to woman, forgeries and 
fraudulent bankruptcies have all grertly in­
creased. This is ascribed to the more exden- 
sivo mode of life and the dissipation which 
have prevailed since the French indemnity 
flooded Germany with money.

The political fever has subsided in Canada 
for a while. Sir John has a triumphant .ma­
jority and Mr. Mackenzie /has a defiaut and 
and hopeful minority—but the country is 
neither triumphant nor hopeful. Those who 
expected that the mere return of Sir John to 
power with ÿ “ national policy ” would bring 
speedy prosperity are learning to moderate 
their expectations—while others are anxious­
ly waiting for the first move in the way of 
change.— Canada Spectator.

The Under Secretary of State for War, 
speaking at Chelmsford, said that the times 
were very momentous because at any moment 
an emergency might arise which would strain 
the resources of the country to the utmost, 
and if they were not ready for it the blame 
would fall upon them in the history that xvw 
to come. If such an emergency did arise it 
would be the duty of every Englishman to 
sink party squabbles and selfish feelings in 
the interests of the nation.

Potter 
walked nearly, if not the entire distance of 
about. 5,000 miles /n 215 days, and showed 
much pluck and eiwfurauce. The wheelbarrow 
was covered with|ndvertisements for xvhich 
pay was received, ahd photographs were sold 
in great numbers. Ho tells entertaining 
stories of being shut at and poisoned by men 
who had bet against him, of being chased bx 
bears and of narrow escapes from Indians and 
there is nobody to contradict him. His evi­
dence of honest walking consists of a large 
bouk of certificates on the way, including all 
the station agents and section men on the
Pacific Railroad.

REVELATIONS OF A CLAIRVOYANT.

Many of mi* readers will doubtless remem­
ber the statements through the public press, 
that on the 3rd day of September, Mary 
Stannard a young woman residing in Madison 
Township, New Haven County, Con., was 
found murdered, and the subsequent arrest, 
examination and discharge of the lxev. 11. 11. 
Hayden the Methodist Minister i.i that 
neighborhood, who was accused of the crime.

The New York Herald of October 10th, 
contains a lengthy statement of what a Clair- , 
voyant saw in France, through which a clue 
to facts were furnished that warranted the 
re-arrest df Mr. Hayden and has since caused 
ins indictment by the grand jury of New 
Haven County. We can only britffly sum­
marise the facts presented in the Herald 
xvith reference to the practical application of 
Clairvoyance in disclosing the secret mysteries 
of crime, and aiding in the protection of 
public order, and the security of life and

Air. James J. Hayes was retained as 
Counsel by Air. Chas. U. Stannard the grand 
juror of Madison, to assist in working up the 
case ; and althougu an unbeliever m spirit­
ualism, being a strict catholic, he playfully 
rimiarked to Mr. Stannard, “ there xvns mys­
tery enough about the affair to warrant the 
aid of a seer. ’ Mr. Stannard replied, “ It 
would not be the hrst time I have used one. 
Some months ago 1 lost a gold watch, and 
having no trace of it, went to a Clairvoyant, 
who told me 1 would hud it iu the possession 
of a servant girl. 1 drove to Madison depot, 
just as she was entering a car, and charged 
uer with the theft. Sue confessed on tue 
spot and delivered up the stolen property.’" 
dull jesting, Mr. Hayes said, “ suppwse you 
try it again. ’ 1 will, lie replied, “ 1 will see 
mm at once."

Tüe next morning after Mr. Stannard had 
visited Dr. A. F. Hunt of Fair llaveu, lue 
clairvoyant, and obtained from him a 
description of the circumstances and scene of 
the murder, accompanied by Mr. 11 ay es lie 
drove to the place to take observations. On 
uheiv way, wuile Mr. Stannard remained out­
side to uuid the horses, Mr. Hayes went into 
the house of the murdered girl to make en­
quiries about the locality, which was precisely 
me same as Mr. Stannard had received from 
Dr. Hunt, even to tue two rocks near w.iere 
tue tragedy was enacted—a seat or aille 
wUere people were in- the habit of silling, 
and mat within forty feet of that stile was 
me exact spot where me body was found, 
also a description of the instrument used m 
the perpeLiuiiun oi the crime, and the dist­
ance from wnere the body xvas lying to where 
it would be found.

The Clairvoyant further staled that the 
crime was commuted by a Minister ; that he 
met her at the spring between tneir two 
nuuses in the forenoon, and arranged to meet 
nerat me Whippuur-will rock in the after­
noon, and bring her some medicines to help 
uer out of her troubles, in xvhich he was im­
plicated (Mr. Hayden has since confessed 
meeting her at the spring). Dr. Hum said lie 
tirst struck her with a stone and then cut her 
mroat with his pocket knife, on the blade of 
which a small quautit v of blood would be found 
He said there would be none ou tiie.haudle, os 
ne wrapped that with some clothing ana u 
puckei-uundkerchief, to prevent it getting 
bloody, and afterwards soaked them wiin 
Kerosene and burned mem. When Mr. 
Hayes and Mr. tiuum.trd seached the spot, 
mey found the place exactly as Dr. Hunt 
uad described, and Air. Hayes remarked to 
Air. titan nurd : “ Tuis Dr. Hunt has certainly 
described the place with remarkable accuracy, 
but if 1 can get tue stone, i snail be satistied 
that either he is what 1 could call a lirst-class 
clairvoyant if there be such a thing m ex­
istence, or is himseif the murderer of Alary 
Stannard." Mr. Hayes' narrative continues, 
••we snail find that stone, was tüe grand 
juror’s reply not far distant, 1 aui sure of it 
l followed mm in a westerly direction. The 
rest of the party did tno same, one of then, 
remarking that they had looked all over the 
place for some evidence oi me crime with­
out success. Wheu we had walked thirteen 
paces by our measurement 1 caught sight 
of a curiously shaped bit of a lock, and at me 
same lnsinuT a little boy exclaimed, “ why 
there's a stone that looks us if it was bloody,
1 immediately said *• don't touch it, but observe 
the ground closely,” for 1 intended to mark it. 
1 then picked up the stone in the presence 
of the gentlemen, looked it over carefully 
and made the remark, ’* if this is not human 
blood, it is not blood at all." 1 wrapped it 
in a clean white pocket handkeicnief and 
brought it away with me.” The stone some­
what resembled a shoemaker's lupstoue, with 
a sharp edge which made the incisive wound 
on the head through the sQu-bonnet. Dr. 
Jewett subsequently testified in Court, mat 
the edge of this stone lilted the hole in the 
head.

Several distances giving by the Clairvoy­
ant in his description at his home were after­
wards verified to an inch by actual measure­
ment, by the County tiurveyW. Also, Dr. 
Hunt's statemeuts with regard to the time 
occupied in throwing the wood, which Mr. 
Hayden claimed occupied him all the after­
noon ; and the time required going to and 
returning from the Whippuur-will rock, 
from his swamp lot, when ne was throwing 
out the wood, was singularly verified. Mr. 
Scranton, a gentleman sixty years of age, 
threw all the wood m seven minutes that 
Air. Hayden claimed occupied him the entire 
afternoon. Dr. Hunt also stated that “power­
ful friends would make every effort to save 
him, and leave nothing undone to secure an 
acquitttal. That the person who -was to 
try the accused party would have great per­
sonal pressure, brought to bear upon him, it 
there was the slightest loophole for escape, 
and that the public prosecutors being har- 
rassed in all their movements, a conviction 
would be equivalent to a miracle." So true 
was this that ou his first examination he? was 
discharged. In conclusion says Mr. Hayes, 
“ 1 repeat that both Judge Harrison,? tile 
senior counsel and myself, while alway 
skeptical in these matters, and doubtful of 
the propriety . of placing dépendance upoi; 
tho assertions of clairvoyants or spiritual 
mediums, have both been impressed by the 
extraordinary proof of the accuracy of the 
Clairvoyant in the present instance, euvulved 
even by the defence in the production 
of the testimony of which he knew 
absoliitly nothing, including that of the 
Lev. Mr. Ilayden and his wife. Even the 
Counsels for the defence, Messrs. .Samuel J. 
Jones «fc L. M. Hubbard, who at first scuffed 
at the information of a Clairvoyant, finally 
acknowledged that there were something 
wonderful in the revelations. Of course 
none of us attempt to account for them."

After writing out this interview with Mr. 
Hayes, the reporter in company with Mr. 
Hayes and several other gentlemen, visited 
Dr. Hunt, and had an interview with him. 
Several questions were asked by the reporter 
after which the following transpired, which 
we give in his own words : —

“ Did Mr. Stannard ask you any question ?
“ I don't think he interrupted me until 

‘fier i had told lism what 1 had seen. Sum,.- 
tiuies I think I am under the reflection of a 
person's mind, but in this case 1 seemed to 
realize that we were distinct and apart,"

“ Had you ever been on the ground : "
“ Never. If I have 1 don't know it."

In a Trance.
At this point there was a pause in the 

conversation, during which the Clairvoyant 
underwent a curious change. He was sitting 
on the sofa with his head resting on his 
Hands iir^a reflective mood. At first the 
hands worked nervously, and the lingers 
twitched, and in less than half a minute there 
leemed to be an involuntary twitching of the 
muscles of the chest, accompanied by an oc­
casional quick catch of the breath, such as 
one occasionally observes in a case of night­
mare. Neither of the persons present spoke 
i xvord, but recognized the fact that the 
Clairvoyant was under tbe influence of one

of his peculiar spiritual charms. After a 
minute or two he said slowly, and as if every 
word were studied—we did nut interrupt 
him from beginning to end, and the language _ 
is literal, being taken in short-hand : “ 1 saw 
that I was taken into a country place. 1 saw 
woods, a road, corn and potato fields ; I saw 
a spring and a big rock. And this man—
Uu ! tbis man ! " (The hands of the medium 
struggled convulsively over his face as if to 
shut out some horrible vision.) lie was at 
first alone and quite a distance from this 
place, he came nearer ; then there were two ; 
one of them was a female ; they sat down ; 
at first tho conversation was quiet ; the 
woman became earnest ; tho man became 
angry; he picked up a stone, I saw it; it 
was sharp. [The hands of the speaker again 
trembled as tney rested over his eyes.] He 
struck her down ; there was something of a 
struggle ; it was not severe; it was done 
very quick, very quick; he threw it away, 
but there was blood, blood on the stone ; 1 
saw the woman on the ground ; she lay still ; 
he cut her throat with a sharp instrument ; 
then the man took a circuitous route ; he had 
on a slouch hat ; 1 think it was of straw ; a 
checkered shirt and dark clothes ; as they 
looked to me a sort of dark color ; he went 
to the brook or spring and washed his hands ; 
he had a knife ; it looked like a pocket-knife 
•which he washed in the water ; then I saw 
fiiui move on. it appeared singular that 
such a circumstance snould occur in a place 
like that. One would not be looking for ii 
at all. There seemed to be a good deal of 
aggravation and excitement between this 
man and that woman. Nuxv who he was, 
of course I do not know, nor do 1 know who 
the woman was, but there had be°n quite an 
intimacy between them. Trouble appeared 
to be growing out of that intimacy, and the 
uiau showed a strong determination to cover 
it up—tuat is, to prevent exposure." (All 
this spoken very deliberately, as if the words 
themselves were painful in finding utterance.)

lWing his hands in a dreary like way 
through his hair, the clairvoyant, apparently 
still in a trance condition said ;—“ There is 
but one objection friends to ihe exercise of 
clairvoyant faculties iu the discovery of crime.
We must protect the organizations that are 
used for tüe purpose. When we can sur­
round them with those who will stand be­
tween them and any harm, it will be easy for 
you to determine where crime exists, tio far 

we perceive, we discover no disposition to 
lake advantage of this organization.' As a 
guide and protection, when the conditions 
are such as to render it possible, the brain 
may be brought under the control of a posi­
tive magnetism, and just so far as its functions 
may be used in the came of justice to all 
parlies we shall employ them. Tuis matter 
under investigation has already developed a 
sufficient amount of evidence, and if properly 
employed it would place tho crime wUere it 
belongs. Of course there is a powerful in­
due nee seeking to protect the participants, 
or the participant (said with emphasis) from 
the charge, and shield what would necessarily 
reflect upon the moral influences of those 
teachings that are in this case represented by 
tho guilty. But the time is not far distant 
xvhen the spirit will speak far itself. The 
xaminatiuu was not as thorough as an ex­

amination ought to have been conducted. 
There need not have been the slighest fear 
of the conviction of the innocent, and there 
are still plenty of positive circumstantial evi­
dences that could be brought to throw light 
upon tlie whole matter.’ a long pause fol­
lowed. The medium awakened as one would 
do from a dream where he has neon in 
strange land, and the trance was ended.

Thus the 
links forged in the sphere of justice and 
g5ven through the clairvoyant are bound 
around the wrong doers to awaken their 
slumbering consciences.

The Aroostook is an historical, if not a 
classical name. There was nigh being a 
bloody war between Uncle Sam and John 
Bull some forty years ago, in the good old 
times when Sir Geo. Harvey was Governor 
of New Brunswick, iu the Aroostook, overlbe 
famous “ disputed territory." There was no 
blood shed by the Regulars aud the gallant 
Voluuteer Alililia on either side, but they 
punished an enormous quantity of pork and 
beans, hence tho bloodless meeting of the 
British and American forces in the Aroostook 
came to be known as “ the war of pork and 
beans."

But the Yankees got the better of the 
Britishers on the Aroostook, as the Ashbur­
ton Treaty gave them “ a monstrous can tie " 
(to use Hotspur's phrase), of the disputed 
.territory, the better half in every sense, by a 
long odds.

How pathetiually did the late Hon. G L. 
Hatheway, once lament that Providence 
should so have so disposed it, that the best 
lumber was to be found on that part of the 
Aroostook territory ceeded to the Americans ! 
Allthe best lumber has been cut down by this 
time, and the Aroostook wild lands are still 
unsettled.

There is a movement now towards opening 
up. these lands for settlement.

Railway men and Press men made excur­
sions to the Aroostook this Fall, and are loud 

praise of the splendid country. The Dir­
ectors of the Eastern, Boston and Alaine, and 
the Alaine Central l&ilroads hare in the 
company of competent engineers, taken a 
survey of the country. The latest report is 
that the directors have come to the decision 
that a branch line shall be built which will 
open the Aroostrok country, and that they 
will find the means to build it—if the state 
will help them so much the better.

The Aroostook Times of Thursday last 
r hears of different projects for a railroad 
from some point on the E. Se N. Railway to 
to this town (Houlton). The latest report 
is that a line will be built from Bancroft by 
way of Ilaynesville, distant 28 miles."

Forty years ago the New Brunswick Volun­
teers were not loth to have a tussle with the 
Aroostook Militia. Times and tempers hav 
changed since then. The Maine and New 
Brunswick man met in the Aroostook, but in 
peaceful rivalry, with a view to benefit their 
respective countries and their own interests.

The Maine Railway Directors intend

DAY AND WEEK OF PRAYER.

FOR YOUNG MEN AND YOUNG MENS CHRIS- 
TAIN ASSOCIATIONS, NOV. 10-10, 1878

Section four: “No person shall imiijTav ! 
trap or destroy any mink, otter, fisher, JsiWé i 
"V bi.iver between the 1st of. May and the 1st 
<>f September, under a penalty of ,$20, nor 
less than $5 for eachèuch offence.

The fact of any person having in his pos- j 
session the carcass or hide of a moose, Sec., or 
the green pelt of a minx, Sec., within the 
times specified in section 4, shall be taken as 
prima facie evidence of his having hunted 
contrary to the provisions of the chapter, and 
make him liable to the penalties, provided 
the person >o charged shall be admitted as a 
witness to rebut such presumptions.

Provisions are made for the appointment 
of a Game Warden for each county, and a 
Chief Game Commissioner for the whole 
Province.

A penalty of $4 is attached to the killing 
of partridge, woodcock, snipe, between the 
1st of March and the 1st of September. Tne 
killing of brant, wild duck, or wild foul bx a 
snivel or punt gun, is suject to a penalty of 
$20. Nets for catching wild duck, 
may be seized and the setting of such nets 
is forbidden under like penalties.
. Section 20: “ The killing of swallows, 

robbins, sparrows, and other small birds and 
birds of song xv iich frequent the fields and - 
wardens, and the selling and offering for sale 
snd having in possession such birds wheu 
killed, shall hereafter be unlawful ; but this 
section does not apply to birds killed for 
preservation as specimens of natural history.

No person not having his domicile in the 
Province shall be entitled to hunt moose, St •., 
or mink. Sec., without license from the office 
of the Provincial Secretary. Officers iu 11. AI,
-orvice shall be entitled to the privileges of 
'-ne Game Laws on payment of an annual fee 
of $5, subject to b j obliged to produce said 
license wuenever called upon to do so, and 
to a penally for refusing. Such are the 
principal provisions in their main features uf 
the ue -v Game Laws.

Dki-uession of Trade.—The ^London 
Times of a late date has tho following re­

The explanation that a largo part of the 
falling off in the Board of Trade returns is 
to be accounted for by tho great reduction 
of prices, which bus been steadily going ou 
for several years, is only too familiar.

good money after bad, and others,* as well as 
the City of Glasgow Bank have) probably 
been weak enough to yield to temptation 
though we trust uot ou the same scale.
