Paris, Nov. 21, 1879.
As soon as soon as the news arrived 

here that the Countess de Montijo 
mother of the ex-Empress Eugenie 
was dying at Madrid, it was expect­
ed that her daughter would pass has­
tily though the city on the way to 
her mother’s bedside. It was even 
announced that she would leave Park 
this morning. Nevertheless, the 
Empress has been spendingthe whole 
day at the residence of the Duc de 
Mouchy, Prince Murat’s son-at-law, 
attended most affectionately by 
the Duchess and by Mile. Lhermi- 
nat. Prince Mathilde called on hei 
at one o’clock, but was not received. 
Then came Prince Napoleon, who 
was more successful in gaining audi 
enoe. The Empress talked with him 
or half an hour. She told him she 
iad now put all thought of politics 
aside, and had no care for anything 
•)ut the memory of her dead son. 
When the Prince returned to-his car­
riage he was painfully affected. At 
five o’clock the ex-Queen of Spain 
asked urgently if she should be ad» 
mitted to the Empress’ presence. She 
was at once received. The meeting 
of these two royal mothers, one 
widowed and childless, the other 
with her son seated upon a throne 
and hourly waiting for his bride, was 
very touching to the few who were 
privileged to see it. Queen Isabella

Her suite followed in three carriages. 
They drove rapidly through the 
streets, and it was noticed that the 
Empress, seeming to be wholly ab­
sorbed in her thoughts, never glanced 
at the familiar spots where the happy 
days of her life were spent. When 
they reached the station, at a quarter 
before eight, their arrival was ex* 
pected by nobody, and not even the 
station master knew anything but 
the fact that a sleeping car had been 
ordered for unknown persons. But as 
soon as they alighted the news that 
it was the Empress, ran round the 
station,and all the railway employees 
crowded to the door of the car.

An Unfortunate Voyage.

Baltimore, Md., Nov. 23.—The 
British steamship <l Rathmore,” which 
sailed for London on Tuesday last with, 
a cargo including 39u cattie, returned 
this morning. The first officer re­
ports that as soon as the Gulf Stream 
was reached, a heavy chop sea was en« 
countered. 0n Thursday night while 
the first officer was on deck the ship was 
struck by a heavy sea which swept her 
forward deck carrying ten or twelve 
cattle overboard. The first officer was 
thrown down and severely injured. 
The Boatswain was then called to take 
the watch, and as he and the captain 
were standing on the Bridge,it was dis­
covered that the try-sail was adrift. 
The captin otdered it to be secured, 
and when the boatswain retuned to the 
bridge he found the captian dead. The 
gun-block had fallen on his head and 
had crushed through his skull, killing 
him instantly. Half an hour later the 
ship became unmanageable and broach­
ed to. For some time she was buffetff 
ed by the sea, and the cattle became 
perfectly wild. The ship was got on 
an. even keel again and started to re 
turn to Baltimore. Her hull suffered 
no damage, and but little injury was 
done.

Mrs. Catherine Hogartli ^Dickens* 
widow of Charles Dickens, the nove* 
list, died Saturday morning,, November 
22. at her residence in Gloucester Cres* 
cent, Regent’s Park, London, aged 
about sixty»five years, She had bet a 
suffering more than a year from a ling­
ering illness. Mrs. Dickens was - 
daughter of the late G edge He#, rth 
a well known man of letters, wi t wa- 
an esrrly associate of Charles licht.. 
on the stafffof the L ndon “ Mornir.s 
Chronicle.” She was married April 2, 
1838, three days after the appearance 
of the first number of the/ Pickwick 
papers.” She lived with Mr. Dickens 
“ Letters ” just published,’Gu 'which’a 
large portion of contents of the first 
volume (from41833 to 1856, inclusive) 
was ad dressed To her in a tone of great 
cordiality. From the latter date the 
letters to her are conspicuous by their 
absence, nor is^any existence readily 
discernible in the concluding^ volume. 
Mrs Dickens accompanied her husband 
during his firstjyisit ,to |the United 
States in 1842, during his Italian 
journey 1844, and during many visita 
to France. She oore him seven sons 
and three daughters, of whom the sec- 
>ud son, Walter Lan dor, a lieutenant 
m the Forty-second Royal Highland­
ers died suddenly at Calcutta. Decem­
ber 31, 1863, aged twenty-three years; 
the fifth son, Sydney Smith, a naval 
officer died, at sea in 1872, and the 
youngest daughter, died, iu infancy iu 
1351. The surviving sons are rnlmedi 
Charles, Francis Jeffery, Alfred Teucy- 
son, Henry Fielding and Edward BuU 
wer Lytton, of whom, the first named 
k now becoming known as an author, 
while Alfred and Eduard are farmers 
in Australia. Of the two surviving 
daughters,the elder, Mary (called mam­
ie),lias just edited her father’s ‘letters,’ 
and the younger, Catherine, ci.licd 
Kate, was married to Mr. Charles Alv 
ston Collins, brother of Wilkie Collins, 
the novelist, and on his death to a Mr.

ugini. As is well known. Mr. and, 
Mrs. Dickens Separated in June, 1858, 
a-nd she had ever since^lived ayery re» 
tired life in London, The cause of sep» 
aration have never been authentii ally 
made known. Mr. Forster’s biograpy 
reserves the greatest reticence on the 
subject, though the chief blame is aU 
owed by him to rest upon the novelist,
