CHAPTER V.

By-Law to provide for the compounding of Statute I.abor and 
to regulate the manner of expending such, money.

Whereas, It is expedient to regulate tho manner in which 
Statute Labour may be compounded lor ; Be it unacted by the 
Warden and Municipal Council fur the District of Huron, by 
virtue of the powers vested in them by the Acts fourth and fifth 
Victoria, Chapter 10, and 9th Victoria, Chapter 40, and it is 
hereby enacted by trie authority of the same, that each land­
holder, or other person liable to perform Statute Labour under 
tho existing laws of this. Province, who may desire to compound 
for his or their Statute Labour, may do so by paying to the 
Overseer of Highways in the "Division, two shillings and six­
pence for each and every (Jay such person may be liable to 
work ; provided, such money is paid to the Overseer on or be­
fore the lirct day of June in each aud every year ; such money 
to be expended by such Overseer on the roads within his divi­
sion, in such place and manner as tho Councillor or Councillors 
for4he Township shall direct. Such Overseer to account for 
such money-to the Township Clerk of his Township.

2nd. .And bq it further enacted—That whenever any person, 
as aforesaid, shall desire to compound for hie Statute Labor for 
any number of years not exceeding five, such person may do so 

»by paying into the hand^ef the Township Clmk, for the Town­
ship in which ho resides, two shillings and sixpence for each 
and every day.such person may be liable,to work for the num­
ber of years intended to he compounded lor; provided, such coin­
partition money is paid on or before tho first day qf Jyne, in tho 
first year of the term of years compounded for.

3rd. And be it further enacted—That money coming into tho 
hands of Township Clerks, shall be expended by contract-hy tho 
Councillor or Councillors of tho Township, on tho road in tho 
division within which person so compounding resides ; and that 
all Township Clerks shall account for all monies coming into 
their hands by virtue of this By-Law, in the same manne/ as 
they are now by law required to account fo/ other monies com­
ing into their hands ; and that they tfo subject to tho liko pen- 
all.es for non-accounting.

4th.. And he it further enacted—That all persona resident in 
Towns, liable for more than six days Statute Labor, shall pay 
to tho Uvorsecr of Highways, on or bcloro the first day of Juno 
in each year, two shillings and sixpence for each day’s duty ; 
such money to bo expended and accounted for as provided in 
the third section of this By-Law.

5th. And ho it further enacted—That tho several Council-" 
lors shall have the power in and fort heir respective Townships, 
to form and lay out tho Divisions, and allot the Statute Labor 
therein at uny time on or before the third Saturday in April, in 
each and every year, by giving at least eight days’ notice, put 
up at least in three public places, in such Townships respect­
ively, of the time and place such allotment ii^to be made ; and 
that tho Township Clerks shall wait upon tho Councillor or 
Councillors, at such time and place as he or they may appoint 
for laying out such divisions,'and bring with him his Record 
Book. And turther—that it shall bo his duty to post up tho 
necessary notices.

6th. And bo it further enacted—That this By-Law remain in 
force until amended or repealed.

7th. And it is enacted hereby further—That 500 copies of 
this By-Law bo punted aud distributed in tho several. Town­
ships.
