The :objection to the C. P. R's
“melon-cutting” is thus stated: the
company offers 600,000 shares of new
stock to shareholders at $175 per
share, whereas if the stock were
sol@ at the market price (which is
about $100 more), a smaller amount
could have been issued and there
would have been less share capital
upon which to earn dividends. In other
words, the company propose to water
the stock and use the water as an ar-
gument against the reduction of freight
rates.

If the company’s financial expedient
opened the way to such an abuse, it
would be the duty of Parliament to in-
terfere to the extent of its power. But
seemingly the company hag the right
to do as it proposes under permissive
legislation passed 20 years ago, Apart
from this, its rates are now under the
control of the railway commission,
which can easily take into ac-
count these melon-cutting operations,
past, present, or future, It ought to be
possible for Parliament to decree that
the capital put into the shareholders
pockets, instead of into the road, by
these devices, shall not be considered
in the fixing of rates.
