No wonder there are riots. Why

what it iS to bave their homes and
| property destroyed, that they may
have a- little sympathy for the unfor-
tunate people of Belgium and France.
I am a Hastings man with the Cana-
dians, and can state what our brave
men have suffered here through the
| parbarous methods used against us in
‘tho big German attack which took
| place on the night of April 22nd. - The
{ poisonous gas made us fall back, and
| we had to leave a number of our com-
rades on the field to choke to death,
| and we were unable to recover our
| wounded. But when we attacked and
| advanced over some of the old ground
we found many of our wounded hLad
| been bayonetted to death, and in or=

instance a Sergeant-major was stuck
on to a door with bayonets. Is this
instance not enough to drive every
i enemy alien out of the country? Are
| we fighting here to protect Germans in

England? Do not insult our fighting

men any longer, but get rid of the
pest. If conscription is necessary have
| it by all means, but remember that
| one volunteer i8 worth ten pressed
men. That is the opinion of one who
is at the front.”

Every Man Needed.

Another letter, received earlier, de-
scribes a fierce artillery attack in
which the Germans were repulsed and
the British made an appreciable gain.
In this one he writes as follows:

“The West Kents led the charge,
and right well they did their work.
From one of the Engineers 1 was told
that after the mines had been ex-
ploded they jumped over the parapet,

reached the top of the hill he shouted
out: ‘Come on, my lucky lads; let them
know the boys from England are here/’
and they were right there by his side.
We tried to sleep that night, but
things were teo much alive for us to do
that. Two aeroplanes were brought
down during the day, which helped to
keep things lively. They are like flies
round this part of the country. This
is a big city, and one you have heard
so much about; the cathedral is in an
awfu] state. True, it has been severe-
ly bombarded, and one can see as one
walks through it the remains «f some
splendid sculptor work. There is not
one street in this city that has not got
traces of the awful revenge’ the mur-
derous Germans have had on this city.
How can we forget and forgive such a
barbarous nation as are noOw opposed to
us, but the worst of all has happened
these last three days, and several
regiments have sufferad severely
through it. They could riot regain the
ground which we s0 recently gained
from them, and like the Germans, they
thought they would have revenge . On
this city again. So this three days
have seen a number of buildings de-
stroyed and also many men killed and
wounded. They have bombarded us
with ‘coal boxes’ and ‘Jack Johnsons.’
Yesterday was the heaviest of the
three days; from the time they started
the number of shells dropped averaged
one every fifteen minutes. Sometimes
three and four would follow in suc-
cession. The terrible effect they had is
almest beyond description. Two shells
tell in a house where were a number
of Engineers which, I might add are
Territorials from Hastings, St. Leo-
nards, and Bexhill; they suffered rather
heavily as the shells burst right in
their rooms, their casualties being as
follows: Eight killed, 34 wounded, one
missing, and four suffering from shock.
Among the wounded is Bert Beney,
the old Hastings = footballer; several
";ther Hastingers figure among the
| casualties. One other regiment had as
{ many as sixty casualties,
with Smaller numbers, while we our-
selves only had two wounded and three
slightly bruised. There were a num-
ber of civilians killed and wounded;
the exact figures I am not able to
state. One piece of steel picked up
efterwards weighed 63 pounds. That
was a very small piece of the base,
as it was a 17-inch shell
Stream of Refugees.

«“This morning, as 1 walked through
the square, I saw pleces of the
cathedral and houses blown to the
other side, while here and there
could be seen patches of blood.
