Sports coats and informal coats show 
two outstanding silhouettes, the straight 
wrap-around with loose armholes, and a 
snug-fitting hem; or the rippling, belt- 
shaped flare. The first is far more preva­
lent. While there are practically no ex- 
ceptions to the three-quarter length rule.

The more formal coat follows the same 
silhouette as the wrap-around sports coat, 
but it is distinguished by its color and its 
fabric.
