The Treasure mountain /mines are
right on the sea, so the question of
transportation is already solved.
The vein, which is overlaid by
an iron capping can be traced for
a mile, Mr. Tanner states, and the pre-
cipitous mountain over which the vein
runs northwest and southeast, has been
broken away in places, laying bare an
immense ore lode from 10 to 40 feet wide.
The iron capping is similar to that
found at Rossland, but showing a greater
percentage of iron. A tunnel runs in on
the south side 80 feet below where the
vein is exposed ; to crosscut it shows an
ore body 25 to 40 feet wide.

Samples were taken at four different
places across the vein from 100 to 200
yards apart, on the surface, with assays
resulting $15.75, $28.66, $28.15 and
$22.48 in copper, silver and gold. -This
ore is practically self-fluxing.

KAMLOOPS MINES.

“Lucky Strike” Group Shipping Ore From
the Grass Roots,

The Kamloops mining district is pro-
gressing at a most satisfactory pace, ac-
cording to Mr. A. T. Monteith, who re-
cently returned from an eight months’
stay in that portion of the province.
Mr. Monteith is one of the owners of the
Golden Star mine, adjoining the Lucky
Strike group, which Mr. John Cobble-
dick, the well known mining engineer,
is now opening. Mr. Cobbledick has
made the Lucky Strike a shipper from
the start, and although the shaft on the
property is only down fifteen feet, sixty
sacks of picked ore are already on the
dump for shipment, the shaft being in
solid ore the whole depth. This ore is
of the general character of that found in
the Kamloops district, copper and gold.
Tests made of trial shipments to Swan-
sea and the Nelson smelter prove -the
ore to be self-fluxing, and consequently
it can be smelted at very slight expense,
comparatively speaking.

On the Golden Star a tunnel run in to
strike the foot wall shows the ledge to
be 40 feet wide, with a pay streak a foot
and a half wide. A shaft sunk 15 feet
on the foot wall about 100 yards from
the tunnel shows ore which assays $53.15
in gold and copper. One of the great
advantages of the Kamloops district is
that there is no difficulty in shipping, it
being possible to drive a wagon to any
of the mines, == s

Three Bluejackets of the Amphion
Risk Their Lives to Save
a Messmate.

Fatal Accident on the Cruiser Marks
the Completion of Her
Comox Trip.

Richard Wuddicor, a young seaman of
H.M.8. Amphion, met with a terrible
accident on Wednesday while his ship
was en route home from Comox, receiv-
ing so serious injury that he expired a
few hours later, at 8 o’clock in the even-
ing. The incident besides affording an
instance of the dangers of a sailor’s life
even in time of peace, illustrates with
equal force how ready are the tars wear-
ing the uniforms of Britain’s Queen to
risk their lives at the call of duty or hu-
manity.

Wuddicor was aloft, and in some un-
accountable manner lost his hold of the
rigging and fell from the maintop head.
His fall was broken, for he struck the
iron crose-trees in descending and three
of his ribs were thereby crushed in.

Thus maimed, his quivering body
plunged into the sea, and almost coinci-
dent with the splash three of his sailor
companions, who had with horrified eyes
witnessed the fall, went over the side,
not waiting even to discard their cum-
bersome 3

They realized that their mate had
been badly hurt, so they did not ap-
proach or seize him in the way ususlly
adopted in dealing with the drowning.
Two supported the ingensible man gen-
tly; while the third kept his head above
water until the rescue boat received all
four and conveyed them back to the
ship.

There it was found that Wuddicor had
sustained a compound fracture of three
ribs, which protruded through the side;
his thigh had also been broken, as well

WILL TRY ONCE MOR.

Past /Experience Does Not Promise
Suecess for the Portland-
Oriental Line.

Yladivostok a Port of Call — Seal-
skin Prices Advance on
Short Sl_lpply.

Referring to the establishment of a
new steamship line between Portland
and the Orient, the Oregonian says:
*‘ The inauguration of the present line,
with the sailing of its first steamer ves-
terday from the Orient for this port,
makes the fourth attempt to establish a
line of steamers out of Portland in con-
nection with the O. R. & N. The first
attempt was made by the Upton line,
which started a monthly service out of
this port March 3, 1890, and struggled
along in an unprofitable existence until
September, 1892, when the contract was
canceled, and the line died a natural
death. For the following two and a
half. years Portland had no Oriental
line; then Samuel Samuels, of Yoko-
hama, made a second attempt in that
direction, and started a line of steamers
March 6, 1895, on a short contract. They
succeeded themselves, after a very brief
existence, November 27, 1895, and strug-
gled against fate, finally withdrawing
from the.line last January, but continu-
ing to run an occasional steamer, the
Monmouthshire, which left last week,
being the last of the line. The perman-
ency of the present new line is assured
for a number of years, and the results
will be watched with interest.”” Presi-

HE FOUGHT THE TURKS.

One of the Greck Foreign Legion Now Vis-
iting Victoria.

A man with an interesting little his-
tory is at present staying at the Domin-
ion hotel in the person of Mr. J. R.
White, who until a short time ago was
known as Sergeant Conway of the Greek
Foreign Legion. Mr. White was one of
those who, eager to see a little war ser-
vice and with a feeling of warm sym-
pathy for the Hellenes in their struggle
against the Turk, enrolled himself in the
foreign legion to help the forces of King
George.  He got the war service all
right, but about all the recompense he
received for his services amounted to 30
francs, though he carries with him some
souvenirs in the shape of severe wounds.

It may be stated in the first place
that Mr. White’s change of name while
fighting the Turks was simply due tothe
fact that he feared to make his friends
anxious in case anything happened to
hiin, and therefore Sergeant Conway was
the cognomen he chose as a mom de
erre.

Sergeant Conway had plenty of hard
knocks and saw the geamy side of a
soldier’s life, with all the horrors of bai-
tle and the misfortunes of defeat. He
served in the fore front, and was present
at the big battles, including Pharsala
and Domokos. At Domokos the foreign
legion suffered severely, all but 40 men
being killed by the onslaughts of the
Turks. Sergeant Conway was a most
unfortunate soldier in the way of
wounds, for he was wounded in three
different places, and when shot at
Domokos and lying disabled in a ditch,
he watched 20,000 Turks march past
him. As a souvenir of his fighting days,
the Sergeant has with him a bullet
which he caught in his arm during the
progress of an action and carried off the
field with him, to be extracted later in
hospital. After many weeks of suffering
in a Greekhospital, Sergt. Conway finally
recovered sufficiently to reach Athens,
and then to his disgust found that the
civilian clothes and outfit he had brought
with him from England had been
looted. So with 30 francs as pay, a feel-
ing of disgust at the wretched showing
the Greek army made, Sergeant Conway
resumed his name of White, and left
Athens on June 8.

He has a very poor opinion of the
Greek forces, the main body of the army
being, he says, composed not of Greeks,
but of Levantines, whose cowardice soon
knocked out of the foreign legion all the
sympathy and ardor with which they
had started in their efforts to assist in
the war against the Turks.

FARMERS’ INSTITUTES.

To THE Epiror:—Allow me to correct
a false impression you have derived from
the wording of Mr. McBride’s letter,
which appeared in your issue of the 23nd
instant. The meaning of the lass para-
graph of the letter is, that inasmuch as
the Farmers’ Institute Act gives thein-
stitutes powers and functions formerly
assumed by the Farmers’ Alliance, the
latter body has now decided to conduct
its affairs on a political basis.

There is no Farmers’ Institute organ-
ized in Richmond as yet, fo, apart from
my personal knowledge of the matter,
Mr. McBride’s meaning is obvious. I
have been very careful in my capacity of
acting superintendent of Farmers’ Insti-
tutes to impress upon the farmers the
necessity of adhering to the provisions
of the act as to the avoidance of politics
in the institutes formed under the act.
