The Occidental nations have had little 
difficulty in defeating 'Chinese forces, for 
the reason that-they had ’better weapons 
aud better discipline. Discipline counts 
less than it did, and almost any man 
with a rapid-firing rifle in his hand is 
the equal ot any other tnan. All the 
Chinese hosts need is modern arms and 
knowledge of their use to he just as 
formidable in the Twentieth Century as 
their ancestors were in the Thirteenth 
and Sixteenth Centuries. A leader is of 
course necessary, but we have no 'war­
rant for supposing that one will not be 
iu readiness at the appointed time.

It would be an error to fail to take ac­
count of the possibility of a western 
movement on the part of the Chinese, 
for centuries, left to themselves, they 
were everything but aggressive. All 
they asked was to be permitted to keep 
to their isolation. But the trader and 
the missionary would not have it so, and 
the world must take the consequences, 
whatever they may be. When the
