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the belief has been expressed that the 
second bombardment of the Maracaibo 
fort will greatly increase the difficulty 
of the situation.

The Standard, referring to the gre­
vions bombardment of Port San Oarloe, 
says:

•‘It is difficult to maintain a pacific 
blockade, and in the long run Venezuela 
must be the chief sufferer from such a 
contretemps. It may be hoped that 
President Castro will see this and 
•promptly authorize Minister Bowen to 
agree to the very reasonable preliminary 
conditions laid down by the aggrieved 
powers.”

The Foreign office points out that 
everything d'epends on the disposition of 
the Venezuelan Government. Should 
the forthcoming negotiations satisfy the 
powers that Venezuela is determined to 
do everything possible to meet her ob­
ligations, the powers will terminate the 
blockade at the earliest possible mo­
ment.

1 MURDERERS IDENTIFIED.

' Dramatic Scene in a Toledo Court.

Toledo, O., Jan. 22.—A somewhat no­
torious murder mystery of two years’ 
standing was cleared today, when Miss 
Johanna Sullivan, in count positively 
identified AI and Ben Wade as the mur­
derers of her sister, Miss Kate Sulli­
van. The Sullivan sisters, both of 
wham were aged spinsters, lived just 
outside the city limits, on a farm. Two 
years ago two men entered their house, 
robbed them of all the money the sis­
ters had hidden, and beat the women so 
badly that one died of her wounds. The 
other crawled a mile to give the alarm 
and was nearly dead from exhaustion 
when found. The scene in court was 
intensely dramatic.

•It is believed that the Mining associa­
tion convention to be held in Victoria 
on the 26th of February next, will 
prove of even greater importance and 
interest that was at first contemplated, 
owing to the likelihood that the city 
will be visited on that occasion by min­
ing men from Montana, .Colorado and 
California, and representatives of pow­
erful capitalists. It is not anticipated 
that any difficulty will be experienced 
in inducing such gentlemen to be pres­
ent on the occasion, as they will wel­
come and co-operate in any movement 
which will aim at making conditions 
in the province surrounding the mining 
industry more favorable to the greater 
introduction of capital. It is consider­
ed that their views will be of inestim­
able value in guiding the deliberations 
of the convention, as thev will be able 
to state exactly how British Columbia 
is regarded by the outsider as a field 
for the investment of capital.

Altogether, the importance of the big 
convention bids fair to exceed the ex­
pectations of those most optimistic re­
garding the movement. Much attention 
is being paid to the scheme by the press 
of the entire province; and the wide 
publicity which will be given the an­
nouncement of the date and purposes of 
the convention ensues à very, large and 
representative attendance.

There is a feeling in the city that 
the occasion of the convention will be 
one of sufficient importance to warrant 
an effort being put forth by Victoria to 
mark in some special way its recogni­
tion of the honor which .has been done 
the city, in choosing it as the permanent 
headquarters of the association, and the 
circumstance that benefits of an incal­
culable degree to the whole province 
will flow from its organization and 
proper management.

The various public bodies of the city 
have already signified their intention of 
heartily co-operating in the task of 
making the welcome and reception to 
the visitors most hearty. What par­
ticular forms of entertainment will be 
arranged during the stay of the dele­
gates will be discussed "at future con­
ferences; but it has been suggested that 
it would be eminently fitting and ap­
propriate to arrange for excursions to 
points on the Island where mining de­
velopment is in progress, and fot an 
attractive exhibit showing the various 
resources of Vancouver Island—mineral 
specimens, of course, forming the larger 
part.

«An endeavor will be made to arrange 
for excursions from points on the Coast 
and in the Interior, and it is believed 
the transportation companies will enter 
heartily into this phase of the event.

Maracaibo, Jan. 22.—The bombard­
ment of Fort San Carlos by the Ger­
man cruisers, Vineta, Panther and 
Falke, was continued yesterday after­
noon until 6 o’clock. It was resumed 
this morning at daybreak. The first 
«Shells were hurled at the fort at 4 
-o'clock at long range, at 6 o’clock the 
fPanther, being of light draught, closed 
in and again became active against the 
fort. The fort replied. At 8 o’clock the 

-engagement was proceeding as fiercely 
-as that of yesterday.

Twelve dead and 15 badly wounded 
Venezuelan soldiers were counted in 
the forts at 7 o’clock last night by the 
correspondent of the Associated Press.

On Wednesday afternoon at 3 o’clock 
the Panther left her position close into 
[Fort San «Carlos, wnich she took up 
earlier in the day, and joined the 
Falke. This ship was half a mile out­
side of the bar, and about five miles 
from the fort. At 3 o’clock the corres­
pondent of the Associated Press in a 
rowboat, approaching one side of the 
■fort out of range, and from _ this point 
witnessed the long range firing of the 
German cruisers, which was continued' 
from 3 until G o’clock. The Vineta 
and the Falke were close together, and 
nearer the forts than the Panther. The 

• «first two vessels at a range of four 
and a half miles poured in a continuous 
rain of shells upon the fort, and only 
«•stopped firing with the advent of dusk 
at G o’clock. At this hour the Ger­
man vessels retired seaward after hav­
ing made a second ineffectual attempt 
to land troops in the village of San 
fCarlos, situated at the base of the fort. 
At 7 o’clock Wedmesday evening the 
correspondent, who was accompanied 
by a Government telegrapher bearing a 
telegram from President Castro to the 
commandant of San Carlos, landed on 
the island and entered the fort.

The walls of the fort are terribly bat­
tered, and there were many evidences 
of the fierce engagement. Twelve dead 
Venezuelan soldiers were counted be­
hind the rampart, and 15 other men 
seriously wounded were lying on a low 
platform. The fort is literally covered 
with pieces of broken shells. It was 
seen that a great many of the' Ger­
man shells had not exploded, 
magazine had a very narrow escape, 
«two shells having come within an 
•of penetrating. The walls of the fort, 
which faced towards the entrance of 
the lake, suffered particularly, and were 
damaged. It is estimated by the Com­
mandant-General Pello, that the Ger­
man ships fired more than 1,600 shells 
at Fort San Carlos. Although the dam­
age inflicted upon the fort by the sus­
tained fire of the German cruisers is 
very great, it is not all that could be 
expected from such a continuous fire 
from modern high-power guns. The 
-village of San Carlos suffered owing to 
inaccurate firing, for move than 60 per 
cent, of the shells exploded in the vil­
lage before reaching the port.

The cannon mounted at San Carlos 
have not sufficient range to reach the 
Falke and the Vineta, so the fire from 
these vessels was not returned, as they 
kept out of range of the Venezuelan ar­
tillery. The Vineta and Falke are of 
too great draught to cross the bar. The 
Panther alone can do this, and 
fact explains why the last mentioned 
«cruiser was the only one to come in 
closei to the fort. (Some of the artil­
lery on the fort has been destroyed) by 
the German fire, but there are still five 
guns that can «be used. Geu. Bello is 
a soldier of great courage and daring. 
Hh has shown great bravery and is in 
no way intimidated. He will not aban­
don the fort, but will resist so long as it 
is possible tor him to do so. 
dares that on January 17, the occasion 
of the first bombardment, the Panther 
fired upon him first, without reason or 
provocation. That the biggest attack­
ing vessel was1 either an English or an 
Italian ship, is untrue. It is known 
that all three vessels are German. The 
Venezuelan gunboat Miranda is in 
Lake Maracaibo. It is thought the in­
tention of the Panther in trying to pass 
the fort and get into the lake is to cap­
ture this vessel. The passage over the 
bar that leads into the lake is narrow, 
and the fort commands it. Gen. Bello is 
confident that he can sink her if she 
attempts to get by, with the fire of the 
five guns that remain to him. Wednes­
day night passed without incident, and 
the garrison of Fort San Carlos rest­
ed from the fight of the day and made 
preparations for what the morrow 
might bring them.

A fisherman from the village of San 
Carlos has arrived here with his fam­
ily. Two of this man's children were 
■killed (by German shells. He reports 
that more than t wenty-five Indian fish­
ermen have been killed or wounded at 
San Carlos.

* Within the next 60 days, says 
«Post-Intelligencer, the White Pass & 
Yukon Railway company will be de­
livered a franchise by the Canadian 
Government for the building of a line 
from Dawson, through Forty-Mile, 
along the Yukon to the United States 
boundary, where, if present plans carry, 
another line over United «States terri­
tory will meet it from some point on 
the Yukon through the Tanana country.

The granting of this franchise, it is 
stated by E. Z. Ebenker, of Atlin, B. 
C., one of the contractors on the con­
struction of the Ashcroft telegraph line, 
was one of the conditions which re­
sulted in the removal of the White Pass 
offices from Seattle to Vancouver. It 
is the intention of the White Pass com­
pany to cover the Canadian territory, 
as well as much of the United States 
district sought by the Valdez, Copper 
River & Yukon railroad, the construc­
tion of which from Valdez is to be 
started with the opening of spring.

The fight for the territory sought by 
the United States line on the part of 
the White Pass people, Mr. Ebenker 
says, is to he a fierce one, and iu it 
every assistance is to be given the 
White Pass by the «Canadian Govern­
ment.

“When the Valdez railroad was first 
talked of, a year ago,” said Mr. Eben­
ker at the Arlington yesterday, “the 
White Pass company at once made ap­
plication for a franchise to construct 
a line from Dawson through the Forty- 
Mile country to the United States boun­
dary. The object of this was to shut 
out the possibility of the United States 
road coming into Dawson from Eagle 
City, as it lias since been announced 
is the intention.

“The White Pass people were prompt­
ly in’fctiiied that if they were to be 
granted any favors by the Canadian 
Government, they must first locate their 
general . offices on Canadian territory, 
and this was the real reason for the 
takihg of. the offices from ,Seattle and 
establishing them at Vancouver.

“The franchise which the White Pass 
seeks will be delivered to it within the 
next GO days, and it is «the report that 
the work of construction will be started 
soon afterwards.

“Since the time the plans of the White 
Pass, for its own protection, were first 
formed, it is understood in our section 
of the c'ountry that Americans have 
been interested in the scheme, and they I 
will be the promoters of a line of rail­
road from some point on the Yukon, 
East of the juncture of the Tanana and 
Yukon rivers, through the Tanana coun­
try to the point on the United States 
boundary where the White Pass line 
from Dawson stops. This construction 
it is proposed to put through at once, 
so that it will be in operation before 
the road from Valdez can be built, and 
therefore when the United States road 
comes through to Eagle, there will be 
no room for further extension.

“The White Pass, as well as all the 
«Canadians in the Yukon country, rea­
lize that with the Valdez road extended 
into «Dawson, the value of the White 
«Pass will be greatly impaired. As there 
seems every indication that it is the 
intention of the Americans to put their 
road through with the .least possible de­
lay, there is every reason why the 
«Canadian road should be in a hurry.

“When I was in Vancouver, a few 
days ago, I made an effort to find out 
just what the plans of the White Pass 
were as regards- construction. All I 
was able to learn was that as soon as 
the franchise was granted, which they 
expected would be within 60 days, I 
would be communicated with.

"1 learned at Vancouver for the first 
time about the plans to build from 
Dawson through the Tanana. Prior to 
my visit there I did not know that it 
was the intention to do further than to 
meet the Valdez, Copper River & Yukon 
line at the boundary in the event of its 
building East from Eagle.

“If the Canadian line is constructed, 
there will be little field left for 
United (States extension from Eagle. One 
road is all that part of the conntrv 
will support, and, in fact, it will be 
several years before it will be able to 
properly support one line. Of course, 
the building of a railroad will be of 
immense benefit to all parts of the coun­
try adjacent to it, and the sooner it is 
put in operation the better.

“If the present plans do not mis­
carry. the Canadian road will be in the 
field by the end of next year, or short­
ly thereafter, and will have at least a 
year, and possibly two the advantage of 
the Valdez road, as it is at the present 
time projected.”

Now, a few men devoted to a special 
form of sport meet and1 deal out honors 
that should rightly come from a. body 
that is representative of all sport. Bur 
as important is the matter of a local 
association, not to slaughter existing 
life, but to strengthen and consolidate. 
H is fast becoming a thing to be hawk­
ed about, and to be pleaded for, to get 
men to represent Victoria in sport. It 
should be the highest honor. We eenj 
men away almost by compulsion. But 
with a Central association this matter 

.would soon be settled. I believe that 
if the- presidents of the various Clubs 
now existing, representing every phase 
of games now played in Victoria would 
meet, we could draw up a scheme thor­
oughly acceptable to all. I took the 
position you offered me with this object 
m view, and have spoken and worked 
for it untiringly. Being, however, 
amongst the newest of the presidents of 
«port, I have naturally hes'tated to 
take first action. But the day will 
come. We shall then be spared the 
miserable fiasco and humiliation of last 
summer. There was talk of athletic 
sports in Victoria, but only talk. Van­
couver not only talked but acted. It 
had on» organization that could speak 
for all. That meeting dispensed' pro­
vincial honors. Victoria was invited. 
Instead of Victoria sending with her 
imprimatur her sons trained! and coun­
selled by the old war horses of the 
track and bar, a stray few straggled 
over, without Victoria knowing it. and 
others took the hofiors that might well 
have been ours. All_ Canada selects a 
Rugby team, and this city is honored 
in two of its young men being selected. 
To our lasting disgrace they passed 
from us without a word of encourage­
ment, save the witness I was privileged 
to hear them in this hall. There needs 
to be «a statesmanship in sport alike as 
in politics, and Other great aims, and 
Victoria awaits the day when sport 
will be properly, and not as it is now 
loosely organized. • The V. A. C. has 
therefore no wish to add to the 
present disorder. It will keep 
to its special work supported by the few 
who are interested in gymnastics and 
boxing and wrestling, and meanwhile 
work persistently for a result that, when 
obtained, will be an abundant reason 
for its having come into existence. Our 
hopes for the new year are to form 
clashes at various ages for dumbells, 
club swinging and other exercises; for 
it is not creditable when called upon to 
give exhibitions that we should have to 
rely solely upon our instructors. To 
this end we may have to call in further 
aid, but money spent in this way will 
be well spent. If we can get v the 
young lads to drill earnestly, that will 
win laurels for Victoria. - I hope also 
to see cups offered for walking; for that 
exercise is the very foundation, of last­
ing strength. 'Long-distance walking is 
practically dead amongst us. A 20-mile 
walk holds terror for the youths of this 
city. 'How many men are there who 
could walk round Saanich peninsula? 
Perhaps we shall see in 1903. I fear to 
weary you. or I would like to speak of 
that vital question—athletic grounds. 
The matter has been talked of, but there 
it remains. There may be difficulties, 
but they could and will be surmounted. 
Another important matter is the pro­
per presentation of sport off various 
kinds on Victoria Day. We could, as a 
city, do infinitely better than we do. But 
«I forbear to say aught further.

I close, offering most sincere thanks to 
all those who have so ably assisted me 
throughout the period of my holding 
office, not least to the executive, who 
have been a very tower of strength to 
me, bringing to the board meetings 
cheerfulness, clear heads and willing 
hands. What more, could a president 
want?
