An American Labor Bill.

A very formidable agitation for the pro-
testion of home labor has sprang up in tl.\e
United States, and it is likely to grow in
strength as time rolls on. A ln.bor‘blll
has passed the house of representatives,
and is now before the senate, It is entitled
¢ An act to prohibit the importation and
migration of foreigners and aliens und?r
contract or agreement to perform labor in
the United States, its territories and the

the fisheries of the bay and straits
to be of great value, and says that at no
very distant day they will be found enor-
mously productive, For twenty-five years
the Americans have “been fishing there
without let or hindrance, just as if that
region were all their own. The report of
the United States commissioners of fish-
eries for 18756 states that "during the
eleven -years preceding 1874 "about fifty
voyages were known to have been made by
whaling vessels from New England to Hud-

Diatrict of Columbia,” It prohibits any
person or company from prepaying the
transportation or eucouraging the importa-
tion of foreigners under agreement to.per-
“form labor in the United Siates, and
makes void all contracts of that
character, whether express or implied,
parol or special, A penalty of $1000 is
fixed for infraction of that provision.
Shipmasters are forbidden under penalty
of $500 to bring emigrants who have made
such agreementa, Citizens of foreign coun-
tries temporarily sojourning in the United
States are not amenable to the provisions
of the bill so far as relates to their private
secretaries or domestic servants. The bill
does not apply to the cases of actors, pro-
fessional singers, etc,, nor is it so to apply
as to prevent petsons or corporations from
engaging in foreign countries workmen
skilled in any industry mot at present
established in the United States, provided
gkilled labor for that purpose cannoi be
otherwise obtained. The bill further pro-

The bill was debated_in the senate on
Friday last, and elicited some pretty
strong expressions of opinion, By several
senators it was opposed as an invasion of
natural right, aleo on the ground that it
woald prevent people from coming into the
country even as colonists, Senator Blair
held tha biil to be uite in dccord with the
*declaration of iudependence and the rights
of mankind, It was aimed, he said, notat
immigration, but at ala.vcry—éxt the intro-

lue of servile labor. The recent dis-
wcbances in the Hocking valley had
vady causcd o loss of four million dol-
Jars, and he attributed them to a class
of foreigyjmmigrants whom the bill would
exclude. ~Senator Bayard pulled the bill
0 ces to show that it was impracticable,
snd could not ke made to work. Senator
Frye thought it would not be much to the
purpose to legislate strictly against cap-
tains of ecean vessels, while leaving the
railways free to bring in anybody end
everybody on the cars, Senator Morgan
opposed the bill ; there were men on the
floor of the scnate, he said, who had come
to the country as day laborers and miners,
The bibll was defective in many particulars.
He did not care for the clamor of trades
unions, (It may be mentioned here that
Mr, Morgan is a democratic senator from
Alabama, where trandes unions do not count
for much.)

If American
whalers are to be permitted to continue to
fish in those waters, arrangemente should
be made by which Canada would receive
a substantial eqaivalent for the priv-
ilege. ~He further . suggests that un-
less a very large consideration is

Canadian government lhol»d reserve the
right to make and enforce/such regulations
as will prevent the extermination of these
valuable mammala from our northern
waters. In@upport of this suggestion he
calls attention to the fact that some years
ago whale fishing was a thriving industry
in the gulf of St. Lawrence, but, that
shortly after the Americans were given the
right to fish-in those waters, they had, by
the use of explogive bombs aud other
methods of capturing these animals, com-
pletely driven them out of the gulf, and
the Canadian whaling business was de-
stroyed.

The Trades and Labor council ought to
be happy to learn that the number of
gettlers arriving in Canada last year was
103,824 ; or 30,000 less than last year.

This has been an| extraording season in
these latitades, on sea as well'as on land.
While-on the land we have had severe cold
long continued, vessels crossing the north
Atlantic have encountered fearful gales,
icebergs, and ice fislds of vast extent. The
Farness line steamer Ripon City, fifteen
days out from New York for Newcastle,
arrived at Halifax Monday night with her
bows smashed by ice and leaking. On the
seventh day out she ran-into a field of ice,
smashing her iron plates. She was sur-
rounded by ice as far as the eye counld
reach, and was jammed in for four days.
The crew effected temporary repairs, and
she then steamed through fifty miles of ice
and got clear. The captain says they saw
a great many monster icebergs, ranging
to 1000 feet long and 400 feet high, He
believed a solid mass of ice and icebergs
extends north of |latitude 45 deg. The
whole of the north side of Sable island is
jammed with ice, which extends over to
the Nova Scotia coast, Capt, Jenkins says
he never saw so much ice in his life,

1t is now settled that ‘‘Wolseley's plan”
(so-called in the cable despatches) for an
early advance from Suakim to Berber, is
adopted by the British government, A
narrow guage railway will be laid to Ariab,
130 miles west of Suakim, where an in-’
trenched camp will be formed with a cen-
tral depot for stores. Leaving Ariab the
troops will proceed by forced marches to
Berber, It is calculated that the advance
will begin about the third week in March,
and it is hoped that Berber will be reached
in six weeks, Ariab, where the intrenched
camp is to be formed, is on the road from
Suakim to Berber, and is described as a
*smiling oasis,” where there is good pas-
turage and plenty of water. 'We may
speculate on what *‘might have been” had
this been done a year age, or soomer. It
