There is no news from Riel’s camp, but
three rebel scouts were seen at Touehwood
yesterday endeavoring to incite the hslf
breeds and Indians to rise and cut.off sup-
plies whioch are being advanced from
Qu’Appelle.

The general has resolved npon the follow
ing plan ‘of advance: Forty scouts under
Capt. French, 90th ba talion, Winnipeg

the east side.

Having
ransacked the store they released the occn-
panta on pa.role The insurgents then went
across the river to Walters & Baker’s storas,
where a similar demand was made for guns,
etc., which Walters refused to obey.
(hbnei Dumont, pointing a gun in a
threnmnmg manner at Walters ordered him
upstairs, The command was obeyed with
alacrity, The store was depleted of its
contents. The ;nsurgentl were to the ex-
tent of about ome-half armed with shot
guns and rifles,

The Kerr brothes were rearrested for
sdvising the telesraph -repairer named
Caawell to fly or he would be arrested and
brought before the council of twelve, all
balfbreeds except Jackson, an Englishman,
Tho council had a meeting in Garpat’s
house, near Batoche’s crossify, where the
prisoners were examined, Rlel asked the
council to deal leniently with the prison-
ers, saying he had always found them good
feli’ows, and the result was they were dis-
misged with “‘Don’t yon do it

The Kerrs had returned to i cromng
and were only there a short time when a
friendly halfbreed camedown on horseback
and told them to get our if they were de-
sirous of continuningto enjoy happiness in
this world, They fled and took refuge in
the house of a halfbreed three miles from
Duck lake,

The firing at the Duck lake fight lasted
twenty-six minutes. Shortly after the
fight a halfbreed who had taken part gave

r. Kerr tke following version of the

" battle: About thirty rebsls.under Gabriel

Dumont were- en route to take Carleton,
They were unly the advance gtard, as Riel
was t®o miles behind with 250 halibreeds
and Indians. There were about fifty whites,
eight of whom were police and tbe re-
mainder volunteers, Mr, Kerr states that
the halibreed told him distinc ly that
Major Crczier was not in the fight, and if
he was he remained in concealment.

Kerr states that McKay, justice of the
peace, was the leadér of the whites, and
when within 00 yards of the rebels he
walked forward and met Dumont, The
latter ordered McKay to surrender his
arms, but the latter refused and said he
was after Riel, Juckson and Dumont. The
latter, who was m unted, then swurg his
rifle around his head and struck at McKay,
but the latter avoided the blow and both
men returned to their respective forces,
in the meantime the rebels scattered in the
bushee and their opponents did likewise.
The whites had come mounted and:
with bob-sleighs and had their guns with
them, When they sighted the enemy they
tarned their torse’s heads towards Carle-
ton, Mr, Kerr said the whites fired the
first shot and immediately aftecward the
firing became general. Jhe shooting on
either side had very little’ effect until the

whites wererctreating when they left them-"| ,'

selvesopen 0o the enemy, when they sus-*
tained heavy losses,

Five halfbreeds and one Indian were
killed,

Kerr said that one of the volunteers who
had been serioucly wounded implored
the rebels to wspare him. The
pocr fellow’s pleadings had no - effect
apon the cruel wretches, who sugu hlm
throngh the hcart,

Kerr said that when he left Batoche the
rebel army numbered 500 strong, 175 being
made up of Cree and leton Sioux Indiaps
sud the balance of halibreeds. The latter
pody is composcd of men who followed
pgriculture and freighting for a livelihood.
