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THE BUSINESS OF 1HE HOUSE
PRACTICALLY OVER,
: i
Three Sessions Held Satarday and Much
Busi Tr oted—Inspecti of
Ch No R of the Voters'
List This Year—~The Senate and the
Redistribution Bill-Ohit-Chat,

Orrawa, July 8—The met result of yes-
terday’s three sittings of the House has
been a clearauce of the order paper, which
practically leaves only three important
matters undisposed of. These are the rail-
way subsidy, resolutions, the bill re-
adjusting the judges’ salaries and M r. Gor-
don’s Chinese Bill, which the Government
has adopted. The first of these will be
taken up to-morrow and will probably be
disposed  of  before adjournment to-
morrow night. The second, it is
rumored, may ' be dropped, -but that
will not be known until Sir John Thomp-
son takes his place in the Houge again to-
morrow after taking his fatily to St
Andrew’s for ‘the summor. s for the
third, it will most likely come up on Tues-
day, and should not take up much time,
as it is understood that the Government
will adopt Mr. Gordon’s idea of either abol-
ishing the system of return certificates or
placing such safeguards around ' them as
will prevent the use of bogus certificates
which have been presented in very large
numbers of late.

From this it would appear that proroga-
tion will probably take place not later than
Thursday or Friday, but there is some liftle
doubt as to the Semate being through
with the criminal code in time for that
and prorogation may be delayed until Mon-
day or Tuesday of next week. This is not
very likely, however, as the senators are a8
anxious to get away as anybody else, and
when the old ladies “get a gait on them” at
the end of the session they can make sur-
prisingly good tinie in rushing bills through.

5 In the Senate.

There is some talk about the Senate
baving a whack at the Redistribution Bill,
but that is not very likely. Senator Boul-
ton will no doubt move the amendment of
which he has given notice that the bill be
rdferred to «the Supreme Court for an
opinion as to its constitutionality, but
nothing that the blizzardy senator from
the Northwest says is taken as seriously
meaning anything, and his amendment will
probably be voted down without discussion.

Senator Ogilvie may have something to
say about the division of Montreal, which
will be said to please the Junior Conserva-
tive clubs of that city, which think the divi-
sion favors the French J\%ement too
much, buat it is mot ikely the
Senate will "attempt to anfend the bill
It is pretty certain that next year the
House of Commons would resent the action
by offering to “improve” the Senate in a
manner which would ruffle the tempers of
Canada’s House of Lords. There is not
much /fear, therefore, that the Redistribu-
tion Bill will be tampered with, although
there may be s little talk over it. :

In the House yesterday morning nothing
was done except express concurrence in the
work of the Committee of the Whole on
the estimates. In the absence of Sir John
Thempson, Hon. Mr. Foster led the House.
The only items which were disagreed with
were those providing for the payment of
salaries to the overnment emigration
officers, who since the passing of the esti-
mates by the committee have, with the ex-
ception of those at Halifax and St. John,
been discharged.

No Revision of Lists This Year,

The afternoon session was mostly
taken up by concurrence. After the re-
mainder of the main estimates and the
whole of the supplementary had been dis-

sed of Hon. Mr. Patterson’s bill provid-
ing that there shall not be a revision of the
voters’ lists this year and legalizing some
lists received aftgr Dec. 31 passed through
committee and lgandl for third reading to-
MOITOW.

Hon. Mr. Haggart then got his bill
amending the Ru'ﬁway Act through com-
mittee, and the third reading was set for
Tuesday, when there will be a discussion on
Mr. Maclean’s two-cent-a-mile amendment,
which is expected to find quite a large
number of supporters, although the railway
interests will of course opposé it.

Inspection of Cheese.

When the House was in committee on
the gemeral inspection - act, Hon. Mr.
Costigan moved an amendment that
cheese be added to the list of
articles to be inspected. He éxplained that
the smendment was made at the unani-
mous request of . the cheese makers. It
was proposed to fix standafds for cheese
and draw up regulations for its inspection.
He had gbeen desirous of meeting the
views of bewu who asked that barrels in
which apples wers packed should be in-
spected, but s that would involve an
argendment to another act it could not be
carried out this session.

The Government, he said, bad decided
upon one important change in the regula-
tions fixing the wheat standards. There
had been much complaint about the stand-
ards fixed last year and it had been decided
that the samples upon which stendards
had been based be collected by the Gov-
ernment, to whom then the responsibility
would attach. The bill passed committee
and was reported.

At the evening session Hon Mr. Foster
moved the House into committee on a reso-
lution to raise by the issue of debentures
;?e sum of $250,000 to be advanced to the

wrbor Commissioners of St. John, N.B.,
for the purpose of improving the harbor.
He spoke of the importance of St. John as
a shipping port and intimated that the im-
provements would cost about one million
dollurs, but the trade of the port was suffi-
cient to guarantee the payment of the in-
terest.

The resolution was adopted.

When Mr. Foster was making his an-
nouncement yesterday morning about the
Spanish treaty Mr. Forbes wanted to know
whether imports into the - Spanish West
Indies from Canada would be received on
oqunll{ favorable terms with similar im-
ports {rom the United States and was in-
formed that Canadian products would be
admitted under the minimum Spanish
tariff.

Dr. Landerkin will enquire of the Gov-
ernment to-morrow whether the attention
of the minlsters has been called to a letter
from the Hon. Mr. Dewdney to a man
named Green which appeared in The Ke-
gina Leader on Jan. 12 last with editorial
comments thereon.

MANY ‘BOATING PATALIPIES

81X YOUNG MEN DROWNED OPFOS-
ITK MONTEEAL

A Canoe Containing Seventeen Persons
Upsets and Only 11 are Rescued—A
British Columbia Vessel Goes Down
With all the Crew Except One Man—
A Toronto Man Among the Lost.

MoxTrEAL, July 3. —There wasa fright-
ful boating accident on the St. Lawrence in
sight of this city Saturday by which six
lives were lost,

Seventsen members of the Grand Trunk
Boating Club rowed over during the after-
noon from their boat house to St. Helen’s
Jsland in a long war canoe, 30 feet in
length, which has been frequently used by
members of the club.* :

The boat reached the island in safety and
the young men spent several hours on the
island enjoying themselves. _ i
« Shortly after 6 o’clock, whila it was stHll
light, they started out to row back to the
boathouse. They had to make their way
against a very strong current and when op-
posite St. Lambert’s the fragile canoe got
caught by the current and was capsized.

Some people who witnessed the upsetting
of the boat from St. Lambert’s went to their
ressue, but only succeeded in saving 11 of
the men.

WENT DOWN IN A TIDE RIP.

Four Canadians Meet a Watery Grave in
% British Columbia,

Vieroria, B.C., July 3.—The steamer
Standard of the Standard Canning Com-
pany went down in & tide rip between Cape
Mudge and Seymour Narrows on Friday
last at 5 p.m. :

The Standard left Nanaimo on Frida

morning after coaling with just enongh bal-
last to trim ship comfortably. At 6.30 the
same evening when about 500 yards off
Cape Mudge the tide rip struck the steamer
and she sheered. The seas beat in the side
of the engine room and flooded the vessel,
sinking her in about 10 seconds.
The accident was witnessed from the
shore, and .the Indians succeeded in res-
cuing Engineer William Murray in an ex-
hausted condition, The other members of
the crew perished. Theyv were James H.
Carroll, captain; a deck-hand known
as Charlie; William Murray, chief
engineer; Henry Wright, fireman, and a
Chinese cook. :

Henry Wright, the firemsn, had only
been here a year. He came from Toronto
and was 25 years old.

; Drowned in a Clstern,

CHaTHAM, Ont., July 3.—One of the
most painful events in the annals of Chat-
ham is the melancholy death of Col. Balter
M. Jarvis, who was last night found
drowned in a cistern in the basement of his
residence. Recently h&has suffered from a
severe illness and it is sipposed that while
examining the cistern, as was his wont, he
was overcome by a weakness and fell
through a trap door as he was
preparing  to descend into the tank.
The body had evidently been in the water
some hours before being discovered.

The deceased gentleman was well known
in this community, in which he was a de-
servedly esteemed and popular citizen. He
was a retired Lieut.-Col. of the Queen’s
Own Regiment, Toronto,a barrister by pro-
fession, a member and lay delegate of Holy
Trinity Church and a Conservative in poli-
tics.
