The trial of R. W. Prittie, charged 

on 14th May last set
Yesterday was the second and festi­

val day of the Knox College Jubilee, and 
from early morning until late at night 
speeches were being made and congratu­
lations were being passed. The alumni 
of Knox were gathered from far 
wide, and in the college halls the silken 
gowns and purple degrees of the rever­
end doctors rustled with dignity. Convo­
cation Hall was decorated with flowers 
and immense Union Jacks festooned the

fire, tof his residence in Dovercoyrt-road, 
was opened before Judge McDougall at 
the Sessions yesterday. The defendant

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and wan represented by Wallace Nesbitt, 

Q.C., and Hugh Rose. More than forty 
witnesses have been subpoenaed, and the 
c^se will occupy about three days.

The witnesses called yesterday had all 
been examined at the fire inquest held 
by Coroner Johnson in July, and their 
evidence was for the most part a repe­
tition of what was deposed at that time. 
The crown brought forth witnesses who 
were, among the first to reach the scene 
of thç fire, several of whom swore they 
found gas-jets burning in different parts 
of the house.

George Verrait, electric light mant 
Joseph Collard and John Irwin, 
firemen, were among the witnesses who 

to this at the morning session. 
HfaNt the Crown Claim*.

The theory of the crown and the sup­
position upon which they are trying to 
secure a conviction is that -Prittie re­
moved; the nibs from the ga^s-jets, opened 
the stop-cocks, removed the register from 
the floor so as to create a 
good draft, then starting several 
small fires in different portions 
of the house turned the gas 
on full at the metre, and thus spread the 
fire through the whole house simultane­
ously. They will also endeavor to show 
<lhat financial difficulties were pressing 
hard,' upon him, the bailiff had issued a 
warrant of seizure for arrears of taxes, 
and/ a heavfy mortgage was about to be 
foreclosed against this property, thus 
piaking a strong motivp for the deed.

Blames It on the Son.
The defence seems to be that the fire 

fvas started.’ by an imbecile son of Prit­
tie *s, who had, frequently shown a mania 
ifor lire, andi who was around the house 
that morning after his father left. Prit­
tie claims he left the house .the morning 
krf the fire at 8 o’clock, while the Crown 
hope to trace him to within 10 minutes’ 
walk of the place when the alarm was 
given. One witness swears she saw him 
going in the back door of his house later 
than 8.36 o’clock that morning.

of seven students, and since 1844 the 
total number of graduates has been 562; 
of these 31 £ are still in activa work in 
Canada.

Principal Grant of Queen’s University 
was the next speaker. The relations of 
sister theological colleges were, he said, 
worthy of deep consideration. There was 
an identity in ail college work. As there 
;l_ be no theology without certain com­
mon studies, a Presbyterian College must 
be the same as other theological colleges, 
with the little difference that there is 
a Presbyterian colony in controversial 
divinity, which latter is not greatly es­
teemed nowadays. The ministers 
are going forth to preach should remem­
ber this. They might create a sensation 
by a controversial sermon occasionally, 
but it would mean going up like a rocket 
and coming down like its stick. It was 
easy to get dp a sensation. They need 
only ask some wandering star to occupy 
their pulpits for a Sunday or two, or 
ask some disreputable woman to preach.

Princeton'» President
Rev. Francis L. Patton, president of 

Princeton University, then addressed the 
meeting. He, too, spoke of the menf who 
are going forth to preach. The evangel­
ist who goes into seclusion in ,the sum­
mer, said he, and comes out with a brand 

set of sermons, or the professor whp 
prepares a discourse once jq a while, are 
not the typical preachers. He is the 
man who preaches twice every Sunday, 
and there is a burden upon him that 
ordinary people do not comprehend. Other 
professional men may specialize, he can­
not. He is obliged to seek the proper 
adjustment between ‘general knowledge 
and his own learning, which shall make 
him a prb per medium of thought tovpub- 
lic audiences. This was a fact that 
all young ministers should realize.

State and Religion.

Years ago ther ehad been those who 
had desponded over the supposed break­
ing up of the connection of the state 
and religion. The lovers of an estab­
lished church had been disappointed in 
their estimates of effects. As Protest­
ants they were all supposed to be in 
protest against an established church, 
aud it had heen a characteristic reproach 
for Catholics to say, “ What is your 
Protestant faith ?” ini view of the many 
divisions. He was glad that through 
affiliation the current had been turned 
back in respect of the great Presby­
terian; and Methodist bodies. . There had 
been a retrogression in the current of 
division. Two large aud powerful 
bodies had found that by affiliation they 
were infinitely stronger than they could 
be when divided. All this had had its 
dffect. Our common co-operation 

promoted a feeling of broader 
Christianity. The tendency 
was to find points whereon to 
agree rather than to differ. Spiri­
tual feeling is as ever the vital thing. 
These are times when learning’s domain 
had been changed to a domain of specu­
lation. We are face to face with the old, 
old* question, “What is truth ?” Only 
recently the noted statesman Lord Salis­
bury, in addressing the British Associa­
tion. had chosen for his theme the) little 
progress that had been miade in scientific 
discovery, and had devoted himself to 
the things not found out.

Robert Gray and George G. Miles, mem­
bers of the coroner’s jury at the, fire in­
quest, were called, but Mr. Nesbitt, coun­
sel for the defence, objected to the ad­
mission of this evidence. His Honor de­
cided he could not exclude it, however. 
They told of the condition in which the 
house was found after the fire.

The jubilee wa* wound up last night 
with a meeting in Cooke's Church, which 
was attended by an audience that tested 
the capacity of the edifice. Mr. W. 
Mortimer Clark, Q.C., chairman of the 
Board of Management of Knox College, 
presided, and around him were gathered 
the chief lights of the Presbyterian faith 
who have taken part in the jubilee. The 
first speaker of the evening was Lieu- 
tenaut-Governor Kirkpatrick, whose sub­
ject wa* the State's duties in the matter 
of education. He reviewed the history 
of the State’* interest in education in 
England and ill Canada. Compulsory 
education in England had) only been con­
summated within the last twenty-five 
years, and in Canada within the past 
fifty years, the period of Knox College's 
career. Canada owed more to Ityerson 
than could ever be told. It was a deep 
pleasure to him to assist in this jubilee, 
as it must to all who had at heart thd 
intellectual progress of the Dominion.

Chancellor Allan of Trinity University 
extended the assurance of brotherly af­
fection to the Kuoxoniana on behalf of 
the high Anglican institution over which 
he presides. His subject was '‘Brotherly 
Recognition in Theological Education,” 
and he referred to the breadth of modern 
ideas and the growing liberality of our 
modern thought, which recognised the 
spiritual striving after truth as the es­
sence of things In rtuich the same vein 
were the addresses of Chancellor Burwash 
of the Methodist University of Victoria, 
Rev. Principal Sheraton of Wycliffe Col­
lege, the eiluer.tiona 1 centre of the low 
church Anglicans, amt Prof. Theodore 
Rand of McMaster University. The Mayor 
closed the meeting with a speech on 
“The Usefulness of College Life to the 
City.” He rejoiced to know that the 
sac redness of the scriptures was recognis­
ed at Knox College.

The Senate of the College meets at 
10.30 to-day.

Prificipal 
Caven likewise called attention to the 
lifelike portraits of Mr. James McLaren 
and Rev. Dr. Willis, which had been hung 
in Convocation Hall.

Vice-Chancellor Mulock then spoke on 
“The Benefits of Affiliation to the Uni­
versity.” He said that relative to his 
subject in the dark days of Toron­
to University, when failure seemed almost 
inevitable, the one ally which came to 
its assistance and saved it as a national 
institution was Knox College, 
assisted them in dissipating in the public 
mind the jdea that to give their support 
to Toronto University was to exchange 
Calvary for Olympus Galilee for Corinth. 
The result of the federation consummat­
ed with the assistance of Knox College 
was a great University, free from sec­
tarian or political prejudices, and a 
House of science, a home of learning, 
free to all creeds, had grown up.
