Cleveland, Ohic, Sept. 28th, 1888,

J, Patrick Lyous, of the County Down,
Ireland, and of the protestant faith, but for
many years a resident ef the United State,
having met with a fatal accident, knowing
that T am about to die, but before passing
into'the presence of Almghty God, I wish to
make a full and true confession of & crime I
onoe done in the town of Digby, Nova Sootia,
while working there on & railroad. There
was living there at that time, a man by the
name of Raymond; he had a steam saw mill
in course of construction; that mill was set
on fire, and burned to the ground. He charged
his next door neighbor with the erime, had
him arrested, tried, and under slight circum-
stantial evidenge convicted, and sent to the
penitentiary for five years, while I looked on
and seen him go; and the tear-stained face of
his young wife hos haunted me to this day,
but that man was an innocent man. He kaew
nothing of that fire, it was me that sot fire to
that mill, and I was paid twenty-five dollars
for doing it, by a party then living there.

months of his five years sentence.

Suspicion was directed against Borden
from the fact that be bad been heard on
several occasions to threaten vengeance
upon Mr. Raymond, owing to the latter's
vigorous enforcement of the law against
the illicit liquor sellers of the town, of
whom Bordea was an active: member, and
for which be bad been convicted a number
of times.. In fact, at the time of tbe fire
two suits were pending ‘against him. At
Borden’s trial he was charged upon several
counts. One was that he had endeavored
to inzite others to throw explosives into
Mr. Raymond’s house. Upon being con-
victed of incendiarism this charge was not
pressed. Mr. Raymond maintains that the
evidence against Borden was not ‘¢ slight,”
as stated by Lyons, but very strong, vir-
cumstantially, Tho jury gave the evis
devce the mort caretul deliberation, and
remained oot all night before bringing in
their verdict,

Mr, Raymond wae clerk of license at
the time, and a very strong temperance
man. Bcefore be commenced taking ' pro-
ceedings against the liquor interest hv had
requested the Division to ask the Sheriff to
call a public meeting, and summon dele-
gates from all parts ot the County to take
the matter, of the prosecutions’ into con-
sideration. A very representative and en
thuriastic. meeting was beld, and the gen-
eral statement was very strong in favor of
the law being enforced. Acting upon tbis,
Mr. Raymond commenced proceedings,
and fined a large number of the illicit
dealers.

Whes the mill was burned the firm
considered that under the circumstances
the County should indemnily them for the
loss. Phe Court ot Sessions was conses
quently  memorialized and a unanimous
vote of that body was passed to
petition the Legislature for power to
amerce the County for & sum sufl-
cient to make good the lose, which was
estimated directly to amount to $12,000,
and indirectly to nearly the same amount,
as they had a large barque on the stocks in
course of coustruction, the timber for
which they would Le obliged to manufac-
ture at 8 heavy loss, their credit was im-
paired, and they were handicapped in every
way. The legislature granted the power
for taxation to the amount of $8000 ; bat
when brought up at the next meeting of
the Sessions for confirmation, the measure
was defeated, and the ultimate result bas
been that the Messrs. Raymond have never
been recouped in any way for their loss.
Mr, R. says he recollects of such a man as
Lyous living in the town at the time.
