Practical Talks and Plain Precepts
for Farmers.
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(The Outlook.)

Tne annual meeting of the above so-
ciety '~ opened at Aunapous koyal on
Luesday alternoon, Jan 13th, tne
president, K. M. Chipman, presiding.
Among the pronunent men present
were:—8. W. Chipman, secretary tor
agricuiture, K. B. Mklaerkin, president
o1 the Maritime Stock Breeders Assq,,
John - Donaldson, president of N. .
farmers Asso., G. H. Vroom, Domin-
10n Fruit Inspector and K. Kobertson,
Supt. xperumental Farm. L. W. fi-
liott and A. Uwen Price were appoint-
ed a commitiee on credentials and
tound about 50 representatives present.

The president’s annual address re-
fered to the very successiul picnic held
on July Ist at Bridgetown; the tact
that the county associations were
found so convenient for institute work;
that the provincial association had
been able to obtain from the Premier
a promise of $25.00 per year from the
government for each county associa-
uon, provided a similar grant was
given from the municipal councils of
the counties; each county is entitled
to a government grant of $230 every
third year for exhibition purposes the
advisability of holding an exhibition in
Annapolis  county in 1903 would be
brought before the association; this
assoclation has now the privilege of
sending two delegates to the Provine-
ial Farmers'* Association. Report ad-
opted.

Fred E. Cox then read a paper on
exhibitions, giving a sketch of the
history of exhibitions, pointing out
their value, the backwaraness ot An-
napolis county in this matter and the
importance of lmproving the present
favorable opportunity of holaing a
county exhibition this year.

L'he executive reported that strong
encouragement haa been given that a
$oU0 government grant would be giv-
en. hr. 0. S. Miller stated wnat
Bridgetown would guarantee half of
the possible deficit. Reports from the
dilierent agricultural societies were
submitted by representatives all favor-
able to an exhibition, and the major-
ity favoring Bridgetown as the loca-
tion. After a lengthy discussion it
was resolved unanimously that if sat-
isfactory financial arrangements can be
eliected, that we hold .an exhibition
next autumn., kred E. Cox, 0. S. Mil-
ler and John Lacey were appointed a
committee to interview the municipal
council to request that it meet halt a
possible defidit.

A paper was then read by John
Donaldson, entitled ““The pronts aris-
ing from the keeping of live stock.”’
e said in parti—

The Annapolis Valley is a most fav-
oured agricultural region. Why is not
more live stock kept where there are
so many natural conditions favourable.
He attributed it to the farmers not
liking the extra work involved in tak-
ing care of stock and thinking that
feeding stock did not really pay in
dollars and cents for the labour and
the feed consumed. This was on ac.
count chiefly of the great profit apple
growing brought to the Annapolis
Valley. But this widespread impres-
sion was obtained from an utter ab-
sence of keeping farm accounts and
some farmers were actually selling
their hay at 8 and 9 dollars per ton,
and not only losing $5 worth of plant
food per each ton of hay sold, but
they had to buy back that same plant
iood in bone at $30 per ton, potash at
$50 and sulphate of ammona at $65
per ton.

The keeping of live stock should be
and was by those who practised the
keeping ot farm accounts a direct
source of farm income. This meant
that the sale of stock and their pro-
ducts with the valuable fertilizer pro
duced gave to the farm a cash balance
over and above market prices for ev-
erything consumed whether grown on
the farm or purchased elsewhere, all
breeding expenses, bedding used and
daily wages for all labor employed.
There was also the additional profit
resulting from the dilference between
the cost of raising the various farm
crops and the market prices of the
same Crops.

But it was in farm fertility that the
greatest profit arose from the breeding
of live stock. Our agricultural
quence was plants, then animals to eat
those plants, then came fertility—culti-
vation, more plants, more animals,
greater fertility, larger and better
crops, more money and we might also
add, the more brains the more profit.
We must follow agricultural laws as
well as physical, civic or moral. We
break agricultural laws when we at-
tempt to make butter from beef cows,
when we try to farm with trotting
horse stock or when we try to grow
crops without fertilizers. Farm fertil-
itys.can be not only kept up but in-
creased by the application of farm
manures coupled with a judicious sys-
tem of crop rotation provided nothing
was sold except live stock and their
products. But this was not applicable
now to the Annapolis Valley which an-
nually exported such large quantities
of fruit. In such cases we must resort
to the purchase of commercial ferti-
lizers to supplement barn manures.
But such fertilizers were not in his op-
inion (1) as good or (2) as cheap or
(3) as economical as good stable man-
ure. Agricultural chemists swill tell us
just what elements and what quanti-
ties are contained in stable manure
and yet as a matter of fact we cannot
get as good results from an equal
quantity of those elements in any com-
mercial fertilizer. There are lots of
discoveries yet in agricultural know-
ledge and this is only a sample of a
lot of others that are awaiting light
and knowledge. Stable manure is the
cheapest fertilizer and all preserved is
valued all the way from $2 to $3 per
ton, valuing the Nitrogen, Phosphoric
Acid and Potash at the same prices as
they are quoted at wholesale in com-
mercial fertilizers. The wholesale cost
for the chemicals in a $30 ton of fer-
tilizer would not probably be more
than $17 per ton. To this must be ad-
ded the cost of mixing, bagging, haul-
ing, freight and two or three profits.
This is perfectly business life, e. g. A
baker might buy flour at two cents
per 1b and bake a pound loaf which
contained only 120z, flour. You would
not expect to buy the loaf for 10}
cents, which would be the exact cost
of the flour. Why not? Because the
baker should be paid for his time, ma-
terial and skill. In like manner ferti-
lizer ‘valuations do not show what
the bagged and mixed goods ought to
be sold for, nor do they indicate its
agriculture or ecrop producing value.
Stable manures are most economical
inasmuch as farmers can get paid for
their own skiil and labor in this pro-
duction.

Take a broad out-look on the field
of farming to-day. Farmers are more
than producers, they are manufactur-
ers as well. As to how you should
farm or what stock you should keep,
make a study of your own individual
conditions. No two men situated
just alike have similar  inclina-
tions. You must love your work if
you would d. Don’t hesitat
figure out what you are doing, your
lead pencil will be the best implement
you own, make constant use of it.
Don’t be afraid to employ labor if
you can make that labor profitable.
Don't continue feeding unprofitable
stock, the lead pencil “will tell you
what to discard. Then whatever lead-
ing crops you put all the skill
i 2 coalte nto

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The association then proceeded to
the elecuon . of officers, the old otticers
being re-appointed with the exception
thav K. o. klhott replaced kred L.
Cox on the executive, the latter ask-
ing to be relieved ot the otuce. The

Woodward and kred K. Cox
were elected delegates to the Farmers’
Association.

The Vice-President, W. H. Weather-
spoon, then -gave a suggestive paper
on “Work of the County Association.”
He favoured a county association
based upon representatives of the local
societies, other members to have full
privileges, except in voting. This
would prevent the danger of the asso-
ciation being packed for any particular
purpose at 25 cents per head. He
would have fruit growing subjects ex-
cluded from the program and the time
given to stock guestions. Road un-
provement and the cause of so many
misses in breeding, were subjects for
investigation. The secretary of the
county association might also act as
a bureau for the exchange of breeding
sires among local societies. Mr. Weath-
erspoon also favored the formation of
a county lire insurance company.

_The evening session opened with an
address by Mayor Robinson who ex-
tended a hearty welcome to the asso-
ciation. B. W. Chipman, secretary for
agriculture, replied, giving some hum-
orous anecdotes. He also gave an ad-
full of instructive statistics
showing the progress of Nova Scotia
agriculture during the past few years.
He advised farmers not to plant fruit
trees but to give more attention to
stock raising and dairying, urged the
boys to take agricultural courses and
spoke of the benefits of exhibitions.

Mr. Chipman also explained that the
report that he was opposed to county
farmers’ associations was entirely
wrong. He also explained that the
disappointment regarding Mr. McNeil's
meeting last summer was due to a
misunderstanding at Ottawa.

R. Robertson, Supt. Experimental
Farm at Nappan, was the next speak-
er. He came to get acquainted with
Annapolis Co., farmers, and would be
very glad to see them at Nappan eith-
er maividually or as a picnic. ‘Lhe ex-
cursion rate on the 1. C. R., will be
one cent per mile each way.

Clover is the most valuable plant on
the farm. It can be grown at a cost
of less than nothing. One doliar per
acre will pay for the seed, and when
sown with grain it has no perceptible
eliect upon 1ts growth as the grain is
done growing before the clover is of
much size. Lur soils generally contain
enough of plant food if it 1s only in
availuble form. Clover is the best a-
gency to release this food.

One good crop rotation used at Nap-
pan is grain the first year; roots the
second year and with 1t the fertilizer
for the four years in the shape of
about 30 tons of manure; grain the
third year, sowing with the grain
about 8 or 10 pounds of clover to the
acre and an equal amount of timothy;
and clover hay the fourth year. The
fifth year begins again with grain.
Cut the clover earlier than is usually
done and you have one of the best
ioods for either summer or winter use
and should have about three tons to
the acre. The aftermath to be plowed
under is very rich in humus. A three
vear rotation used at Nappan is roots,
grain and clover.

Nova Scotia is better adapted for
growing vegetables than Ontario. It
as casy to grow 1000 bushels of
mangols per acre in Nova Scotia as
to grow 800 in Ontario or Quebec. It
is as easy to get 1000 bushels per acre
after the barnyard manure following
clover, as to get 700 bushels following
manure u]()]lt‘.

There is as much nitrogen in one
ton clover roots as in two tons of
barnyard manure and five to fiiteen
tons of clover roots can be got from
an acre of land. 1 think there is as
inuch humus in one ton of clover roots
as in three or four tons of barnyard
manure. »

E. B. Elderkin, of Ambherst, next
spoke on ‘‘Marketing through a dairy
cow.” Mr. E. did not know as it
was of much use to talk of such ardu-
ous work as dairying to the people
of the Annapolis Valley, who had noth-
ing to do but watch the apples grow
and send the boys out to pick them,
their only worry being to keep the boys
from putting the small apples in the
imiddle of the barrel. Mr. Elderkin
then proceeded to give a detailed and
very interesting ‘account of the six
months dairy test at the late Pan-
American exhibition in which he was
in charge of the several groups of Cana-
dian cows, which under unfavorable
conditions - made so favorable a show-
ing. Rvery item of expense was ta-
bled and every pound of food weighed.
A!l cows showed a net profit. The
kighest single Canadian cow was $50.25,
the lowest $25.04 and the average
$30.31. The speaker urged faruiers to
get good cows, give good feed and
keep a close tab on them. Nova Sco-
tia raises better vegetables than On-
tario. Vegetables and Clover are two
friends - of the Nova Scotia farmer.
The hope of our province is in keeping
the boys on the farms. Take as our
guide the Pan-American exhibition
motto, ‘“Speak to the Earth and it
shall teach thee.”

Mr. G. H. Vroom, was the last
speaker, and although the hour was
late, he held the close attention of the
audience as he gave the results of some
of his observations during his trips in
various provinces. He said in effect
that the first fruit in Canada was
probably in Champlain’s garden in
Quebec in 1609. Nova Scotia is grow-
ing a lot of apples as good ones as
are produced under the sun. The only
commerecial variety in which Ontario
beats us is the Spy. The Evangeline
and Loyalist have as good ventilation
system as can be got without actual
cold storage. Reports from the last
cargo of the latter say the bottom
tier of apples were in as good con-
dition as the top ones.

Mr. Vroom’s visits to the markets
of the Maritime provinces consiined
him that we are making a great w:is-
take in sending only our poor fruit
and some of it dishonestly packed for
the local market. ‘the local market of
the Maritime provinces is good for
60,060 barrels per year and Ontario by
sending good honest fruit is capturing
1t from us. There are a few rogues in
the Valley who are ruining our repu-
tation and are handing our local mar-
kets over to Ontario. “‘Sometimes,
when merchants showed me the fruit
they had purchased, it made e a-
shamed to acknowledge that I lived in
the Annapolis Valley. While I was in
a store in one of*the New Brunswick
towns a lady came in to solicit money
for Missions in China. The merchant
refused. “Why,” said the lady, “you
always have given something. “I
can’t give any more,” replied the mer-
chant, “for when I get a chest of tea
from China I find it the samein the
the middle as on top, but when I get
a barrel of apples from the Annapolis
Valley they are good on top and
worthless in the middle. 1f you will
raise money to send a missionary to
the Annapolis Valley, I will head the
list.”

Ontario is supposed to be well orga-
nized for: institute wotk, but is still
completing her organization by new
societies. Ontario is a rich province,
but no better than our own. I would
not give a good farm in the Vﬂ“;)’
for ti\le best I.saw in Ontario. We
have the richest heritage in the Do-
we must wake
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particularly so and should be pub-
lished. So far as time permitted
valuable discussions followed the pa-
pers.

Before the meeting adjowrned a mo-
tion was unanimously passed that pro-
vided satisfactory finencial arrange-
mehts are made with the government,
Municipal Council, and Bridgetown civ-
ic council, that the exhibition be held
next fall at Bridgetown.

Votes of thanks to Annapolis Royal,
and to speakers were passed.

The list of outside speakers at the
meeting of the association was partic-
ularly good. The attendance was very
representative throughout the county,
but the local attendance scarcely what
it should have been. The exhibition
scheme was heartily supported by all
the representatives, and although
there was a healthy rivalry for its lo-
cation, the matter was settled harmon-
iously. The prospects for a successful
exhibition in Annapolis Co. are good.
