gain of about seventy per cent.; but meanwhile the number
of our communicants has risen from 146,000 to 423,000, or
w gain of nearly 200 per cent.  In other woids the Church
lag grawna thiee times as fust as the nadion.

Moreover thisinerease is not confined to any one section.
Some religions bodies are very strong in certain localities,
auat are simply insignificant or ntterly unknown elsewhere.
The CGaiturians in Massachusetts and the Campbellites in
the West are illustraiions of this. It is not so with the
Churcli.  Ter growth is even more marked in the o'der
captmitnides of the Igast, than 1 the newer settlements at the
West. A few month<ago there was a good-natured dispute
hetween onr missionary jurisdictions and some of our or-
aanized western dioceses, as to where the most work hacd
heen doue and where there was the largest return for the
Lelp so generonsly given.  There are, however, dioceses,
on the Atlantic coast, whicl can point with just pride to the
mission work done within their borders, aud challenge a
compurizon of results.

Take Massachusetts and Counceticut for instance. 1lere
the increased influence of the Church is even more marked
than her material growth.  Yer how great the latier has
been. It was once said that the Charch in New England
could never he unything but an exotic, and must depend
on ontside help for support. When we run our eyes dewn
the long list of parishes, and foot up the thousands giveu by
them iur the work of the Gospel in more distant fields, such
predictions seem ahsard.

Tuarn from these two States to New York. Fifty years
wxo the ISmpire State was a single Diocese with about 200
clergy wnd about 10,000 communicants. Now there are
within its borders, jire Dinceses with nearly ~00 elergy and
100,000 communicants.  Thongh New York has been the
part where most of onr immigrants have landed, and
though the Irishmim loves the city far better than the
conutry, yet, i spile of all (s, the Church has made a
marvellous growth.  Iow marvellons thut growth bas been,
van best be showa by one statement. If the Stwie had
arown as fast, there would now be 2 population of tweniy-fire
witfons within her borders instead of five.  Fifty years ago
we hiad only five communicani= in every 1,000 of the popa-
ation, bhut tosday we have twenty. In other words the
Chureh in New York has grawn four tirves as fast as the
State.—fer Thomus Hareison, @ the Churclman.
