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for that which is determined shall be done.  Nei-
ther shall he regard the God of his fathers, Nor
regard any God: for he shall magnify himself
above all.” Dan xi. 36, 37.

According to Protestants, this is said of Anti-
christ. Now, let them name, which of the Popes
of Itome has denied the God of his forefathers?
Or magnificd himself above every God ?  Or spoke
againsi the God of Gods? If none of the Popes
have done this, then, we are absolutely certain,
none of the Popes were Antichysts.

moreover, are continually sending missioners _into
all parts of the world, to propagste amongst infidels.
the name of Christ: from whom, in a Word, al-
most all nations of the Christian world, did,.at first
reeeive their Christianity, England in perticulir.
Those who have ever looked into Scripture, nust
clearly perceive that the great Antichrist there men-.
tio.ied, s one single person, the greatest of all im-
postors, who will make his apperance a little be-
fore the day of judgement; will deny Jesus Christ
and, in his place proclaim himself to be the Messial,
and God ; /Belarm. de Rom. Pont. xiv. and xii.),
will de great prodigiés, and reign in great pros-
perity for about threc years and a half, persecuting.
the Church beypnd all the tyrants that went before
him. Itis true St John makes mention of some
Antichrists that were already come in his time;
but his meaning cannot Ve, that the great Anti-
christ himself was'then come in person, but only,
that he had appeared in his precursors, and such
wiched men as were types of him. Now, by the
very characters he gives of tnese, we know they
could not be the Popes and Bishopsof Rome, that
were in St. John’s time, for thesc, were no ather
than St. Pater, and his immediate successors, who,
for the first three hundred years after Christ, almost
every cne suffered martyrdom for the fdith. of.
Chnist : but much rather the Antichrists that were
come in St John’s time as precursors of the great
Antichrist, were the heretics of that age, especially
such as dewied our Saviour to be the Messiah ; which
is the very doctrine that Antichrist himself will
teach in person. So all the ancients ever unders
stood the matter. Now, I appeal to all sober Pro-
testauts, whether our interpretation of Scripture ox
theirs, in relation to Antichrist, is the most praba-
ble. They will do well, at the same. time, to, re-
flect, whether these, their industrious slanders,
against the Church of Churist, and +the heads of it
styling one the Whore of Babylon and the qther
Antichrist, are not damunable sins, of which they
must give a terrible account one day to God: and
what opinion ought they to have of a religion
which, by a prineciple that is intrinsic.and essential
to it, teaches al. its followers daily té>mtter . these
abominable slanders. o Y
