Mako a stufiing
by chopping fine the breud orust and pieces which
have been saved for the purpose with one or two
onions and pepper and salt ; moistsn with waler,
and orams the birds full. Salt them and place
them, back down, in the baking pot, and prooceed
to bake ag directed for bread. Have a litile watcr
in the bottom of the pot to begin with, and keep it
good by lifting the cover and basting with hot
water ocoasionally, One hour for pigeons and
birds of that sise, and more time propertionately
for larger birds,

Meats.—Ot any kind oan be cooked in the same
manuer.

Meat.—To fry. Have your picesof a size to
ouver the botlom of the (ry-pan, and pepper and
salt it, Hoeal the &m almost to redness, rub the
botiom with a pork rind and throw the meat

uiokly on. Let it sear for a few moments till a
light erust {e formed on the surface. Remove the
meat to & warm pan in readinees, heat the fry-pan
again and put the meat with tle raw side dowu.
‘When this is seared the juice is hermetioally sealed
between. Now loosen it from tbe bottom, rud
sgain with the pork rind and pni uver coals to
finish, rare or done, tu Lthe operator’s taste,

Birds.—To stew If the birds are amall, like
snipe, woodeosk, plover, pigeons, or rail, cook them
whole. Iflarge, quarter theam. B8alt and pepper
oash piece and lay it in the pot, oceasionally & oold
bissuit or Loasted bread and two or three onions, cut
small. When the birds are all in, poar in hot
water till they are just sovered, and put on the fire
to boil. Add a tesspoonful of salt. Take two tea-
speonsful of flour and one of meal in a oup, and
rub them together with a little pork {at and salt and
pepper, and stir boiling water in till about as thick
as cream aud add a wine-giassful of Worceatershire
sauce. When the birds have boiled an heur, pour
this mixtare in and boil twenty minutes longer. If
the birds are young and tender, lesa time will eook
them. If it boils down too fast, replenish with
botling water from the tea kettle, 50 as tc keep at

To Roast turkey, goose or large meat, have a
ight new dog ohain, with & good swivel, and a hoek
wade of 816 ineh wire, sharp at the peint, and
with an eye into whieh to snap the ehaia. In front
of the fire drive two forkel stakes, leaving the
orotches three or four faet above the ground, and
seross thess lay a pole. Balt and peppar your meat
or bird, and hook it securely $o the ebain.
