4. Total number of Canadian boats, large and
sma]l craf t, deetroyed through shooting by
American enforcement officers.

5. Total nuzuber of cases in whieh protesta
have been made to the United States govern-
ment.

6. Total number of apologies received froen
the United States government.

7. Total nuniber of cases not yet settled,
giving dates.

8. Wh.at progress bas been made with the
cases yet unsettled.

9. What steps, if any, the government has
taken to put a stop to, the shooting and murder-
ing by American enforcement officers of Cana-
dian citizens.

10. Total number of Canadians killed by
United States prohibition agents in 1929.

11. Total numiber of Canadjans wounded by
United States prohibition agents in 1929.

12. Total number of Canadian prieoners taken
by United States prohibition agents in 1929.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: I would direct
the attention of the bouse to paragraph 9 in
the motion:

What steps, if any, -the government lias taken
to put a stop to the shooting and murdering by
American enforcemenlt oflicers of Cana4aun
citizens.

1 submit that a question so worded should
not lie permitted. As to the other questions,
1 think it will be possible for tbe govern-
ment to supply tbe information requested
but I do not think that an hon. member
of this bouse bas the riglit to make a reflec-
tion of the kind implied in that question upon
the officiais of the government of any coun-
try.

Mr. GOTT: Substitute the word "killing."

Mr. ROBINSON: Would it not be satis-
factory to delete the word "murdering" and
let tbe question stand?

Mr. SPEAKER: I would bave to rule it
out because the rules of the bouse are that
notbing disrespectful must ho stated against
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a friendly government. This question states
that murders bave been committed, and I
tbink it must be dropped.

Mr. HANSON: It miglit be provocative
to the Americans.

Mr. SPEAKER: It is out of order.
Motion as amended agreed to.

CANADIAN STOCKS HELD IN THE UNITED
KINGDOM

Mr. CAHAN moved:
1. For a copy of ail conditions or regulations

prescribed by the treasury of the United King -
dom, under the provisions of the Colonial Stock
Act, 1900, governing the admission of stocks of
the Dominion of Canada to the list of securities
authorized for investuzent by trustees in the
United Kingdom.

2.- For a list of stocks of the Dominion of
Canada, with respect to which sucli conditions
or regulations have been complied with.

3. For a copy cf ail declarations or agree-
ments made by the govern-ment of the Dominion
of Canada authorizing the disallewance of legis-
lation of said Dominion which appearu to the
governmenlt of the United Kingdom prejudicial
to the holde-rs of sucli stocks of the Dominion
cf Canada, who are resident in the United
Kingdûom.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Mr. Speaker,
there may be some papers asked for wbich,
the government will be unable to f urnish, but
we will be happy to bring down ail we bave.

Motion agreed to.

ST. LAWRENCE WATERWAY

Mr. MANION moved:
For a copy of ail papers, letters, orders in

council, or other documents deailing with the
deepening of the St.. Lawrence river between
the eastern end of lake Ontario and Prescott
(or Ogdensburg).

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Mr. Speaker,
this resolution covers possible correspondence
between the Canadian Department cf External
Affairs and the legation of the United States
at Ottawa, as weil as correspondence be-
tween that department and our own minister
at Washington. It sbould, I think, be under-
stood that the same practice wiiI be followed
in Canada as is followed in Great Britain,
and tbat correspondence of a confidential.
nature between the legations and the govern-
ment should be treated as sucb. There bas
been some correspondence with the United
States government with regard to the subjeet
matter of tbe resolution but I am not sure
that that correspondence can be brouglit down
at tbe present time inasmucb as the matter
is one which in part is stili under considera-
tion. Some cf the information asked for can
and will ho brought down.
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
