IMMIGRATION SETTLEMENT SERVICES CONTRACT SYSTEMS

Question No. 199-Mr. Herbert:
1. On what basîs does the Department of Manpower and Immigration

judge the effîcîency and effectîveness of the aid to immigrants by the
groups funded under the Settlement Services Contract System?

2. Are only two of the groups Iocated outsîde the Cities of Montreal
and Toronto in the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec and, if so, what
specîfir steps are being taken to provide adjustment and settlement
service in the eight provinces flot covered by sîmîlar volunteer
organization?

Hon. Robert K. Andras (Minister of Manpower and
Irmmigration): 1. The efficiency and effectiveness of aid
to immigrants given by groupa funded by the Department
of Manpower and Immigration are judged on the basis of
their demonstrated performance related to their aima and
objectives as stated at the time funding is granted.

2. More immigrants settie in Toronto and Montreal than
in any other Canadian cities. There are, of course, volun-
tary groupa funded by the Department of Manpower and
Immigration that provide direct settiement assistance to,
these immigrants. Groupa that provide a sîmilar service 10
immigrants and receive funda from the department are
also located in such cities as Three Rivera, Hamilton,
Windsor, Edmonton and Vancouver. Officers of the
department are currently evaluating submissions received
froni other voluntary gîuups in various locations to deter-
mine whether they meet departmental criteria. Those that
do, will be eligible for financial assistance. At the prescrnt
lime, many voluntary groupa, in addition t0 those men-
tioned above, perform a very valuable funiction in the
selîlement and integration of immigrants in many com-
munities throughout Canada. In addition, the department
is strengthening its capability to co-ordînate these ser-
vices through ils regional and local offices acroas Canada
so that, wherever possible, immigrants may receive assist-
ance in the location in which they live.

Hon. Jamnes Richardson (Minister of National
Defence): The locations and forecasted expenditures for
1974/75 for the upgradîng of exîslîng married quartera for
Armed Forces personnel are as follows:
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
