REQUEST FOR PUBLICATION 0F DEPARTMENT 0F JUSTICE
LEGAL OPINION

Right Hon. Joe Clark (Leader of the Opposition): Madam
Speaker, my question is directed to the Prime Minister and it
relates to, the so-called Kirby document, the strategy document
that was set out by the government in the summer of last year,
which indicated the way it could get its constitutional package
through. I wonder if the Prime Minister could tell the House
whether the gevernment has an opinion from the Department
of Justice that:

-a Iaw passed by the U.K. parliament to patriate the Constitution, with an
amendment formula and other changea. could nos be successfully attacked in the
Canadian courts.

I would also like to ask the Prime Minister, in light of the
unusual interest in a situation where action by the British
parliament could not be challenged by the Canadian courts,
whether the Prime Minister would take the unusual step, in
these unusual circumstances, of publishing that legal opinion
of the Department of Justice.

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister): Madam
Speaker, I indicated te thîs House before that 1 have seen the
so-called Kirby document but 1 had not read it. 1 therefore
cannot answer the question as te whether there is any legal
opinion te, that effect. However, it seems te me that if the
Leader of the Opposition had any fears in that regard, they
would have been dissipated by the proposai 1 made earlier this
week te the effect that we weuld net, in fact, go te Great
Britain, if the Supreme Court of Canada ruled against the
constitutienality of the motion new before the Heuse.
