Emergency Planning Canada's budget is carried in the
estimates of the Department of National Defence and, for the
durrent fiscal year, includes approximately $1.4 million for
salaries and $4,92 1,000 for operating expenses. Out of the
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latter, $3,8 27,000 was identified for the provision of assistance
to provinces and territories in their emergency planning. How-
ever, since $2 million of this was budgetted for a change in
program which did not take place, that amount has been
frozen, leaving $1 ,827,000 available to provinces as under:
