THE University’s classes in Social Study are designed for the
instruction of men and women who may be seeking
appointments connected with municipal or national
administration, or who desire to take part in the work of
Friendly or Co-operative Societies, or to prepare themselves
for service as members of bodies charged with the duties
of Local Government. They are equally intended for the
benefit of clergymen and ministers, as well as of laymen
who take part in social work in connection with religious

organisations.

The importance of such training is obviously enhanced
at the present time, the war having modified social
relations so largely and brought so many fresh problems

to the front.
