An Act to amend the Dominion Elections Act, 1900.

HIS Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the 
Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as 

follows :—
1. The last nine lines of section 108 of The Dominion Elec- 

5 tions Act, chapter 12 of the statutes of 1900, are repealed and 
the following are substituted therefor :—

“ (j. ) Every person who by abduction, duress or any forcible 
or fraudulent device or contrivance, impedes, prevents or other­
wise interferes with the free exercise of the elective franchise 

10 by any voter, or compels, induces, or prevails upon any voter 
to give or refrain from giving his vote for or against any candi­
date at any election ;

“ (k.) Every person who, being an employer, pays his 
employees the wages or salary due, in pay envelopes, upon 

15 which there is written or printed any political motto, device 
or argument containing threats, express or implied, intended 
or calculated to influence the political opinions or actions of 
such employees, or within ninety days of a general election 
puts or otherwise exhibits in the establishment or place where 

20 his employees are engaged in labour, any handbill or placard 
containing any threat, notice or information, that if any par­
ticular ticket or candidate is elected or defeated, work in his 
place or establishment will cease in whole or in part, his estab­
lishment will be closed up, or the wages of his employees will 

25 be reduced, or other threats, express or implied, intended or 
calculated to influence the political opinions or actions of his 
employees ;

“ (l.) Every person who, being an officer or employee of 
Canada or of any province thereof, directly or indirectly uses 

30 his authority or official influence to compel or induce any other 
such officer or employee to pay or promise to pay any political 
assessment, or—

“ (2.) being an officer or employee of Canada or any province 
thereof, directly or indirectly gives, pays or hands over to any 

35 other such officer or employee any money or other valuable 
thing on account of, or to be applied to, the promotion of his 
election, appointment or retention in office, or makes any 
promise or gives any subscription to such officer or employee to 
pay or contribute any money or other valuable thing for such 

40 purpose or object,—or
“ (3.) prepares or makes,out or takes any part in preparing 

or making out any political assessment, subscription or con­
tribution, or sends or presents any political assessment, 
subscription or contribution to, or requests its payment of, any 

45 such officer or employee ;
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
