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of conditions may have an effect upon repre-
sentation.

Mr. FOSTER. In making his calcula-
tion of 456,000 square miles territ ory of
Ungava f0 he added to Quebec, has the
rIght hon. Prime Miniater taken Info con-
sideration the Newfoundland strip? If so,
how bas he got at- the calculation of arts, ?

,Sir WI'LFRID -LAURIER. 1 have taken
the calculations as I understand thema to, be
made by the statisticlan. The atrlp of
Newfoundland Is not taken into considera-
tion. No human belng can say to-day
where the boundary line is between ýNew-
foundland and Canada. The matter is very
much involved. If ls now to be referred
to arbitration, an agreement wifh the gov-
ernment of Newfoundland having been
reached f0 that effecf. If 1 rememýber weli,
if la f0 be ief t to the arbif ration of the
Privy Council. But 1 have read the mem-
orial of the province of Newfoundland
upon that and also the vlews presented by
the province of Quebec; and their views are
s0 much at variance that I would not pre-
sume to give an opinion. At ail events,
I do not know whether this includes the
strip of Ibud of the Labrador coat. I can-
not say as to that.

,Mr. FOSTER. ls there not a danger of
complicatlng the matter if you give a defi-
nite territory out of Ungava to the pro-
vince of Quebec and do not know the
amount of territory that Newfoundland may
ultlmately be adjudged to own?

Sir WILFRID LAURIER. That diffi-
culfy wiil no more arise now than a similar
difficulty arose ln 1881, when the boundaries
of Manitoba were extended to the frontier
of Ontario. This la a matter that is to be
settIed by judicini autbority. But whether
tule terrltory continues to belong to Canada
or la given to Quebec, at the present mo-
ment lt does belong f0 Canada. We have
taken the precaution to, ask the province of
Quebec to be a parfy to that arbitrafion,
because It ls lnterested ln the .boundary
wherever It may ultimately be decided to
be. In 1881, when the Act was passed
extendlng the boundary of Manitoba to the
frontier of Ontario, the conteat waa re-
moved from Canada to Ontario and Muni-
toba-they were the parties who f ouglit the
Issue. In the sume wuy, If we allow
this terrItory to go to Quebec, Quebec wil
become intereated ln the question. Then,
though we retain Our aovereignty, I think
fhey should have a say and become a party
f0 the question.

Mr. BE. N. LEWIS (West Huron), In
arranging all these matters, are precau-
fions belng taken to safeguard the Immense
foresta there and, to that end, to establiah
foreat reserves sucb as wlll be necessary
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for the future of the country, following the
lead of the United States where Immense
suras of publie money are now being spent
ln forest reserves?

Sir WILFRID LAURIER. -One of the
reasons why Quebec bas asked for this ter-
ritory is because that province is ln a bet-
ter position to take care of the forests than
we are. They can follow trespassera and
otherwise enforce regulations. This exten-
sion is advocated as one of the methods of
preserving the forest, and that ls one of
the arguments put forward by Quebec.

Mr. LEWIS. Why flot federal forest re-
serves?

Sir WILFRID LAUJRIER. That la an-
other consideration. But it ls not germane
ta the ceise 1 have now in hand. As 1 have
said, this preservation of the foresta ls one
of the points made by Quebec ln favour of
piacing this terrltory within Its jurlsdictlon.
1 think that it is admitted that at the pre-
sent time the province of ýQuebec and the
province of Ontario are taking reasonable
precautions for the protection of their forest
-not as much as tbey should do, 1 belleve,
but they are advancing ln this respect and
constantly Improvlng their methods. Re-
tuYrnlng to the point with whIch 1 was deal-
ing, the effect of this annexation of terri-
tory upon representation, 1 must say that 1
sympathize with that view of the question;
it Is a view that must not ibe forgotten.
But, for my part, I cannot see that any lm-
mediate, or even future, danger is threat-
ened. It bas neyer been contemplated,
and cannot be serlously contemplated, that
there wlll be any great Influx of population
into that territory. But, even ahould there
be an influx of population, lt will be time
to consider the question and see what safe-
guards should be adopted In order f0 pre-
serve the balance of representation. More
than that, 1 intend, for my part, when the
matter la referred to, the governmenf of
Quebec to draw the attention of that gov-
ernment to the objections which have been
advanced more than once on the floor of
this House against the increase of the ter-
ritory of Quebec on this ground. 1 have
reason to belleve that these objections wiii
be given a fair hearlng and full considera-
tion.

Mr. R. L>. BORDEN (Carleton). *I have
very littie to, say on this occasion. The
difficuit part of the question which bas been
presented f0 the House ls left entirely open
by the remarks of the Prime MlnIster this
morning. 1 do not understand that the
resoluflon whlch bas been proposed la to be
the basis of any Act to be passed this ses-
sion; It la merely a resolution which deflnes
the boundaries and leaves everything else
iibsolutely open. I observe that that la the
view taken of it-apparently an Inspired.
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
