T WRECK OF HE STELA

Inhuman Conduct Charged Against
People Connected With the
Rescuing Vessel.

SURVIVORS: WERE MADE T0 PAY

For Refreshments After Being
Picked Up From the Icy Waters
' “by the Vera.

New York, April 16.—The London cor-
respondeént of The Herald cables the fol-
lowing:

The horror caused by the wreck of the ex-
cursion steamer Stella on the Casket Rocks
off the Guernsey coast at Easter has far
from subsided. In fact, sympathy has now
glven place to a feeling of indignation, the
cause of which will require a deal of ex-
plaining away to the coroners enquiry,
which is to be held next week,

Burvivors were invited to attend, if they

conld throw any light on the speed of the
vessel at the time of the disaster, as it had
been suggested that the Stella was going at
full speea turough rog, but some unéxpected
information was forincoming in anotuer di-
rection,

Castaways Badly Treated.

It had been rumored that when two boat
loads of castaways from the BStella were
rescued and taken on board the Vera, also
belonging to the London and Southwestern
Rallway Company, they had to pay for
such food as they required. Evidence at the
t¢-l_r‘|lc,|nh'y has proved that this is ounly too

When, after being afloat all night in the
cold and fog In open boats, they were taken
on board the Vera, they were offered noth-
ing in the shape of stimulant or food, not
heing helped to even a cup of coffee, and
from those who did go into the saloon pay-
ment for whatever they got was demanded,
Had it not been for assistance from some
of the Vern's passengers, the shipwrecked
ones would have fared badly. *

Was Driving Too Fast,

Rome, April 16.—The thanksgiving mass at
8t. Peter's Cathedral, which was postpou-
ed, on account of the fliness of His Holl-
ners, from the anniversary of the corona-
tion, was celebrated to-day in the Basilica,
which was thronged with diplomats, repre-
sentatives of the Eastern patriarchates and
foreign notables. The Pope entered by an
interlor staircase, communicating with the
‘Chapel of the Holy Sacrament, at half-
past 10 this morning.

GERMAN CHUISER CORMORANT

On the Way to Strengthen the Ger~
man Forces at Samoa—She
Had a Mishap.

Berlin, April 16.—The protected crulser
Cormorant, according to relluble fnforma-
tlon obtained by the Assoclated Press, 1%
just now the only German .vessel on her
way to strengthen the German force at
Apla, Samoan lslands, The gunboat Moewe
has arrived at Matupl, New Britain, off
the coast of Kalser V\Hhehnnlund, the Ger-
man protectorate in southeast Fapua, from
which point she may be ordered to Apla
speedily, if the situvation should demand.
Both the Cormorant (1640 tons displace-
ment), and the Moewe (848 tons displace-
ment), are much smaller and of less tight-
ing power than the protected cruiser
Hertha (5650 tons displacement), which is
now on the way to Asian waters, where,
on her arrival, the total German squadron
will have a displacement of 40,000 tons and
an equipment of 3400 men. ‘The protected
eruiser Geler (1776 tons displacement) is
now beginning a cruise along the Pacific
coast of the United States.

Cormorant Had an Accident,
Brisbane, Queensland, April 16.—The Ger-
man protected cruiser Corimporant, en route
for Samoa from China, has arrived here.
She reports that on March 25 she struck
a_reef in the Bismarck archipelago,between
Kaiser Whilhelms!land and New Ireland,
where she remaiped fast for six days.
