SIXTY HINERS MET DEATH.

e ———

Explosion of Fire Damp in the Mines
of the Carbon Hill' Coal
Company.

TOWN OF CARBONADO THE SCENE

Tannels Ran for Miles Under the
Place and the Citizens Were °
in a Great Panic.

Carbonado, Wash., Dec. 9.—About noon
to-day this quiet coal-mining village was
stunned with the first report of a terrific
subterranean explosion in the mine of the
rarbou Hill Coal Company, the tunnels ot
which run for miles under the town. There
was an enormous rumbling, smothered
sound for a few moments, and then it

ceased abruptly. The people Who had
been accustomed, to a livelihood by min-
{ng knew at once what this meant, and
stood around with Dblanched faces.
Explosion of Fire Damp.

Apprebensions - of some fearful disaster
were confirmed in a little while with in-
formation that the morning shirt in tunnei
No. 7 had been caught in an explosion of
fire damp. Between (0 and 80 men were at
work in the mine at the time, and the
meagre report conveyed the information
that all must have been Killed, as there

ras no chance of escape. Those who were
not killed outright would be hemmed in by
falling walls and timbers, and suffocated
by the| fumes and smoke before any op-
portunity for relief could come.

A Rush of the Inhabitants.

A rush of the inhabitants was made in
the direction of the mouth of the tunmnel
The wives of the men supposed to be in the
ghaft ran to and fro, screaming and wring-
ing their hands with apguish, crying child-
ren clinging to their skirts.

It was all that D. 1. Davies, the super-
intendent of the mine, could do to keep the
friends of the doomed miners and their
wives from plunging madly nto the tun-
pel’s mouth. The coal mine§ were those
of the Carbon Hill Coal Cohjpany. bat
they really belong to the' South Pacific
Railway Company. The coal ' Is a soft,
bituminons variety, productive of a large
{)mportlnn of gas, and has been much used
n gas manufacture. The foreman in charge
of the shift was J. H. Davies. It is said
that seventy-eight men were working under
him. Sixteen bodies, all mangled out ot
recognition, have, so fat, been taken out
by the relief corps, :

: Details Are Meagre.

So far the details of the disaster are
meéagre, as Supt. Davies and IForeman
John H. Davies of the day shift are now
down in the mine, engaged in the rescue.
The number of men employed in the first
day shift was 72. The explosion occurred
between 10 and 11 a. ni.,, as near as can
be ascertained. Davies, — the foreman,

escaped unhurt, and, besides him, about
20 of the Fins. Most of the men are
Welsh, and several of the Welsh miners

also escaped, but they immediately turned
to and went back into the mine in hope
of being able to rescue those still sup-
posed to be alive.

The mines gave work to 400 men, ana

h‘;ul an output of 300.000 tons annually.
They are situated forty mile® from Ta-
roma, on the Caseade division of the
Nerthern Pacific. . The mines are In a
deep ravine, through which the Carhon
River flows, It js a glacial river. “The
mines are supplied with every appliance

for safety. 'They are largely tunnelled,
and the tunnels are so big that locomotives
run into them.

Joint Meeting in East Elgin
on Saturday.

TALKED ON ONTARIO FINANGES.

North Toronto’s Member Made the
Liberal-Patron Look Small—
Premier at Oshaws.

Avimer, Ont,, Dec. 9.—Determined to
have the finances of the province placed
befors the electors of East Elgin in such a
way as to remove all doubt. as to the merits
of the statements of the two parties, the
Couservatives here arranged for a Joint
debate between G. F. Marter and a repre-
sentative of the Liberal party. Thel L"’(;
erals accepted the challenge and select?
Josvsph Hu‘:'cock, ex-M.L.A., as thelr ﬂ;ﬂm'
plon. The discussion took place this after-
noon in the Town Hall here, before one
of the largest audiences ever assembled In
the town, electors being present from every

he riding. !

pah?r.oglsxrtor opgned the debate by 2 .half
hour's discussion-on the financial coudition
of the province. He uised a number qt
sheets printed in large figures, which couid
be seen by all the audience, and as oe
pointed to the figures, asked Mr. Haycock
to say whether or not they were correct.

The Liberal champion was forced some-
what reluctantly te admit that they were
entirely accurate. Mr. Marter's first sheet
showed the Sandfield-Macdonald surplus of
$3,£15,010. The second sheet showed that
it was composed only of cash on hand and
invested.

Mr. Haycock in his first half hour tried
to break the force of Mr. Marter's arraign-
ment of the Government’s financial record,
but was forced to confess that the boasted
surplus had been exploded.

Mr. Marter in his second half hour ~on-
tented himself mainly with showing that
Mr. Haycock, when in  Parliament, had
himself condemned by his votes the ex-
travagance of the Government. He also
shewed how, by economical management,
the business of the country could be effici-
ently carried on with a greatly reduced ex-
penditure, while the outlay- of the pwo-
vintce eould be kept within the income.
Mr. Haycock claimed that the Govern-
ment had changed .i’s policy as well as its
personnel, and that he was therefore not
inconsistent in now supporting them. He
sald that since Mr. Hardy's accession to
the Premiership, no members had been ap-
pointed to officé, and also hazarded the
statement thac the printing of the school
books had been let by tender. !

Mr. Marter closed with a ten-minute
speech, refuting Mr. Haycock’s argument
as to the school book temder, etc.

CALDER'S LAST MEETING

Was Held at Brooklin on Saturday
Night—Mr, Carscallen’s
Address,

Brooklin, Dec. 9.~(Special.)—The cam-

to put on an export duty. Mr. Ross claims

Ilustrated by Steries Told in ‘His
inimitable Manner Moved
the Vast Throng.

It Is sale ‘to say that T. De Witt Tal-
mage has very seldom had as many people
at his feet as he had yesterday afternoon
at the Metrbpolitan Church., It was not
that they cared particularly to be so close,
but there was no other place for tjem to
sit or stand. The church was filled long
before 8 and people ccould be met coming

away from the church with the melancholy
information, *'Can’t get in.” KEvery avail-
able space in the church was jammed. In
the aisles, doorways, Inside and around
the altar-rall, expectant people walted for
the preacher. Kven on the platform the
preacher’s movements were hampered for
fear of tripping over plug hats, umbrellas

and coats. P

A Striking Pulpit Orator.

It has been said Talmage to hear was
not the Talmage to read, but this was not
the case yesterday. The audience was very
much impressed and convinced of his power
as a speaker. Clean shaven, with a power-
ful voice and an almost dramatic delivery,
he was a very striking figure in the pulpit.
His power of tell stories is great, and
it seemed to please him to see how he could
sway the people by them, for he gave three
or four in succession. Some of these, such
as the love of a mother ghat was gone and
her dying charges, seemed unnecessary, for
it was something people did not need to be
reminded’ of. :

Why These Servieces ?
At 8 o'clock Mr. Talmage, Revs. R. P.
Bowles, C. O. Johnson, Dr. Sutherland and
Dr. German entered and took seats on the
platform. Br. Sutherland conducted the
opening services and the congregational
singing was one of the most impressive
features of the service. After a prayer,
Dr. Sutherland explained that one of the
objects of that service and the one Mon-
day evening in Massey Hall was to aid
Clinton-street Methodist Church in raising
a mortgage. Already $6809 had been rals-
ed and $1200 more was needed to put the
church on a working financial basis. The
collection-was then taken up, after which
Mr. Talmage commenced his sermon.

What Talmage Said,
0Old books, he said, go out of date, What
questions they discussed and wrongs they
struck at had long ago ceased, while the
things they advocated had passed away.
Many of the city and national libraries
were resting places of dead books. Once
in a while one came across an old boo
whose leather lips seemed to say, “I wis
I was dead.”” Monuments and pillars were
erected for dead men and women, but none
for dead books.

His Dearest Treasure.

He then spbke of the Bible and how
tyranny, persécution and superstition had
not destroyed it. Now in its pathway schools,
churches and asylums of mercy had been
raised. The dearest treasure he owned
was a dear old family Bible, which he had
leafed, seated on his mother's knee while
she told him its sweet stories.
ple doubted its authenticity, but there was
more evidence that it was true than_ that
Shakespeare wrote Hamlet: Milton, Para-
dise Lost; or Scott, Marmion.

The Most Popular Book.
To-day the Bible was the most popular
book, the church the most popular institu-
tion, and Jesus the most popular name.
When in early days efforts wwere made 10
destroy the Bible there were only 400
copies, but now there were 400,000,000.
BEverywhere it was seen under the paint-
er's hrush, the resurrection, crucifixion,
and birth of Christ glowed on canvas and
walls, while from the sculptor's chisel
figures starter up.

Science Proved It.
Objectors laughed at the possibility of
some of the old biblical tales, but these
were true. For every scientific man who
rejected the Bible there were a dozen of his
class who believed entirely in it.

Joseph Henry knew all the facts of

and all the facts of astronomy and believ-
ed the gun had once stood still.

Was Made Sick.
Some young scientists made him sick.
With a little knowledge of the feelers of a
beetle and legs of a grasshopper and Dar-
win under their arm, they patronized ‘the
Lord. His great wonder was how the Lord
got along without them before they were
born and after they were dead.
He then indicated the manner in which
gome people read the Bible and said, in
reading it, Genesis was the door to go in
and Revelation the door to go out. All the
great books in the world were but the Bible
diluted. It was the firmament jaround
which suns, moons, stars and eternities
wheeled and triumphed.

A Concluding Prayer.

The variety and effects of the Bible were
then spoken of, after ‘which he told several
stories which greatly moved the people.
