The decision as to the number is left to
the president.

The meeting was one of the most enthusl-
astic and harmonious ever held by the East-
ern League. The popularity of the league’s
president, P. T. Powers, was shown by the
unanimous insistence of the, league that he
should accept the flattering offer of the
American Association, which has asked
Powers to accept its presidency.

Mr. Powers said that altho he was great-
ly pleased at the offer of the American
Assoclation, he was forced to decline, be-
cause he could mnot conscientiously desert
the Eastern League at this time.
