DELAY VICTORY 
LOANUMPAIGN

Epidemic Causing Uncertainty 
of Future Plans.

FINANCIERS’ IDEAS DIFFER

Sir Thomas White To Make 
Decision in the Next 

Few Days.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Montreal, Oct. 18.—Plans in connec­

tion with the opening of the Victory 
Loan campaign on October 28 remain 
very much in the air because of the 
■'flu*' epidemic. The most disturbing 
feature of the outlook Is that the epi­
demic is only now beginning to take 
■lold in the West. Even if it cleared 
JJP in the east in the next ten days, 
It might be at the worst in the West 
at that very time. Opinions as to the 
t>«8t course to take are now being gath­
ered from loan managers all over the 
country, and no doubt these will be sub­
mitted to Sir Thomas White for a final 
decision on his return to Ottawa in 
the course of the next few days.

Opinions of Financiers.
Opinion in the financial district ap­

pears to be divided as to the necessity 
or advisability of a postponement of the 
campaign. In favor of continuing as 
originally planned, it is argued that 
good headway could be made through 
newspaper publicity and canvassing by 
mail, even if the epidemic continued 
severe. Most people who will buy the 
bonds have made up their minds as to 
how much they will buy and will not be 
influenced one way or the other by tne 
presence or absence of campaign propa­
ganda.

For the benefit of those who need 
urging the campaign might be extended 
a week or more, if the epidemic had 
passed of*, by then, so that the full 
weight of campaign methods might be 
brought to bear on the laggards.

Against that is the fear that the 
loan's prospects would be injured un­
less the country could be worked up to 
a state of enthusiasm right from the 
start, as well as the fear that sickness 
might badly disorganize the working 
forces for the loan.

EPIDEMIC ABATING, 
BOARD THINKS, BUT 
RESTRICTIONS STAND

Influenza Becoming Milder In 
Type Now.

LONDON NURSE VICTIM OP SUB 
ON WAY FROM DUBLIN TO HER 

POST IN ENGLAND ON LEINSTER
Miss Henrietta Mellett Left City on May 1, 1915, for War 

Service, and Spent Over a Year in Egypt—Had Just 
Had Short Visit Wit h Sisters in Ireland.

The Mayor Lets Out Secret

Although statistics are not avail­
able at the Institute of Public Health 
as to the total number of deaths 
from Influenza since the epidemic 
started, there have been at least six 
deaths in London during the last 24 
hours. The institute authorities say 
undertakers are not co-operating, 
only one having turned in a report 
on the deaths that have occurred.

DR. HASTING’S OPINION.
Toronto. Oct. 18.—Dr. C. J. O. Hast­

ings, M. O. H. of Toronto, is of the 
opinion that the epidemic here of the 
Influenza has not reached its crest.

Under arrangement with the fuel 
controller coal was being furnished now 
first of all to those with illness in the 
house. Lack of proper heat, he de­
clared, may mean the difference be­
tween ordinary influenza and pneumonia 
and death. York Township medical 
health officer has ordered the closing 
of all schools and theatres.

Railway traffic figures are reported 
by the officials here to be cut in two 
owing to the epidemic.

ANOTHER SOLDIER DIES 
FROM DREAD INFLUENZA

Pte. A. Couch of Ingersoll Is Eighth 
Fatality.

According to medical officers in 
charge at Carling Heights, only eight 
deaths have occurred out of 250 cases of 
Spanish influenza, the last occurring last 
night. Pte. A. Couch, a member of the 
1st Battalion. W. O. R., was the victim 
in this rsse. Pte. Couch was 21 years 
of age. and died in the military hos­
pital with pneumonia, following Spanish 
influenza. The remains were forwarded 
to ids home in Ingersoll by Grand 
Trunk at 12:20 o’clock today. The 
funeral will he held in Ingersoll on Sun­
day afternoon.

! ing of the board today. "I dropped a 

piece of cloth in car No. 146 on the Ox- 
; ford line Monday morning and today I 

picked up the same piece of cloth in ex- 
i actly the same place it had been drop- 
! pud. Now what do you know about 

that?
The board looked properly shocked, 

later expressing admiration at the Sher­
lock Holmes manner in which Mr. Min- 
hiruilck got the goods on the much- 
abused street railway.

Accusations.
"Those cars aren’t swept once in six 

months," continued Mr. Minhinnick, 
whose wrath was rising. "There's a 
peck of dirt in each of them. If the 

j board of health can’t see fit to take ac- 
I tion in the matter, I’m going to bring 
j it before the Government and force 
j these people to flush out their cars, 

even if it does tie up the*r system.
"They pour their disinfectant on top 

I of all the dirt that has been there for 
; weeks and months and then have the 
; nerve to ask the citizens to pay 5 cents 
; straight for sitting in it.

Turn On the Hose.
"It’s all right for Hueston, King and 

the rest of the crowd to come up here 
' and spout for the directors, who are 
doubling their dividends. The sooner 

I you tie ’em up the better. Turn the 
j hose into the cars, and wash ’em out.
' What's the use of fumigating over all 
those germs. Let’s see some action."

The board listened attentively, but 
’ no action was taken at the meeting.

After all reports had been made on 
the Spanish influenza situation at the 
board of health meeting in the city hall 
today, it was the opinion of the board 
that the epidemic, while still very seri­
ous, had abated somewhat. No re­
strictions will be lifted, however, on 
churches, theatres and schools, etc. 
until the danger is over. No churches 
will be open Sunday.

E. H. Russell, chairman of the board, 
reported that Thursday afternoon he 
had talked to a number of doctors over 
the phone and that in the majority of 
cases they were more or less optimistic 
the disease seemingly being now of a 
milder type.

"I felt that we were not getting at 
the facts of the matter and that is one 
reason I called up the doctors myseli," 
said Mr. Russell, "and I feel consider­
ably easier in my mind. This does not 
mean that the danger is over. Far from 
it. The people will have to use every 
precaution for some time yet.

Weather Helped.
Dr. W. H. Downham, medical officer 

of health, declared that the fine weather 
of the past week had undoubtedly been 
a great help in combating the flu. He 
had had but two <'a.is for fuel.

Mrs. J. B. McKillop of the London 
branch of the Ontario Emergency Vol­
unteer Auxiliary, formed to fight the 
epidemic, stated that conditions were 
somewhat easier as far as she could 
learn, and paid a tribute to the work 
done by Miss Fidlar of the Institute of 
Public Health and the volunteer nurses 
numbering over 50 who had worthed day 
and night in their efforts to stamp out 
the epidemic. Over 250 London homos 
have been visited by the nurses in less 
than 48 hours.

"Is there anything that we can do for 
you, Mrs. McKillop?" asked Mr. Rus­
sell in his most gallant tones.

Whiskey Wanted.
"There is," replied the president of 

the auxiliary. "I am informed that the 
jellies given to patients would do con­
siderably more good if there were a 
little whiskey or brandy in them. I’ve 
been round to the police station where 
there are gallons of whiskey recently 
seized, but they wouldn’t let me have 
any. I believe that permission must 
be obtained from the provincial secre­
tary before we can get it. and l would 
like you to get that permission. We 
would like a little bit. anyway.

"Oh. I can get a little bit," said 
Mayor C. R. Somerville, who was there­
upon looked on with new respect by all 
present. However, no action was taken 
In the matter.

Mrs. McKillop stated that the Red 
Cross was co-operating with the auxil­
iary and was providing • sheets and 
blankets where necessary. The board 
came in for a few bouquets from Mrs. 
McKillop, who declared that it had 
done wonderful work and had led all 
the other cities in taking precautions 
against and combating the disease.

Mutual Respect.
"The board would not l>e feeling as 

easy as it is today. Mrs. McKillop,” re­
plied the mayor, “had it not been for 
you and the nursing division you have 
organized. I hope that your organiza­
tion will not slop with the flu. I hope 
you keep on, for I feel that the city 
would be on easy street this winter re­
garding the poor and other cases, if you 
were looking after things.”

The public will be excluded from the 
police court until after the epidemic is 
ever. This morning over 50 people were 
■crowded into the stuffy courtroom, 
where sneezes were the order of the day. 
Mayor Somerville promised to look af­
ter the matter, as it was pointed out 
that the police court was a place where 
the public gathered.

Advertisements will be run in the 
local papers tomorrow telling the people 
what to do in every phase of the epi­
demic.

Many Cases Reported,
Dr. W. S. Downham, officer of health, 

and others who are in close touch with 
the Spanish influenza situation in Lon­
don, were of a decidedly more optim­
istic mind over the “flu” epidemic 
Thursday night.

At the Institute of Public Health it 
was stated that between the hours of 
1 and 3 o'clock Thursday afternoon 
21 doctors reported 1,389 cases on their 
visiting lists. One doctor had 200 pa­
tients. and all had over 25.

“Wo feel that things are a little bet­
ter today,” said the girl on the switch­
board (who has been working over­
time). “We have had more help, the 
V.A.D.’s and other nurses responding 
nobly to the call for helpers. There are 
twelve homes that we have not been 
able to send nurses to.

87 Cases at Victoria.
There were 87 cases at Victoria Hos­

pital last night, an increase of six, 
with one death in the last 24 hours. 
One graduate nurse is seriously ill. 
There are ten dangerous cases in all 
in the institution.

Seven new cases of the disease were 
admitted to St. Joseph’s Hospital 
Thursday, and while no deaths were 
reported, a little six months old baby 
was not expected to live through the 
night.

Lieut.-Col. O. A. Cannon, A.D.M.S., 
at the barracks stated last night that 
30 soldiers had contracted the “flu” 
Thursday and that very few of the 
cases were of a serious nature.

An Experience Meeting.
The luncheon was turned into what 

might be termed by a Methodist an ex­
perience meeting. The various captains 
related their experiences which had 
been encountered in the canvass of

5 cases with the diphtheria anti-toxin 
and yet many of our own doctors have 
treated successfully many more pa­
tients than that without using any 
specific. A Minnesota medical man, 
Dr. Rosenow, has been using pneumo­
cocci vaccines very successfully, and, 
to a small extent, these vaccines have 
been used here in London. These, of 
course, have been used as a. preven­
tive. like typhoid inoculations, and not 
as a means of cure."

No New Discovery.
Another local natbologist of known 

repute, when approached on the matter, 
stated that at present there is a good 
deal of noise in the press and publicity 
given to just such matters as the dis­
covery of Dr. Pint. "It is a. shame 
that such things are made public, for 
they only give the public the idea that 
perhaps something is not being done 
which might be done, whereas every­
thing which medical science knows to 
be effective is being used to conquer 
the influenza. This morning’s paper 
says that Dr. Guilford Reed, a Queen’s 
University botanist, has isolated the 
influenza germ and had prepared a 
vaccine. In regard to this and the 
other. I can only say that for several 
weeks now the organisms that a^e re­
sponsible for this epidemic have been 
known, an dthat this type of organism 
does not react well under a specific."

Another London physician, when the 
matter was referred to h:m. mentioned 
the American Medical Journal of two

"We must, therefore, undertake with­
out delay the reorganization of our j 
country' on a natural and therefore ■ 
solid basis.

EDWARD EFNER VICTIM 
OF SPANISH INFLUENZA 

AFTER SHORT ILLNESS

The death occurred on Thursday

An Intrepi'd Officer.
On October 1 at Blecourt this intrepid 

officer found himself in command of a 
company now reduced to fifty of all 
ranks and with this little band he cap­
tured eighty prisoners and seventeen 
machine guns. In two days’ fighting 
his record was three officers, one hun­
dred and eighty other ranks, one field 
gun and twenty-six machine guns cap­
tured, exclusive of enemy killed and 
wounded.

In the attack on Bourlon Wood on 
September 27, a lieutenant of a Mani­
toba battalion, finding his company 
commander and all other company offi­
cers casualties, took command of the 
shattered company and skillfully reor­
ganized it under heavy shellfire and ma­
chine gun fire. He then attacked and 
carry d his objective. Finding his com­
pany enfiladed, he rushed, single-handed, 
the enemy post, capturing machine guns 
and ten prisoners. Having organized his 
position, he repelled four heavy counter­
attacks and then proceeded to capture 
by stealth three machine guns. He 
fought with his company until October 8 
v/ith great initiative and daring, inspir­
ing his men to almost incredible exer­
tions by his wonderful leadership and 
personal bravery. He was fatally 
wounded on the last day.
