From the report presented to the
town council by Chalrman Burnaby,
anent the general condition of the
Metropolitan Rallway last night, there
is° little hope that the company have
any intention of materialiy improving
the roadbed in the immediate future.
Some suggestion relative to a new
belt line was however thrown out by
Manager Moore.

Councillor Wm. Parke’s condition,
while not ag favorable as hs friendy
could desire;, is such as to give good
ground for hope,

Metropolitan History.

Discussing the early history of the
Metropolitan Railway and the charges
imposed for travel in the north end a
prominent citizen sald to-night: ;

‘““After the Met:)pom lR&Ilr::r,d
Compa be their rly car -
vice n&’ﬁ th:\a;ty limits to the Eglin-
ton Methodist Church on Yonge-street,
they quickly learned that the residents
in the district served were in ro wise
dependent upon the acéommordation
given by the mnewly-created venture,
possessing as they did their own con-
veyances, while only a small propor-
tion worked in the city.

“The develcp.mants which took place
the next three years were of histori-
cal importance. Some of the directors
of) the railway company, who were
large landed proprietors #n their ef-
forts to popularize the district and
create business for thelr railroad, con-
#tructed a grand stand and race track
at Glen Grove. A toboggan slide was
built on their Moore Park estate and
they agitated for the eicction of the
district into. an incorporated town.

‘“The race track and toboggan slide
were mot successful, but as a boom
was in progress in the City of Toronto
it naturally grew out to the districts
served by the leading county roads.
Yonge-street, with its street: railroad,
proved attractive, but the available
transportation facliities were inade-
quate and necessity called for relief.
The' Metropolitan Street Railway re-
sponded by interesting themselves in
the instaliation of electric power,

Cross at Glen Grove.

“John T. Moore and others respond-
©d by promoting the belt line railway,
which was planned to cross Yonge-
street at Glen Grove. These projects
Jnduced many Toronto people to Invest
their money in North Toronto pro-
perty.

“The rallway combany secured from
the county the right to usa electri
power June 28, 1889. North Toronto
was incorporated in 1889, and the resi-
dents of the district north of Glen-
road were, after being led to helleve
that upon consenting to allow thelr
property to come into the corporate
lIimits of the town they would bhe serv-
ed by the Metropolitan BStreet Rail-
road, induced to petitfon the county
council to grant the railroad company
an extension of their franchise,
railway company extended their tracks
and rewarded the district with a poor
service and a black eye, by charging
an extra two cent fare from the Metho-
dist Church to the northern limits of
the town ,a thing wholly unexpected.”

Apart entirely from the legal aspect
¢f the case there is a general feeling
@around town that the action of Coun-
cillors Burnaby and Irwin in seeking
to advance the sewer bylaw was well
timed and proper. Rcgret is expressed
that Mayor Brown and Oouncillors
Murphy and Grice have npot.
