For Miss 'Gibbon Swears Mr. Rowley

Did Not Appear

on Day He Was to

Wed Her---Breach of Promise Case
Opened---A Love Letter.

At ten o’clock this miorming, when court
opened, comparatively few iwere present
in the count Toom to hear the case of
‘Gibbon' ve Rowley, which is the only
breach of promise case that has come to
trial in thid city for yeams.

The plaintiff in the case was dressed in
white duck this morming and appeared to
be & ycung woman between twenty-eight
outli neof the case. He said it was an
dispokition.

The defendant looked very feeble, as
he walked into court and appeared to be
fully 80 years of age.

Dr. L. A. Cunrey represented the plain-
tiff, and J. B. M. Baxter the defendamt.

It is & non-jury case and $10,000 damr
ages are asked for. After L. A. Currey
had moved for trial he began a general
outline of the case. He said it was an
action for breach of promise to marry,
and that there were two counts in the
declamation. 1—That the defendant and
plaintiff agreed to marry each other, and
o reasonable time had elapsed since the
agreement, and, 2, that the day wet for
the marriage has passed by.

Mr. Currey also eaid- that tihe, diefend-
ant had refused to marry the plaintiff.
He said that the day set for the mar-
riage was Thursday, Nov. 16th, last, and
that the place for the marriage was agreed
upon to be Mms. William Baxter’s, of
Adelaide moad, emd ‘that the defendamt
named Rev. Mr. Marr, of Carleton, to tie
the knot. The plaintiff wemnt to the
house, but the defendant did not appear.
The defendamt proposed to the plaintiff
in her brother4n-law’s house on Duke
ptreet, ome evening. She is a 'trained
nurse in Muassachusetts, . and they corre-
sponded. Captain Gibton, her father, re-
pides in Bayswater, Kings Co.

Miss Gibbon terminated her engage-
ment at the Massachusetts hospital and
came to St. John. Mr. Rowley greeted
‘her at the steamboat, but neglected to
dhowuponbhelﬁt&l\,ﬂhedn‘wsatﬂrthe
marriage. Mr. Currey said that the plea
_that she exomerated him is mot correct.

The plaintiff, Ethel Grace Gibbon, was
then called. She said she was the daugh-
ter of Captain Charles Gibbon, of Kings
Co. She is & trained nurse in the Boston
Hospital. She is engaged there at present
and hes been 8 omrse about three years.
She fitet: studied for two yeams in Cam-
bﬁdgewa.Shemﬁdm.mhem
pow in commection with the suit.. Last
October she was getting $21 per week.
Miss Gibbon said she met the defendamt.
George Rowley, about’ five years ago, on
Main street, St. Jobn, at her aunt’'s home,
Mrs. 'Gibbous. | She was introduced to
him by her aunt. She did mot meet him
frequently, but later met him at Mrs.
Williem Baxter’s, Adelaide moad. Shie
was going back to Boston. He asked her
+o marry him end remain in St. John but
she said she | to go back to the hospi-
tal. That was the last week in Septem-
ber. He asked her tc write to him and
ghe promised to do that. She left on
the boat the next morring and he came to
the 'house on Duke street that momning.
He propoced again. -~ She told -him that
she had to go back. He did not go to the
boat end she went away. They corres-
ponded.

T¢ Mr. Currey, she said that she lost
the lettens that he wrote to her the first
year. In September, 1905, ehe came to St.
John amd then went to her father’s, where
she remained atout a month. Mr. Row-
ley went up {c her father's. He said
he went up to see her. He addressed
her as *Ethel.”

Mr. Currey attempied to illustrate how
he proposed to ber by saying “Well, Etin-
el,” but he was stopped by the court.

‘Mr. Rowley told Miss Gibbon that there
was no one living who he wanted to have
his memey more than her. He thought
that her work was too hard for her. He
said he thad between $5,000 and $6,000 in
one bank avd $1,600 and $2,000 in two
other banks nespectively. Miss Gibbon
wrote to the defemdant when she got
home to Bayswater to let him know, as
he had requested that, bt she did not usk
Mr. Rowley to come up. Miss Gibbon
e2id she came home because her father
had written for her. Mr. Rowley stayed
up there about seven days and with her
visited her friends. In answer to Mr.
Curey, Miss Gibbon sxid that the defend-
ant called her his darling right along and
said that he loved her more than anyone
else and that he womshipped her. Miss
Gibbon said that she met Mr. Rowley se-
veral times im Bayswater. When che
came to St. John she met Mr. Rowley
at her sister's on Duke street on several
oceasions.,

When ehe was going back to Boston,
Mr., Rowley went to the bhoat with her.
Prior to that he had taken her for a drive
and told her how mwuch he loved her, and
he said he was lenesome and wanted
someone. She said that he should live
with h's niece, but he replied that he had
given her all that he had intended to.
In answer to his progocal of marriage, she
eaid that she would think of it and let
him know. Miss Gibbcn eaid that she
never ran after Mr, Rowley. There were
no secret meetings, for they were all at
the homes of her relatives. This was
in the last of September, 1905. Before
she went away he coaxed her not to go.
Shortly after she went back she received
a letter from him, which again renewed
the proposal. They corresponded all along
and she kept all his letters since 1904.
Those of 1904 are destroyed. On Nov., Tth.
1905, she returned, huving previously ccm-
eented to marry him. Mr. Rowley met
her at the boat. Together they went to
her sister’s, on Adelaide strect. He eaid
that he was glad that she had come home.

The court suggested that Mr. Currey
prove the contract to marry and the plain-
tifi’e counsel took up the correspondence,
whigh Mr, Baxter had.

To-
gether they went to her cister’s home on
Adelaide etreet, where Mr. Rowley re-
mained about an hour and a helf.

To Mr., Currey, Miss Gibbon said that
while Mr. Rowley wes in the hcuse he
told her sister that he thad brought her
home to be married. He told her that ke
had between $5,000 and $6,000 in the rav-
ings bank, $2,600 and $1,600 in two other
banks, owned a freehold property and did
not owe a cent to anyone and that he was
going to give der all the money that he
had .in the savings bamk. He told her
that he loved her @and he wamted to do
what he said he would. Miss Gibbon said
that she gave wp her pcsition to come
lhome to marry Mr. Rowley, Two days
after she came Mr. Rowley came back
again and he asked her if she were per-
fectly willing to marry him and she said
that she was. She spoke to him about his
people and he said e hadn't thought
abous them. He mide ammangements with
Miss Gibbons® sister to ask her husband
to get a nice little house in morth end for
them to rent. Mr. Rowley asked her if
she would not dike his sister for company
thiat winter, and ehe said yes, she would.
The day for the marmiage was not set
then, but two days afterwards he came
@gain (taat was on a Saturday) and asked
ther if she would ccmsent to beard with her
sister in morth end for the winter and he
would live in Carleton. He eaid that he
would pay for her board. On the same
day Mr. Rowley asked Miss Gibbon to go
with 'him to the eavings bank
and get the money | in ¢ her
mame. She refused, and told him to bring
it to her. He agreed to do so om Mon-
day. On the same Saturday hie asked her

. what minister she wamted, and as she did

not care, he sugzested Rev. Mr. Marr. He
said he would see him and he would come
back on Tuesday and on Thursday they
were to be married at her sister’s, Mms.
Baxter’s, Adelaide Rcad. ;

The plaintiff had never seen or heard
tell of Rev. Mr. Marr before.  He did not
come back after that Saturday. He did
mot show up on Thursday and she had
been ready und ‘Was willing to be mavried.
She thought that Mr. Rowley might be
unwell, and betweén eight and nine
o'clock Mr. and Mrs, Baxter and herself
went to Mr. Rowley’s house on Princess
street, Carleton. They entersd, and as
roon as he saw them he tumbled over as
if going to faint, and said that he thought
he would mot live through the night. He
told her if she would go back to Boston
he wpuld pay her for it. He told ier
that he could mot think of being mar-
ried, and ehe told him that he would
likely be all right in the morning. When
Miss Gibbon suggested the getting of a
doctor Mr. Rowley’s sister objected to it.
She told him that he had mot treated her
fairly, He said he could not walk, but
she ¢aw him walk across the floor as
well as ever as scon as she had gotten
out of the hiouse. Miss Gibbon went back
to her sister’s, and after a few days she
wrote him a letter, and asked * him to
come over and explain. He-did not come,
but wrete ome letter after her visit, but
she burned it. In it he sajd that he was
not any better. He wrote that before she
bad written to him. Today in court was
the first time that she had seen him eince
che met him at his house. After her visit
to Carleton he never offered to marry her
and she was willing to marry him subse-
quent to the date set . for the
marriage provided that he bhad given
a  satisfactory  éxplanation for his
non-appearance. She said she wrote
a letter to him and she could not eay it
there was anything im that letter that
could be said to release him from:the con-
tract. Mr. Ourrey produced a'letter dat-
ed Nov. 25th, from Miss Gibbon to Mr.
Rowley and it is the one ithat is suppos-
ed to release Mr. Rowley from the con-
traot to marry. The letter was written
by Mies Gibbon after ehe went back to
the hospital to work. A postal-card was
produced, written from Miss Gibbon to
Mr. Rowley and on the postal was a pic-
ture of a Uittle boy fishing amd a large
water animal biting at the hook. The
bait/ evidently appeared to be gocd. A
letter dated Dec. 29 was put in evidence.
It was one that had been written by the
plaintiff to the defendant.

“Did the defendant during the court-hip
give you amy presents?”’

“He gave me a watch chain,” replicd
the witness.

Miss Gibbon eaid that he gave that on
the day the wedding was named. She
also eaid that he gave her a Bible. That
was sent from St. John to Boston. 1
was just @ small one. He first talked mur-
riage in September, 1904. In September,
1904, he gave her a $5 gold piece.

“During alleged courtship,” Mr. Currey
wemt on to say, when the judge said, “It
was a very strong courehip, I should
judge, although I have very little experi-
ence.”

Mr. Currey—*“You and Mr. Baxter have
no experience.”

She did not want to take the $5, but
he said that he had lots of money. She
ivass sick in the hospital and he sent money
to her, but the presents a'l considered
would not amount to over $100. Miss
Gibbon eaid that after al)e went back to
the hospital and wrote to him asking him
to take back his presents, she was angry
about the remarks tkat were being passed.
Miss Gibbon trained for two yeans in
Cambridge Hoepital, Mass,  Her fatier,
who resides at ‘Bayswater, was a sea cap-
tain,

Adjournment was made until 2.30 o’clock.

One of the Letters

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NEW YORK, June 29.—Am announce-
reent {hat the defence will make “emotion-
al insanity” the basis for its fight for the
release of Harry K. Thaw, in jail indict-
ed for the murder of Stanford White, set
at rest the speculatiom on this point today.
Justifiable homicide and the straight plea
of insanity had been suggested as a line
of defence, but Thaw himeelf made the in-
samity move impossible by his refwal to
consider it and by declinng to allow
alienists to ques‘ion thim. It will not be
claimed that the ycung man is insane now.
Such a plea would mean a sentence to the
asylum for criminal imsame at Matterwan.
This new line means a ftiial and if the
plea of “emotional insamity” is justified
Thaw will be a free man. The defence,
it has also been announced, plans to bring
out the whole story of White’s life, of bis
relations with Bvelyn Nesbitt before she
marnied Thaw and of his subsequent ac-
tions, which, the defence claims, annoyed
Mrs, Thaw and geaded the husband o to
the shooting.

District Attorney Jerome, who is on his
vacation, left Cape Breton yestexda:y' for
New York. The arraignment of Thaw to-
day in the count of epecial sesstons is sim-
ply for the purpose of weceiving the pri-
soner’s plea of “not guilty,” and Mr. Jer-
ome’s reburn, it -3 \expecbed, wikh
hurry the actual trial. It s suggested to-
day that the distrigt etpormey may per-
sonally conduct the prosecution.

At four o'clock this aftermoon. the com-

mon conrcil will meet ‘and decxde wheth-
ler St. John is to have a compulsory edu-
| cation law or nct. A strong semtiment in
faver of the adoption of the act and ite
enforcement at coce is expressed by many
prominent . citizens who have been inter-
viewed on the subject. Almost without
exception those seen have spoken in fav-
or of ‘such a law and though in some caees
the reply was made that the matter had
not, been given much thought, yet all were
united in saying that the prineipal of com-
pelling all children to abtend school was
a gocd one and was for the benefit of the
children. Mayor Sears this morning wes
visited by a number of citizens who urged
the adoption of the ocompulsory law.
Among those calling’ upon his wdrship
was Professor I. T.' Richapdson, of the
Queen street echcol. Mr. Richardson
was heartily in favor of the scheme and
urged - tie mecessity of the law being put
into effect as soon as possible.

W. S. Fisher said he was heartily in
favior of a compulsory school law, but he
thought that the application of it should
be combined with prudence. He was glad
to see tihe matter taken up by the gov-
ernment. In reference to dts application
in St. John, he thought it was no use to
go ahead. too hastily; the school board
¢hould be comsulted in the matter by the
council as otherwise it might embarrass
them to have to provide for more scholars
than they had moom for. He failed to see
the advantage of pufting a law into effect
until it could be made operative, and he
feared that under present ccmitions it
could not be made -operative this year.

He thought the law a most desirable
one, as it would mean the taking off of
thie street and out of employment many
children who should be receiving an edu-
i cafion. :
| Rev. C. W. Hamilton said he had not
jooked ' into the act and was thevefore
not familiar with its provisions, but he
[ believed in the gemeral principle of com-
| pulsory schocl attemiamce. “So many par-
ents are utterly careless unless some
pressure is brought to bear to compel
them to have their children attend
schiool.,”  He thought it would work in
the in‘erest of a vast mumber of chil-
drem, for their present and future good.
| W. M. Jarvis expresed himself as being
iin favor of the law. He thought it ought
to be carried out.if not too expemsive.

Ex-Ald. McArthur eaid he was decided-
ly imfavor of the act. He thought all
the childien should be properly educated
and a compulsory law was a necessity if
ithis was to be carried out.

i J. Willard Smith expressed himself
| stoengly in favor of a compulsory scliool
ilaw and thought it should be put in aper-

Rev. Canon Richardson, in weply to a
request for his views, said the benefit to
ithe community from compulsory education
was almost too obvious to admit of dis
cussion. Not only would it be an advan-
tage from am educational standpoint, but
there was also a moral side, it would have
the negative effect of keeping children off
the streets. He believed many children
were sent to work too early and this evil
the enforcement of the act should also
help to remedy. It would im every way
be an undoubted benefit to the city.

Rev. doward Sprague said he had no
hesitation in saying that to put the act
in operation im the city would be a great
benefit to the community generally. He
was in favor of putting it in force as far
as the lower grades in the echools were
ocmcerned but did: not believe it would be
required through the whole course.

M. Ooll, @ member of the board of school
trustees, said he was much in favor of dhe
provisions of the act being adopted. He
thought anyone who saw any benefit in
sducation would say St. John ought to
have it. There might be some difference
of opinion, he thought as to the number of
additional children who could be accom-
modated but it was only a question of a
shert time now before the city would be
obliged to provide another school,

Mr. Coll added that he did not think
the expense attached to the sdheme need
be great, especially as the police would
able to render valuable i . “The
great advantage of the act,” he concluded,
“is that people cannot take it or leave it
as many of them would otherwise do.”

Ald. Bullock, another member of the
school beard, while in' favor of the prin-
ciple of the act, said the schools were so
crowded that he did not know where any
more children could be accommodated. He
thought additicnal quarters swould have to
be provided and that instead. of passing
the resolution this year people should be
given. time to fthoroughly consider the

plebiscite at the civic eleotions next spring.

think the citizens would be willing to pay
a lithle more to eecure it.

Assassination.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 29—An offic-
ial demial is given of the meport that the
Empenor and court are leaving Peterhof
and returning to Tsarskoe-Selo, owing to
the discovery of a revolutionary plot
among the palace servants. The report is
officially accounted for by rumors follow-
ing the retirement of General Plesko, the
Commandant at Peterhof, and the ap-
pointment of Colomel Lermentoff, com-
mander of the imperial regiment of Uh-
Jems, as his successior.

The former’s retirement is stated to be
due purely to private considerations, but
several officers of his staff are indignant
at the promotion of Col. Lermentoff over
their heads, and have asked to be we-
lieved, giving rise to the meport of the
discovery of a mevolutiomary plot, While
the official explanations are regarded with
suspicion, as it is beyond question that
the termorists and rewolutionists are con-
stanily atbempting to ‘gain a foothold im
the palace, theme is mo cause to doubt
the truth of the official statement that
the court bas no intention of Teturning
to Tsarskoeselo this summer. Peterhof,
in meality, is much safer for the imperial
family than Tearskoe-Selo, being located
on a gulf, enabling the imperial yacht to
be mwored at a wharf but two hundred
yards from the paface, always available to
convey the emperor and his family to Fin-
Jand or eome othier place of securnity.
